COOPERATION OF PEASANT (FARMER) FARMS AS A FACTOR OF
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF AGRICULTURE

The purpose is scientific and practical research of foreign scientists who come to the
conclusion that agricultural production by peasant (farmer) farms, with rare exceptions, does not
provide high efficiency of economic activity. In this regard, the form of unification and
consolidation of peasant (farmer) farms is relevant, which will allow the most effective realization
and use of the potential of the peasant (farmer) farms participating in it.

Materials and methods. The main problems of modern peasant (farmer) farms are investigated:
low material and technical equipment and relatively small land plots, difficulties in attracting
investments and borrowed funds, lack of qualified support (economic, legal, psychological, etc.).

Results. In modern conditions, most agricultural production cooperatives are at the stage
of formation, according to which the following problems can be named: competition and emerging
difficulties in forming advantages, problems of adaptation to a new environment, difficulties in
choosing suitable strategies and models. An urgent problem of peasant (farmer) farms is the
restriction of investments of own capital to expand reproduction, further intensification and
transition to the path of innovative development.

Discussion. The positive aspects of the joint interaction of peasant (farmer) farms within
the framework of consumer cooperation are highlighted, i.e. a synergetic effect that contributes to
the elimination or optimization of the initially identified problems.

Conclusion. The author gives a summary of the work done, suggests general directions for
the development of cooperation of peasant (farmer) farms, allowing to improve performance
indicators, reduce unemployment and improve the quality of life of the rural population as a whole.

This study examines ChatGPT as an advanced language model created by OpenAl in the
context of English language teaching to students of pedagogical specialties. The main goal of this
research is to define the ways of ChatGPT usage in teaching English grammar. The authors offer
insightful advice on the techniques that university teachers and students might use this chat-bot in their
English language teaching and learning procedures. In the article the scope of ChatGPT application
is considered. These are generating examples of grammatical structure, creating tasks for opening
brackets and creating a series of exercises. This work is aimed at identifying new approaches to
teaching grammar of the English language and, in the future, vocabulary of a foreign language, the
development of students’ all types of speech activity and checking assignment. The study was
conducted with the 2" year students of the educational program “Foreign language: two foreign
languages ” of Paviodar Pedagogical University named after Alkey Margulan.

Introduction

The need to comprehend and advance the use of Artificial Intelligence (Al) in education is
greater than it has ever been. Within university context, educators and students increasingly use tools
and applications powered by Al technology, such as intelligent adaptive learning systems. Scientific
output on Al in education has greatly expanded as a result of researchers and practitioners promoting
Al and utilizing its educational potential [1]. Al technologies provide prospects for the creation of
personalized learning to match students’ specific needs. It might be challenging to meet the demands
of every learner using traditional educational approaches because all students have different learning
styles, abilities, and needs. However, using Al, educators may individually adapt their instruction to
each student’s needs. With the widespread use of Al technology in education, instructors have more
opportunities to eliminate time-consuming, repetitive chores and quickly respond to student inquiries,
furthering the adaptive and personalized teaching process [2].

Giving each student individualized learning suggestions or assistance depending on their
learning status, preferences, or other personal attributes is one of the most important goals of Al
in education [3]. Al in education has opened up new possibilities for creating useful learning
activities and improving technology-enhanced learning environments or applications. Al can be
utilized to offer specialized assistance and increase knowledge-gap awareness, allowing educators
to deliver individualized and adaptive training in a more effective and efficient manner [4].

An artificial intelligence (Al) application might take the place of a tutor who monitors students’
learning processes, evaluates their academic performance, and offers them immediate support based
on their needs. An intelligent tutoring system based on the prospective needs of students not only
allows students to study, practice, and connect with peers or teachers but also gives them assistance
and supports based on their status or needs. Meanwhile, educational researchers might examine the
effects of the Al applications by adopting acceptable Al apps in their classrooms to improve students’
learning performances, motivation, or engagement. On the other hand, teachers could adopt
appropriate Al applications in their classes if they were aware of the capabilities and features of Al
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technologies. In study the researchers identify four categories of artificial intelligence: Intelligent tutor,
Intelligent tutee, Intelligent learning tool and Policy-making advisor [5].

ChatGPT (Generative Pre-Trained Transformer) is the most widely used intelligent learning tool.
The tool can assist students in efficiently gathering and analyzing data, allowing them to concentrate on
important concepts or higher-order thinking skills such as inference and prediction rather than lower-
order thinking skills such as editing. ChatGPT is a chat-bot with Al automatic text creation skills that can
respond to the author’s search requests, examine messages, rationally explain the solution, and carry out
activities that have been delegated to it. In addition, a chat-bot creates tests, replicates the required
author’s writing style, translates them, and changes the answers using the author’s hint [6]. Even though
a chat-bot’s main goal is to emulate human discussions, chat-bot is flexible. For example, it can create
computer programs, music, tales, and student essays, as well as make test questions and answers [7].
ChatGPT illustrates its potential in terms of responding to questions about communication, fill-in-the-
blank reading, grammar and vocabulary, and reading comprehension. The language model, however,
has difficulty in responding to questions about emphasis and pronunciation.

The English proficiency of ChatGPT is pretty high. It can comprehend and produce
coherent and contextually relevant responses in English because it has been trained on a sizable
amount of text data from the Internet. It can hold conversations, respond to inquiries, give
explications, make recommendations, and even help with certain activities. While ChatGPT has
been trained on a variety of subjects, it’s crucial to remember that rather than genuine
comprehension, the responses it produces are based on patterns and instances it has learnt. As a
result, there can be times when it gives responses that are inaccurate or it does not completely
understand the complexities of a particular issue or subject.

An American researcher in his work discussed ChatGPT’s experimental usage for educational
purpose. The researcher mentioned that the chat-bot can handle simple requests and offer logical
explanations. ChatGPT may produce calculating mistakes in mathematics tasks. After obtaining the
necessary direction from a person who has been contacted, this chat-bot alters the query results [8]. It
IS necessary to create a positive educational environment in which students feel supported by teachers,
as well as new learning practices where collaboration and teamwork are valued. In such a setting,
ChatGPT can develop into an efficient educational tool for maximizing student potential in the context
of the digitalization of university education, delivering individualized instruction, and streamlining
readiness for the future application of artificial intelligence-powered technological solutions [9], [10].

In this regard, it’s essential for teachers to comprehend what Al is capable of and where its
limitations lie. Educators should also research how technology can be used to enhance learning in
meaningful ways, encourage students’ cognitive activity, and help them reach educational goals.
ChatGPT integration will give teachers the opportunity to mix up their lessons and learning activities,
gradually adapt their teaching methods to be more student-centered, encourage their students to take an
active part in their learning processes, and have access to a wide variety of real-world learning resources.

To describe the theoretical foundations of our study, an analysis and generalization of
research works on the topic of artificial intelligence in education were carried out.

Materials and methods

The pedagogical possibilities of using the language model ChatGPT were considered
during practical classes in the discipline “Practical English Language Course” with the 2" year
students of the educational program “Foreign Language: Two Foreign Languages” of Pavlodar
Pedagogical University named after Alkey Margulan.

Moreover, the language
model estimates the likelihood of a word or a phrase based on the context of the previous words. It uses
the information to predict and generate text that is coherent and follows grammar rules.

Using the chat-bot, it is possible to create tasks for opening brackets. It identifies and corrects
issues with opening brackets in English grammar by analyzing and providing explanations and
suggestions. In order to help students, it is necessary to understand how opening brackets should be used
in various scenarios, ChatGPT can additionally offer examples of proper usage. Furthermore, to
demonstrate correct grammar usage, it can produce sentences or phrases. ChatGPT can start a
conversation with the chat-bot users if they have inquiries or require additional clarification in order to
give more thorough explanations and respond to any pertinent issues regarding English grammar usage
and rules. Here are tasks for opening brackets created by ChatGPT in Figure 2.

ChatGPT, like other language models, may have problems with various grammar rules, the
most common troubles include:

- subject-verb agreement. Sometimes it can result in phrases where the subject and verb are
inconsistent with regard to number or tense;

- pronoun usage. It can be difficult for the language model to select and use pronouns to
refer to antecedents correctly. It may misalign pronouns with their antecedents or utilize
ambiguous pronouns;

- sentence fragments. ChatGPT can produce incomplete sentences or sentence fragments
without a subject, verb, or object;

- excessively long sentences. The answer can result in too wordy phrases that need to be
broken up into several;

Although ChatGPT has significantly improved over prior versions at handling grammatical
rules and linguistic structure, it is still possible for errors to appear or scrupulous editing to be
necessary when producing content. When utilizing the model for significant tasks, users should
always thoroughly assess the outcome and make any necessary adjustments.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the use of artificial intelligence in education creates new possibilities for
information gathering and analysis, facilitating difficult choices, raising the standard of instruction,
and encouraging the generation of creative ideas. Grammar work was organized in class with ChatGPT
for the discipline “Practical English Language Course”. Students engaged with the material, took notes
on grammar structure, and produced Al-generated playing cards.

Using ChatGPT in teaching English grammar to students provides personalized exercises and
rules explanations adapting to students’ needs. Grammar rules and examples from a wide range of
sources are available to this chat-bot. It can supply with numerous instances to illustrate grammar spots,
which broadens the scope of learning. As an additional teaching tool in the classroom, ChatGPT can
be utilized by university teachers. The language model can assist by offering extra materials and
explanations. Artificial Intelligence should not and cannot be utilized in place of a teacher, but rather
as an addition to more traditional teaching techniques.

Protection of workers' labor rights is the activity of specially authorized bodies aimed at
resolving labor disputes, aimed at suppressing violations of workers' labor interests, restoring
their violated rights.

In subsequent years, as the results of the study showed, the number of violations of labor
rights and freedoms of citizens is growing. In particular, the most frequent cases are: non-
compliance with labor protection rules, non-compliance by employees with the rules for
concluding an employment contract, cases of unjustified dismissal of employees, late payment of
wages, late provision of regular paid leave.

The purpose of the article is a theoretical analysis of the essence, the legal basis of the
concept of protection of workers' labor rights, determining the place of protection of labor rights
in the mechanism of legal regulation of labor relations, analyzing the effectiveness of legal means
of protecting violated rights in the development of labor relations.

The greatest protection is required by the social and labor rights exercised by the parties
when entering into an employment relationship. The State should not exclude from itself the tasks
of developing and implementing state policy in the field of labor and employment in the form of a
national project. After all, one of the fundamental directions of the state's activity is the
improvement of its social policy.

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SECURING THE RIGHT TO EDUCATION IN MULTILATERAL INTERNATIONAL
LEGAL ACTS OF THE UNIVERSAL LEVEL

The right to education is one of the human rights enshrined in both universal and regional
international documents. This article will consider issues of securing the right to education in
multilateral international legal acts of the universal level.

The complex of international legal acts regulating the right to education is heterogeneous
both in content and legal force, and therefore this article will analyse several types of acts, in
particular international treaties related to education, as well as a number of advisory acts
dedicated to educational issues..

Keywords: acts of the universal level, right to education, universal acts, international
treaties, convention, rights and freedoms.

Introduction

The right to education is one of the human rights enshrined in both universal and regional
international instruments. It is not only a fundamental human right in itself, but also creates
conditions for the further development of a person and the realization of all other rights. This
approach to the right to education has found anchorage in the Sustainable Development Goals ,
endorsed by the international community at the Sustainable Development Summit on September
25-27, 2015. Out of seventeen goals, the fourth place is “quality education”.

Traditionally, the sphere of education was considered the sphere of internal interests of
states and was practically not regulated at the international level, but already in the middle of the
twentieth century, norms on the protection of the right to education, addressed to states, appeared
at the international level, and recently there has been a tendency of an ever-increasing volume of
acts regulating education issues on the international level.

The array of international legal acts regulating the right to education is heterogeneous both
in content and in legal force. In this article we will take a closer look at several types of acts.

First, international treaties related to education will be analyzed. These international treaties, in
turn, are divided into two groups: the treaties of the first group contain separate norms concerning the
right to education, the treaties of the second group are fully devoted to issues in the field of education.

Secondly, an array of recommendatory acts devoted to education issues will be considered.
First of all, these are the recommendations and declarations of UNESCO, filling in the gaps on
those issues that, for whatever reason, are not covered by international treaties, as well as the
reports of the UN Special Rapporteur on the right to education. Special attention in this group
deserves a set of recommendation acts that are adopted within the framework of the Education for
All movement and represent a consistent development strategy for the development of lifelong
education throughout the world.

Classification and analysis of treaties at the universal level

For the first time, the right to education was enshrined at the universal level in Article 26
of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights , adopted at the third session of the UN General
Assembly, and further enshrined at the treaty level in the International Covenant on Economic,
Social and Cultural Rights .

The bulk of the universal international treaties affecting education have also been adopted
within or under the auspices of the United Nations.
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Researchers distinguish two groups of universal acts devoted to education issues : universal
international treaties, which include only certain norms relating to some aspects of education, and
universal treaties entirely devoted to education issues. Both groups share a common focus on
protecting the human right to education and non-discrimination.

The first category of universal-level treaties

The first category of universal-level treaties includes:

1. Constitution of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization ;

2. International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination ;

3. International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights ;

4. Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women ;

5. Convention on the Rights of the Child ;

6. International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and
Members of Their Families ;

7. Worst Forms of Child Labor Convention ;

8. Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities .

The UNESCO Constitution occupies a special position, since it defines the goals and
significance of education, as well as the directions and methods of cooperation in this area. The
norms of the remaining listed acts are mainly aimed at protecting the right to education and non-
discrimination, in particular, non-discrimination in obtaining education for certain groups of
subjects (children, women, disabled people) on the basis of relevant criteria.

The International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination
establishes the obligation of states parties to prohibit and eliminate racial discrimination in all its
forms and to ensure the equality of every person, without distinction of race, color, national or ethnic
origin, in particular in the exercise of a group of rights, which includes, inter alia, the right to
education and vocational training.

Among the universal treaties, the main place in the regulation of the right to education is,
of course, the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, which in article
13 establishes the right of every person to education, and in addition to securing the right, the
article names the goals and objectives of education, such as: full development of the human
personality, strengthening respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms, the opportunity for
everyone to be a member of a free society, promoting mutual understanding, tolerance and
friendship between peoples.

However, if we carefully examine the norms of the Covenant, we can conclude that they
rather set the standards for the realization of the right to education, but do not disclose the scope
and content of this right. In particular, the Covenant provides for the following actions aimed at
ensuring the full realization of this right:

(@) Primary education shall be compulsory and available free to all;

(b) Secondary education in its different forms, including technical and vocational
secondary education, shall be made generally available and accessible to all by every appropriate
means, and in particular by the progressive introduction of free education;

(c) Higher education shall be made equally accessible to all, on the basis of capacity, by
every appropriate means, and in particular by the progressive introduction of free education;

(d) Fundamental education shall be encouraged or intensified as far as possible for those
persons who have not received or completed the whole period of their primary education;

(e) The development of a system of schools at all levels shall be actively pursued, an
adequate fellowship system shall be established, and the material conditions of teaching staff shall
be continuously improved.

Article 14 of the Covenant establishes the obligation of each State party to ensure the
principle of compulsory education free of charge for all.
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The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women
provides a little more detail on the specifics of women's right to education. Articles 10 and 14 set
certain standards with the aim of achieving equality between men and women.

The main provisions on non-discrimination against women in education can be grouped as follows:

1) Equal conditions for choosing a profession and access to education, which include: vocational
guidance, accessibility of education, the possibility of obtaining a diploma, as well as the possibility of
continuing education and reducing the number of girls and women who do not finish school.

2) Equal learning conditions, such as: the same curricula, the same examinations, teaching
staff with qualifications of the same standard and school premises and equipment of the same
quality (including access to specific educational information to help ensure the health and well-
being of families, including information and advice on family planning).

3) The same opportunities to benefit from scholarships and other study grants.

4) Eliminate stereotypical roles of men and women at all levels and in all forms of
education by encouraging collaborative learning, active sports and physical fitness.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child, in terms of the wording of the child's right to
education, partly almost literally follows the International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights, in particular, Article 28 establishes the obligations of states to introduce free and
compulsory primary education, to encourage the development of various forms of general and
vocational secondary education and ensuring its accessibility, making higher education accessible
to all, based on the abilities of everyone. Also, the convention establishes the obligation of states
to ensure the availability of materials in the field of education and vocational training and to take
measures to regularly attend school and reduce the number of students dropping out of school.

Special attention is paid to the methods by which discipline is maintained in schools - they
must reflect respect for the human dignity of the child.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child reiterates the need for international cooperation
on education-related issues in order to achieve the goals of eliminating ignorance and illiteracy
and facilitating access to scientific and technological knowledge and modern teaching methods.

It is especially worth noting that article 29 establishes the goals of education, which include
the full development of the individual, fostering respect for human rights and freedoms, fostering
respect for parents, language, environment, cultural values of both one's own country and others,
as well as training to a conscious life in a free society. Thus, in this Convention, the content of the
right to education begins to take on a verbal form.

The right of the child to education is developed in the International Convention on the
Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families. Article 30 of the
said convention prohibits the refusal or restriction of attending state preschool educational
institutions and schools due to the absence of a permanent status related to the work of parents.

“Worst Forms of Child Labor” Convention No. 182 considers education, in particular free
basic education (basic education refers to the totality of primary and secondary education), is
considered as a means of combating poverty and the worst forms of child labor. Based on this
understanding of education, states are required to provide access to free basic education and, to
the extent possible, to vocational training for all children freed from the worst forms of child labor.

In the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, one of the longest articles is
devoted to the right of persons with disabilities to education. Due to the specifics of the subjects of this
right, the emphasis is on inclusive education, the goal of which is the full development of human
potential, mental and physical abilities, self-esteem, as well as respect for human rights. Such education
is designed to empower people with disabilities to participate effectively in the life of a free society.
Paragraph 2 of Article 24 of the Convention provides for the specifics of the implementation of the
right of persons with disabilities to education. First, it prohibits exclusion from general education on
the basis of disability, which implies the need to ensure access to free primary and secondary education
on an equal basis with others, as well as access to higher education and vocational training without any
discrimination. However, the realization of this right has its own characteristics: reasonable
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accommodation related to individual needs, as well as support to ensure effective learning. The
Convention also provides for specific measures to ensure the ability of persons with disabilities to
acquire life and social skills, such as: mastering the Braille alphabet and alternative methods of
communication, learning sign language, as well as education on disability issues.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is of particular interest for our
study because it is in it that for the first time at the universal level in an international treaty the
right to lifelong learning is enshrined (Article 24, paragraph 5). In the recommendatory acts of the
universal level, which will be considered below, such a formulation appeared several years earlier.

The second category of universal-level treaties

The second group of international treaties includes the Convention against Discrimination
in Education and the Convention on Technical and Vocational Education , as well as the
International Labor Organization Convention No. 140 “On Paid Educational Leave" .

Article 1 of the Convention against Discrimination in Education provides a detailed
definition of the term “discrimination” which includes any distinction, exclusion, limitation or
preference which, being based on race, color, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion,
national or social origin, economic condition or birth, has the purpose or effect of nullifying or
impairing equality of treatment in education. Article 2 identifies three cases that are not considered
discrimination, namely, the separation of students of different sexes, the separation of education
based on religious or linguistic differences, and education in private institutions. However, it is
emphasized that in all cases equal access to education must be ensured, as well as the compliance
of programs with the norms prescribed or approved by the competent education authorities. Article
3 of the Convention sets out the obligations of states to eliminate and prevent discrimination.

The full development of the human personality is declared as the main goal of education,
therefore, the researchers emphasize the importance of provisions enshrining the state's obligations to
make primary education compulsory and free, to ensure the general availability of secondary education
and to make higher education accessible to all on the basis of full equality and depending on the
abilities of everyone . It is also worth noting the provisions on the inadmissibility of the imposition of
religious education incompatible with the beliefs of the parents or legal representatives of the child
(subparagraph "b" of paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the Convention) and the possibility of learning and
teaching their own language of national minorities only provided that the exercise of this right does
not interfere with individuals belonging to minorities, understand the culture and language of the state
as awhole and participate in its activities, and that it does not undermine the sovereignty of the country
(paragraph "I" of subparagraph "c" of paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the Convention).

Based on the considered provisions, it can be concluded that the Convention against
Discrimination in Education partially repeats and concretizes the provisions of the previously
considered international treaties. The definition of education given in Article 1, which in this document
includes access to education, the standard and quality of education, and the conditions under which it
IS given, seems to be important from the point of view of disclosing the right to education.

The Convention on Technical and Vocational Education differs from other acts of the
universal level in the widest coverage of various issues of education, however, the formulations of
the norms of this international treaty are probably the most general of all those previously
considered. Perhaps it is precisely this lack of specificity of provisions that affects the low
attractiveness of this convention for states. Technical and vocational education is understood in
the Convention as “all forms and levels of the educational process involving, in addition to general
knowledge, the study of technologies and related sciences and the acquisition of practical skills,
know-how, attitudes and understanding relating to occupations in the various sectors of economic
and social life” (paragraph "a" of Article 1). Article 2 of the Convention once again establish
guarantees of non-discrimination in admission to technical and vocational educational institutions,
including for persons with disabilities, as well as equal access to education and equality of
opportunity in the educational process.
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Regarding the principle of lifelong education

Much attention is paid to training programs, which should be developed taking into account
the principle of lifelong education. For the first time at the universal level, the problem of
determining qualifications is touched upon. Paragraph 5 of Article 3 of the Convention establishes
the need to define qualifications as clearly as possible at each occupational level and curricula
must be continuously updated to incorporate new knowledge and technical processes.

The Convention defines the areas of international cooperation between states in the field of
education, such as the collection and exchange of information, the exchange of students and teachers, the
exchange of scientific achievements between developed and developing countries, as well as promoting
the development of approaches that ensure the recognition of the equivalence of qualifications.

The issue of implementation of the provisions of the Convention is resolved in the most
generalized way, states must implement “legislative provisions, regulations and other measures”
(Article 7). As "other measures™ A.V. Kondratyuk suggests considering, among other things, "joint
cooperation of states aimed at specifying the provisions of the Convention™ .

As for the International Labor Organization Convention No. 140 “On Paid Educational
Leave", it is devoted to one narrow issue - the provision of paid leave for an employee for
educational purposes for a certain period with the payment of appropriate cash security. Analyzing
this document, one can especially clearly trace the connection between the right to education and
the right to work. Also interesting is the provision of Article 3 of this Convention, which clarifies
that the policy of granting paid leave is carried out, inter alia, in order to promote continuing
education. Here "lifelong education™ is understood rather narrowly, as a means "helping workers
to adapt to modern requirements”. This is not yet "lifelong education” in the modern sense, but it
is obvious one of the prerequisites for the subsequent development of this concept.

Analysis of UNESCO recommendations adopted on education issues

On education issues, in addition to conventions, a number of UNESCO recommendations
were adopted at the universal level: Recommendation on the Status of Scientific Researchers of
November 20, 1974 , Recommendation on the International Standardization of Education Statistics
of December 3, 1958 , Recommendation on the Recognition of studies and qualifications in higher
education of 13.11.1993 , Recommendation concerning the Status of Teachers of 11.11.1997 .
Also, at the UNESCO World Conference "Higher Education in the 21st Century: Vision and
Action”, which took place in Paris from 05.10.1998 to 09.10.1998, the "World Declaration on
Higher Education for the 21st Century: Vision and Action” was adopted.

The UNESCO Recommendation "On the Status of Scientific Researchers™ is notable for
the fact that, in addition to securing the status of scientific researchers and defining the terms
"science”, "technology”, "scientific research™, in the section "The initial education and training of
scientific researchers” contains specific measures that states should implement to ensure the
emergence of high-quality research workers, in particular, ensuring non-discriminatory access to
the initial education and training required for research work, inclusion in curricula and courses in
natural sciences and engineering elements of social sciences and environmental sciences.

In the Recommendation on the International Standardization of Education Statistics, it is
interesting, first of all, to define the term “educational attainment”. According to Article 6 of this
Recommendation, “a person's educational attainment corresponds to the last completed year of
study and / or the highest level attained or completed in general education, special education and
adult education in his own country or elsewhere”.

Particularly noteworthy is the UNESCO Recommendation on the Recognition of studies
and qualifications in higher education. This Recommendation provides definitions of the concepts
of higher and secondary education, as well as discloses options for understanding the term
"recognition” ("recognition of a foreign certificate of higher education for the purpose of
continuing education, participation in scientific activities and for the implementation of
professional activities”, "recognition of a foreign certificate of secondary education for the purpose
of learning at a higher level”) and emphasizes that “the right to recognition should not depend on
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citizenship or legal status”. The Recommendation sets out specific measures that States should
take to promote wider recognition of higher education qualifications, in particular:

1. Accession to regional conventions on the recognition of studies, diplomas and degrees
in higher education;

2. Establish a procedure for the recognition of diplomas and certificates of education;

3. Establish or empower existing recognition bodies to coordinate the application of the
Recommendation;

4. Encourage collaboration among educational institutions to develop common and
comparable policies for assessment.

Also, the Recommendation identifies priority areas of international cooperation that states
should develop to implement the recognition of studies and qualifications: providing other states
with up-to-date lists of recognized educational institutions on their territory; creation and
promotion of cooperation of bodies for the assessment and certification of the quality of higher
education; joint research on assessment criteria and national terminology to harmonize their
mutual understanding and interpretation; compilation of catalogues of bilateral and other
agreements between states and educational institutions and their popularization.

The Recommendation concerning the Status of Teachers covers a wide range of issues in
higher education, in addition to directly defining the status of teaching personnel (paragraphs 25-
36 detail the rights, freedoms, duties and responsibilities of higher education teaching personnel),
it defines goals, policies and guidelines. principles in the field of education; rights, duties and
responsibilities of institutions of higher education. The need to provide such institutions with
autonomy is emphasized and the term “autonomy” is defined: “Autonomy is that degree of self-
governance necessary for effective decision making by institutions of higher education regarding
their academic work, standards, management and related activities consistent with systems of
public accountability, especially in respect of funding provided by the state, and respect for
academic freedom and human rights” (paragraph 17).

On the main problems of higher education

The World Declaration on Higher Education for the 21st Century: Vision and Action,
adopted at the 1998 UNESCO World Conference in Paris, is a UNESCO policy document on
higher education, which reflects the main challenges in higher education and the proposed
solutions. as well as some statistics on higher education around the world. This is an important
milestone for the development of international policy in the field of education, which will
subsequently be developed in the formation of the global movement "Education for All".

The problems that arise in the field of higher education are the following: financing,
creating fair conditions for access to training courses, promoting professional development,
focusing training on the acquisition of specific skills, improving and maintaining the quality of
teaching, employing graduates, concluding effective cooperation agreements.

The Declaration is the final document of the conference convened with the aim of finding
solutions to the identified problems and, in the long term, launching the process of a serious reform
of higher education around the world.

The first two articles outline the tasks and functions of higher education, where not only
the goals of training highly qualified specialists, the dissemination of education and the
conduct of scientific research are brought to the fore, but also ethical goals and values:
qualified graduates should also be responsible citizens, observing intellectual ethics and
exactingness. they should foster citizenship and a global outlook in order to build endogenous
capacity and strengthen human rights. It also emphasizes the need to ensure development and
social mobility in the context of cultural pluralism.

The second part of the Declaration (Articles 3-10) is entitled “Shaping a New Vision of
Higher Education”. These articles formulate the principles on the basis of which higher education
should be reformed:
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1. Equitable access, without any discrimination, based on the abilities of everyone. Higher
education should be an integral part of the lifelong learning system. (This provision once again
repeats the slightly modified norm of the Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights).

2. Promotion of access to higher education for special target groups: indigenous peoples, cultural
and linguistic minorities, persons with disabilities, as well as increasing the participation and role of
women. Those. summarizes the provisions of the previously discussed conventions on discrimination.

3. Promotion of knowledge through scientific research (emphasizing that research should
be intensified in all disciplines, including social and human sciences)

4. The relevance of activities of higher education to goals and needs, ensured by ethical
standards, political impartiality and a critical approach

5. Strengthening cooperation with the world of work, analysis and forecast of the needs of society.

6. Diversification of higher education models to ensure equality of opportunity.

7. Support for innovative learner-centered approaches, the development of critical thinking
and creativity.

The third part of the Declaration (Articles 11-17) is devoted to the transition from vision to action
and comprehensively addresses the problems of assessing the quality of education, funding, opportunities
and problems associated with the use of information and communication technologies, as well as the
problems of "brain drain" and the establishment of partnerships. Article 11 of the Declaration emphasizes
that the quality of higher education is a multidimensional concept and, in addition to institutional
assessment, it is necessary to establish its international dimension, which means the exchange of
knowledge, the creation of interactive networks, the mobility of teachers and students, and international
research projects. The inclusion of the concept of “quality” in the Declaration deserves special attention,
since this characteristic of education began to appear in international instruments relating to the right to
education only towards the end of the twentieth century. One can observe the development of an
understanding of law, if at first the states at the international level set themselves the goal of providing
the population with at least some kind of education, then later, with the development of the concept of
lifelong learning and understanding it as a special good that is important not only for an individual, but
also for society as a whole, the criterion of "quality" first appeared in separate documents, and by 2015
it became the defining one in setting the UN development goals.

In addition, in the same 1998, just before the UNESCO World Conference on Higher
Education, the Commission on Human Rights Resolution No. 1998/33 established the thematic
mandate of the UN Special Rapporteur on the Right to Education, which is part of the Special
Procedures of the Council on human rights of the United Nations.

During the early years of the mandate of the UN Special Rapporteur on the Right to Education,
the focus was on primary education. However, the focus of attention has now shifted to higher education,
in particular, the report by Special Rapporteur Kishore Singh “The Digital Revolution in Education"
highlights the issues and challenges in the field of the right to education in the digital age.

About the global movement “Education for All”

Separately, it is worth considering the Education for All movement, which originated in
1990 within the UN, which was initiated at a conference in Jomtien (Thailand), and was reflected
in the World Declaration on Education for All and Framework for Action to Meet Basic Learning
Needs of the Declaration.

The Declaration emphasized that “education is a fundamental right for all people, women and
men, of all ages, throughout our world", as well as a prerequisite for the improvement of the individual
and the improvement of social conditions. The Declaration sets out the goal of the opportunity for all
people (children, adolescents and adults) to receive education to meet basic learning needs. Moreover,
basic education is not an end in itself, but the foundation for further lifelong learning. This is a key
moment, a turning point in the development of an understanding of the right to education. It was in
1990 that the modern understanding of the right to education as the right to lifelong learning was
initiated, although this declaration and functional understanding places a lot of emphasis on it. Article
2 defines the so-called “extended vision”, which is necessary to achieve the main goal. This approach
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is as follows: universalizing access and promoting equity; focusing on learning; broadening the means
and scope of basic education; enhancing the environment for learning; strengthening partnerships. The
creation of favorable political conditions, the mobilization of financial resources and the strengthening
of international solidarity are highlighted as a condition for the full provision and use of basic education
both in the interests of the individual and society.

The Global Education for All Movement received a new impetus in the Dakar Framework for
Action , which was adopted at the World Education Forum on April 26-28, 2000. This document
contains the “collective commitment of its members to act” to achieve the goals and objectives of the
Education for All movement, the extended comments to the Framework for Action describe the
achievements over the past 10 years (from 1990 to 2000), as well as the goals and challenges for
implementation. goals not yet achieved. Article 3 reiterates that education systems must ensure lifelong
learning opportunities for all. In all subsequent documents of the Education for All movement, the
right to education is understood precisely as education for all throughout life.

In 2014, the Muscat Agreement was adopted, which highlights the post-2015 Education for All
agenda, as well as key challenges and global goals. Also in 2014, the Aichi-Nagoya Declaration on
Education for Sustainable Development was adopted. It identifies education for sustainable development
as “an integral and transformative element of inclusive quality education and lifelong learning”. The
elements of the right to education are being clarified. This document is notable for calling on
governments to analyze the goals and values that underlie educational systems. Thus, the special social
role of education and the responsibility of states for its quality are emphasized. At the World Education
Forum, held in the Republic of Korea in 2015, the Incheon Declaration (Education 2030) was adopted,
in which a new concept of education was finally formed. Education is recognized as the main "engine”
of human development and a tool for improving people's lives. The Declaration sets out the goals of
ensuring inclusive education based on the principle of social justice for all and throughout life.

Comparing the number of universal compulsory and recommendatory acts on education
issues, as well as the content of these acts, it can be concluded that states express interest in
educational cooperation on a variety of issues, but, by and large, are not ready to take on any specific
obligations. Certain principles are clearly enshrined, such as the principle of non-discrimination,
equal access to education and equality of opportunity in the educational process. The gaps in
conventional regulation on the development of programs, on the organization of the educational
process and research work at the universal level are compensated by UNESCO recommendations.
A large number of acts of a recommendatory nature are inherent in the regulation of education issues
not only at the universal level, but in general is characteristic of international educational law. So,
for example, at the regional level, almost all acts of the Bologna process belong to the so-called “soft
law”. At the universal level, the option of cooperation in the form of adopting soft law documents
currently seems to be the most effective, since the states, obviously, are not yet ready to take on
serious obligations on cooperation in the field of education, but they are showing interest in such
cooperation. An interesting example is the Education for All movement, which has developed rather
slowly for twenty years, but has received attention and active development over the past years.
Concretization of the concept of the right to education should also be carried out first at a non-
contractual level so that states have the opportunity to orient themselves towards certain standards.

THE CONCEPT AND THEORETICAL FOUNDATIONS OF THE FORENSIC
DOCTRINE OF TRACESM

Tracology is one of the central sections of forensic technology that studies the
theoretical foundations and patterns of the occurrence of traces, reflecting the mechanism of
the commission of a crime, the forensic doctrine of traces; recommendations are being
developed on the use of methods and means of detecting, extracting and examining traces in

order to identify significant circumstances for the disclosure, investigation and prevention of
crimes. Traces of crime are any environmental changes resulting from the commission of a
crime in the environment. Traces of crime are divided into material and ideal traces. The first
include "traces" of the event on any material objects: objects, documents, the body of the
victim, etc. ideal traces are traces of the event in the mind, memory of the offender, victim,
witnesses and others. Also, a number of scientists, analyzing the features of the formation of a
trace pattern when committing a crime in the field of computer information, came to the
conclusion that it is necessary to introduce the concept of "virtual traces"” as an intermediate
stage between the material and the ideal. Tracology studies any traces of mechanical
influences, which are a subgroup of material traces. In tracology, based on the classification
of objects that leave traces, three main points are distinguished: human footprints
(homeoscopy), traces of tools and tools, and traces of vehicles. One of the areas of tracology-
fingerprint-is the science of how to identify a person by the patterns on the nail phalanges of
a person's fingers. Tracology also studies papillary lines on the palm of the hand. Papillary
finger lines are considered a very reliable method of identification, since they are unique to
each person and quite stable. Footprints allow us to draw conclusions about the direction and
pace of human movement, height and gait features, as well as shoe features. A person can be
identified by dental prints. Claw marks do not have sufficiently clear individual characteristics
and therefore are not suitable for identification, but they can give information about the
circumstances of events.

SOME FEATURES OF TEACHING CHINESE AS A SECOND FOREIGN LANGUAGE

The article is devoted to the peculiarities of teaching Chinese as a second foreign language,
describes the organization of the classroom lesson, the selection of additional materials, the
principles of independent work of students.

Keywords: Chinese as a second foreign language, methodological features of teaching,
students’ individual work.

Introduction

The processes of globalization and integration taking place in the world, the expanding
interaction between countries with different types of cultures are increasingly demanding the
training of personnel who speak foreign languages. In the modern period, it is no longer translators
who are intermediaries between specialists who are more in demand, but professionals in various
fields with the necessary linguistic knowledge. Zhetysu University named after Ilyas Zhansugurov
provides an opportunity to study Chinese as a second foreign language to students of such training
areas as "Foreign language: two foreign languages"”, "Translation studies".

Materials and methods

It is clear that the study of Chinese as a second foreign language differs from its study by
philologists. In this regard, one of the most important methodological problems is to determine the
correct, real goal set when learning Chinese as a second foreign language. The lack of elaboration
of the general methodology of teaching Chinese does not contribute to clarifying the issue either
[1], although recently there has been a growing understanding in the teaching community of the
inadmissibility of such a situation, more and more attention is being paid to this issue. Institutes
operating in Kazakhstan also provide a powerful incentive to comprehend the methodology.

Traditionally, specialists in the methodology of teaching Chinese distinguish the
following goals:

"1. Language teaching as an object of professional activity (conditionally it can be called
academic or philological).

2. Teaching a foreign language as a tool for solving other (non-linguistic) tasks
(conditionally it can be called applied).

3. Teaching a foreign language as a means of non-professional communication
(conditionally it can be called practical or everyday)" [1, p. 18].

From our point of view, teaching Chinese as a second foreign language does not fit into this
classification, since it does not fully correspond to any of the proposed gradations. This is certainly not
a professional philological study, as evidenced by the insufficient number of hours, from the lack of
aspect teaching, language practice, foreign internships. It is hardly possible to talk about applied
learning, although there may be Chinese language learning programs as exceptions. It is also not
possible to call the study of Chinese as part of a university program practical or everyday.

We believe that the purpose of this course is to teach students to master oral and written
speech within the limits of vocabulary, hieroglyphics and grammar defined by the program, to
create a base and prepare opportunities for further language learning if there is a need to use it in
their professional activities.

But even when studying Chinese within the framework of a limited training course, a
student must acquire certain skills and abilities, including mastering normative pronunciation, the
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ability to understand oral speech and conduct monologue and dialogic speech, mastering basic
knowledge of grammar and vocabulary of the Chinese language, reading techniques and
hieroglyphic writing skills.

We emphasize that the main purpose of teaching Chinese as a second foreign language in
conditions of a small number of hours compared to philological training, we see, first of all, not
S0 much in mastering a certain amount of language material, as in the formation of language skills
and abilities sufficient for communication and further language learning. This is possible with the
most efficiently organized and conducted classroom lesson and correctly, and therefore effectively
built independent work. With a small number of classroom hours and in the absence of multi-
aspect, from our point of view, one of the most important principles of the organization of the
lesson should be its complex nature. Hardly with a classroom of two or four hours a week, it can
be considered methodically justified to allocate an entire class to watching videos or performing
written exercises.

Agreeing with the point of view that the function of the main unit of learning is performed
by an exercise, and not a hieroglyph, a word or a grammatical construction, [2, p. 127; 1, p. 20]
we note that when teaching Chinese as a second foreign language, complex exercises and tasks
should prevail.

By complex exercises we mean such exercises that simultaneously train various skills and
abilities. For example, a teacher suggests that a student write down the words named in Kazakh
and Russian on the blackboard in hieroglyphs, compose a sentence from them, read it, translate it,
then, based on its content, ask classmates a few questions. Or, after watching a video, students
discuss its content, then write a summary on this topic. You can also invite each student to act as
a teacher and check the work of a classmate after the test.

Another important methodological feature in teaching Chinese as a second foreign
language is teaching students methods and techniques of independent work both at the initial
stage and at all subsequent ones. Of course, in any process of mastering knowledge, the role
of independent work is great, but in the conditions of a limited number of classroom classes
and in view of the prospects for further improvement of the language, these skills acquire
special importance.

Before covering this topic, let's say that it will be about teaching highly motivated students
aimed at mastering a complex Oriental language for use in their later life and activities. We will
not describe techniques and methods that would attract a disinterested audience.

Students should learn that no matter how difficult the Chinese language may seem, the rule "“from
simple to complex™ works just as well when studying it, so the principle of gradual and consistent
mastering of the material should be put at the forefront. When getting acquainted with hieroglyphs, this
principle is expressed in the fact that, first of all, the teacher introduces the basic set of simple features
(horizontal, vertical, hook, folding to the right, folding to the left, dot), from which graphemes (keys) are
first composed, and then hieroglyphs. Having mastered the keys, you can easily learn to memorize
hieroglyphs. The process of memaorization will be easier if you do not rely solely on mechanical memory,
but also use associative links between the image and the meaning of the hieroglyph.

When practicing phonetics independently, it is important to reproduce the main sounds,
four tones, and the general intonation of the sentence after the sound recording. Students should
be encouraged to listen to Chinese as much as possible in different versions. Here success depends
on the amount of training, and the student's musical ear is also important.

When studying grammar, the material is placed in the textbook from simple sentences to
more complex ones, the use of simple constructions precedes complicated ones. The following
principle, which is important for independent studies, can be formulated as follows: "I learn new
things, I repeat the old."

Students should learn that learning any language is a very laborious process, especially learning
a language with hieroglyphic writing. Therefore, in parallel with the assimilation of new knowledge,
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it is necessary to constantly repeat the material already passed, revealing insufficiently mastered or
forgotten. Such self-control will allow you to really assess the level of knowledge and correct it.

The third principle in independent studies involves testing the theory by practice. It is
important for the student to determine for himself whether hieroglyphs and words are learned,
whether grammatical material is understood, whether the lexical stock is mastered. To do this, you
can use hieroglyphic cards, additional verification materials. Conversations with native speakers
are useful for training conversational skills.

Thus, correctly structured work with a textbook, training in correct pronunciation, writing
hieroglyphs in compliance with the rules of the order of features, mastering the techniques of
memorizing hieroglyphs, self-control when mastering vocabulary, performing listening tasks,
translating sentences from one language to another - all these types of tasks require the formation
and further improvement of appropriate skills and abilities. The teacher in the classroom should
pay considerable attention to this.

Another important principle of organizing classes when studying Chinese as a second
foreign language is the maximum active use of interactive learning resources, the use of various
technical means both during classroom classes and during independent work of students. The use
of special training sites, programs, electronic dictionaries, participation in the HSK test exams and
other opportunities will make language learning more diverse and interesting.

It is also important to consider and methodically justified selection and use of additional
materials, in addition to the main textbook "Practical course of the Chinese language” by A.F.
Kondrashevsky and others [3]. The materials involved should be a grammatical and lexical
extension and deepening of the topic of the basic textbook. Here, in addition to the basic principle
of teaching — multiple variable repetitions of learned samples — the well-known limitation of the
course of a second foreign language in time is taken into account, in which it is not possible to
consider all grammatical models and lexical turns. In additional materials, for example, in texts, it
is necessary to show how the grammatical models already studied function in a slightly different,
more extended lexical environment.

Experience shows that it is very convenient to use the repeatedly reprinted Chinese
textbook "FEAHSUEPRA" ("Fundamentals of the Chinese language™), prepared by the Beijing
Language Institute [4]. Although the time distribution of grammatical material does not always
completely coincide, but, nevertheless, it corresponds to a well-known logical sequence and
tradition, so this textbook can be used quite actively, combining it with the textbook "Practical
course of the Chinese language” by Kondrashevsky.

As an example, we can cite the work with lesson 48 from the basic textbook, the theme of
which is "Spring Festival among Chinese friends" [4, pp. 530-560]. In the "Fundamentals of the
Chinese language”, lesson 31 is devoted to this topic [5, pp. 126-143]. Despite the fact that the
texts describe different situations — a visit to a Chinese family during the Spring festival and a
walk in the park during the Spring festival — the vocabulary is almost the same, the volume of
grammar already studied allows you to easily cope with the translation of additional text.

FL . Chinese language.A New Start", prepared jointly by Heilongjiang University.
Lesson 4 [5, p. 18] contains a dialogue and text on the topic "% 5 Spring Festival", lesson 11 [5,

p. 56] is dedicated to the topic "fE% %% In Kazakhstan celebrate Nauryz". The frequency of
vocabulary repetition in texts is high, while new words and expressions are introduced (Christmas,
names of folk Kazakh and Chinese holidays, Christmas tree, etc.).

It should be taken into account that additional materials become an important element in
the process of intercultural communication carried out when learning a foreign language. This
thesis is convincingly confirmed by the previous example, which deals with the theme of national
holidays. Mastering vocabulary, reading texts, conversational practice expand students' knowledge
about the peculiarities of national holidays in Kazakhstan and China, and also allow them to see
their common characteristics.
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Lesson 50 from the basic textbook [6], containing vocabulary and dialogue about visiting
an art exhibition, makes it possible to expand students’ knowledge in the field of Chinese
traditional painting "Gohua", to get acquainted with its main genres.

Results and discussion

When studying both topics, an additional positive effect can be given by attracting a video
sequence. While we are talking about teaching highly motivated students, we emphasize that
working with additional texts and exercises helps to strengthen the desire for further language
acquisition, increase the level of psychological comfort and confidence in successful study results.
Do not underestimate the emotional and psychological component of the process of learning a
foreign language, especially one as laborious as Chinese. When a student discovers that he is
successfully coping with an unfamiliar text, he experiences an understandable uplift, his desire to
continue learning the language grows. At the same time, there is an understanding that there are
other ways and forms of expressing thoughts than in the textbook, that there is still something to
work on. In addition, the involvement of other materials creates the effect of novelty, diversity,
which helps to reduce the monotony of the educational process, increase concentration.

Thus, when selecting additional materials for the lesson, the teacher should first of all think
about how the proposed material corresponds to the objectives and goals of training, how it affects
the efficiency of the educational process.

Conclusion

Another important feature when learning Chinese in the absence of a language environment
can be considered the targeting of students to create such an environment as much as possible, to
search for contacts with native Chinese speakers. Participation in extracurricular work, in events
held by the Confucius Institute, communication with Chinese students, short-term trips to China
as part of tourist groups or summer courses will help consolidate the knowledge gained in the
classroom in practice and give an incentive to further study Chinese. So, we can conclude that the
peculiarities of teaching Chinese as a second foreign language determine the originality of the
techniques and methods used by the teacher. A relatively small number of classroom hours, the
lack of multi-aspect, limited opportunities for language practice require careful and methodically
correct organization of classroom classes, specific instructions for independent work of students
and strict control over it.

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The article discusses the category” family values™, the structure of family values. The
author reveals the categories "family”, "values™, "traditional family values” and touches on the
Constituent basis of family values. The family is the object of a comprehensive study of various
sciences, in particular philosophy, sociology. In the article, the authors use the online survey
method of quantitative research. The survey was conducted anonymously among the population
of Zhetysu region. The number of respondents is 200. As a result of the study, the attitude of the
population of the region to "family values” was determined and a socio - philosophical analysis
of this concept was carried out.
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The article presents the features of the pedagogical foundations of the formation, development
of professional competence of future teachers. The effectiveness of the foundations that ensure the
formation and development of professional competence of future teachers is demonstrated. The article
is written in order to study in detail the ways of forming the most effective professional competencies of
future teachers in the learning process. The main objectives of the study are defined, such as the
disclosure of the essence of the concept of "professional competence™ of a teacher; identification of the
components of the professional competence of the future teacher; identification of the state of the problem
of the formation of the future professional competence of teachers of general pedagogy; improvement of
the theoretical foundations of pedagogy as a science for the formation and development of professional
qualities of future teachers; research and analysis of the most effective ways to develop professional
competence and literacy of pedagogical university students in the preparation of future teachers. The
stages of formation of competencies of personal qualities of future teachers, which consist of four
components, structural components of personal qualities, are considered. In turn, they improve personal
qualities and form the professional competence of future teachers. The authors analyzed the basic
concepts of the formation of professional competencies of future teachers of the educational process;
studied and discussed the scientific works of Kazakhstani and Russian researchers. It is revealed that the
pedagogical foundations of the formation and development of professional competence and literacy of
future teachers are the ability to independently solve problems and tasks in the field of education, the
ability to self-development based on knowledge, skills and abilities. The theory of the article leads to the
understanding that the teacher must have new knowledge, personal qualities of professional significance.

Keywords: Case study, English as a foreign language, communication, interactive
teaching methods, foreign environment, education, training.

Introduction

To date, serious steps are being taken in the field of education in Kazakhstan aimed at
solving important tasks of educating a competitive generation. The professional abilities of a
teacher are directly related to his readiness for self-development. To approach this issue from a
socio-pedagogical point of view, it is necessary to make sure of the level of readiness of the teacher
to perform the tasks assigned to him as a subject.

Modernization of education is a requirement of modernity. In the training of future specialists,
the formation of professional competencies is au important aspect, in this regard; training is constantly
carried out using the latest technologies. To achieve the desired result, it is necessary to develop both
theoretically and practically the professional competencies of students, professional development of
personnel working in educational institutions. Therefore, the system of higher education in Kazakhstan
needs modernization, especially in the direction of teacher training. In Kazakhstan, the modernization
of the education system is carried out in three main directions:

e optimization of educational institutions and introduction of modern methods and
technologies in the educational process;

e modernization of out only the educational process, but also the educational process, as
well as continuous professional development of the teaching staff both in Kazakhstan and abroad.
It is necessary to improve the quality of standards of special pedagogical education, as well as to
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strengthen the requirements for advanced training of teachers of schools and higher educational
institutions. Integrated teacher training centers should work in each region and region;

e improving the quality, efficiency and accessibility of educational services.

The formation of competence is au urgent problem in the field of education. Consequently,
there is a need to organize the development of methodological creativity of school teachers in the
system of teacher training. Developing the creative abilities of future professionals — today's students,
teaching them to achieve a high level of intellectual activity, understanding new thigs, identifying
shortcomings in knowledge, the expected result will be the formation of a focus for the job [1].

Materials and methods

The problem of professional competence of future teachers is reflected in the works of
Kazakhstani and foreign scientists, teachers, psychologists involved in the professional training of
specialists. The concept of “competence” in the field of education is found in foreign literature of the
1960s-1970s, in Kazakh literature in the late 1980s. The need to introduce the concepts of “competence”,
"professional competence” is justified by their integrativity, the breadth of their content, combining such
concepts as "qualification”, "skill", "professional opportunities"”, "professionalism", etc. [2].

Despite the widespread use of the concept of "competence"”, the essence of this term
requires a deep scientific analysis and justification. Therefore, the analysis begins, first of all, with
the search for au answer to the question: "What does this concept mean?". A comparative analysis
was carried out in determining the concepts of "competence” and "competence™ in many domestic
and foreign studies (V.l. Baydenko, U.A. Grishanova, D.A. Makhotin, O.E. Lebedev, S. Adam,
U. Clement and others) [3].

A large fund of literature has been created on the issues of psychological, theoretical and practical
training of a person, the formation of professional qualities and abilities of a teacher, his reputation and
professionalism, pedagogical thinking, the organization of scientific work and professional development.
These include the scieutific works of S.I. Arkhaugelsky, F.U. Gonobaliu, U.V. Kulyutkin,
I.T.Ogorodnikov, A.l. Piskunov, V.A. Slastenin, A.l. Shcherbakov, U.V. Kuzmina, U.V. Talyzina,
V.V.Kraevsky, U.D. Khmel, S.T. Kargin, A.K. Markova, K.S. Ospanov and others [3, 98].

In the studies of Russian scientists U.V. Kuzmina, A.K. Markova, I.A. Zimnyaya and
others in the 70-90s of the twentieth century, competence was considered as a new goal, an
important component of education, including the management of the pedagogical process and the
professional activity of a teacher. Professional and pedagogical competence and its individual
forms are studied in the scientific works of V.A. Adolf, E.V. Bondarevskaya, other aspects of
professional competence of a teacher are considered in the scientific works of K.A. Abulkhanova,
L.M. Mitina, L.l. Mishchenko, M.V. Prokhorova, E.l. Rogov, D.S. Savelyev, V.A. Slastenina,
U.F. Talyzina, A.l. Shcherbakov and others [4].

To introduce the concepts of "competence” and "competence” into the pedagogical process,
scientists have devoted research papers, revealing the methodological essence and describing them
in various interpretations. The authors of the Explanatory Dictionary edited by D.I. Ushakov, in
order to understand the meaning between "competence” and "competence”, tried to prove that
these concepts differ [5].

"Competence"” — awareness, dignity; "competence” — a certain set of professional
qualities and functional characteristics of a person. K.V. Shaposhnikov explains that: "The
category of professional competence, in general, is characterized by a set of integrated knowledge,
skills and experience, as well as personal qualities that allow a person to effectively design and
carry out professional activities in interaction with the outside world." While I.U. Almazova writes
that competence is the acquired knowledge and skills of a person in a certain field, and competence
is the ability of a specialist to use competencies qualitatively. According to U.V. Kuzmina,
"competence” is the knowledge and dignity of a teacher, which can be the basis for the
development of another person [6].
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Kazakh scientist K.S. Kudaibergenova defines that "competence™ in the field of pedagogy,
translated from Latin "competens”, as a result of special attention to a person's subjective
experience, means well-informed, and an expert in a certain field. She believes that the concepts
of "competence™ and "competence" differ as follows:

e the difference from knowledge is a form of productive activity, not informational,

o the difference from skills is a conscious activity that is able to change phenomena and
patterns by studying the material and using creativity;

e the difference from a skill is a combination of skills in several disciplines, a general
understanding of the basics of activity, and not an automatic acquisition or change of skills [7].

Sh.T. Taubaeva believes that "competence is a personality trait based on the knowledge
and experience acquired by a person in the process of learning and socialization, defined as his
general ability and readiness for action™ [8].

The types of professional competence that B.T. Keuzhebekov distinguishes are shown in
the figure.

Special competence is a type of competence in a certain narrow area, where the ability to
design, plan their professional development is expressed.

Social competence is the establishment of cooperation in the professional sphere, the ability
to work together with others, the ability to take responsibility for the results obtained in the field
of professional activity to society.

The competence of a person is au individuality in professional activity, a high level of
proficiency in methods and means of development and self—expression.

Individual competence — the ability to realize their potential, develop their individuality
in the profession, readiness for professional growth, the ability to maintain their individuality,
flexibility in the rational organization of work, to achieve results without difficulty, fatigue [9].

T.P. Terentyeva in her research work divided the competence that is part of the professional
competence of pedagogical specialists into two groups: "individual™ and "general”. Individual
competence is a special competence, a system of requirements for specific specialists and their
special knowledge and experience that are necessary for the subject being taught. General
competence is a reflexive, communicative, general pedagogical, technological competence that
must be mastered by each participant in the educational process [10].

According to many scientists, the types of professional competencies of a general specialist
include:

e practical competence — knowledge and application of techniques and technologies in
professional activity, the possibility of professional growth of a specialist, as well as the results of
creative activity;

e social competence — responsibility to society, the ability to make both individual and
group decisions, resolve disputes peacefully, interact with other cultures and religions;

e psychological competence — in the absence of skills and abilities of reflection,
experience of interaction with society, professionalism — remains personal, incomplete;
e information competence — knowledge and ability to apply new information

technologies in professional activity;

e communicative competence — knowledge of foreign languages, as well as a high level
of speech culture;

e environmental competence — environmental responsibility, represented by a set of
knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for environmental activities;

e valeological competence is a healthy lifestyle, which means having knowledge and
skills in the field of health [11].

Zh.Kh. Salkhanovconsiders competence as a criterion of a person's knowledge in a result-
oriented education system. In his work, the author defines "professional competence™ as a group
characterized by the level of their own professional knowledge, skills, personal abilities, the desire to
constantly improve the level of professionalism, creative and responsible approach to business [12].
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Zh.M. Akparova considers professional competence as communicative, regulatory and
intellectual-pedagogical competence:

e communicative competence is a professional integrative quality based on emotional
stability, language skills, listening skills, the ability to reward, politeness, general abilities;

e regulatory competence means a teacher's ability to control their own actions. It includes
purposefulness, planning, constant activity, self—expression, reflection, evaluation of actions, the
main factor of action is kindness, value;

o intellectual and pedagogical competence is a set of analytical skills that are used for
effective learning, as well as the ability to innovate [13].

B.S. Gershunsky believes that "professional competence™ is the highest level of education.
"Professional competence™ includes two different aspects: first, knowledge of the science or
sciences that form the basis of a particular profession. Secondly, skills and abilities in applying the
acquired knowledge is practice. In other words, professional competence consists of knowledge in
the field of one's professional activity and the ability to apply and use knowledge in work [14].

Results and discussion

Analyzing the research of all the scientists listed above, the authors came to the conclusion
that the concept of "formation and development of professional competence of future teachers" is
determined by the ability of students to independently solve problems and tasks in education
sphere, self-development based on knowledge, skills and abilities. So, the main components of
teachers' professional competence are communicative and intellectual pedagogical competencies.
As a result of mastering communicative competence, many problems and tasks are optimally
solved through proper communication and occupy a special place in the success of the individual.
Intellectual and pedagogical competence forms analytical skills such as analysis, comparison,
generalization, refinement, flexibility and critical thinking.

Psychologists have studied personality traits and concluded that the structure of any quality is
the same, and it consists of 4 components: feelings, behavior, consciousness and skills (see Table).
These components enhance personal qualities and form the professional competence of teachers [15].

All elements of the formation of professional competence are aimed at the activities of
future teachers, namely the ability to make the right decision in pedagogical situations. The
competent training of professionals is determined by the educational experience gained in the
course of educational activities, the ability to mobilize personal, social qualities and values that
form his professional competence and professional development, the ability to effectively use it in
practice. U.V. Kuzmina classified the professional competence of a teacher as follows:

e specialized and subject;
differential psychological (stimulation of consciousness and opportunities for discipline);
methodical (formation of knowledge and skills);
socio-psychological (communicative);
auto psychological (according to personal achievement) [16].

All of the above components of competence can become the basis for the formation of
professional competence of a future teacher. This is due to the fact that students develop
knowledge and skills on the subject according to special competence; in the process of
methodological competence, they master didactic techniques; on the basis of psychological and
pedagogical competence, they develop a culture of communication and increase interest in the
profession. Differential psychological competence shows individual personal qualities of students
and influences their orientation; auto psychological competence allows students to develop
professionally as a result of self-education [17].

Conclusion
In conclusion, analyzing the above information, the basis for the development of
professional competence of future teachers is the ability to independently solve problems and tasks
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in the field of the education, the ability to self-development based on knowledge, skills and
abilities. The theory of the article leads to the understanding that the teacher must have personal
qualities, as well as new knowledge in the field of the education and life sciences. A feature of the
pedagogical educational process at universities is both the personal and professional development
of future teachers.

All elements of the formation of professional competence are aimed at the activities of
future teachers in schools and universities, especially the ability to resolve specific pedagogical
situations peacefully. Professional training of specialists is determined by the ability to effectively
put into practice the acquired knowledge, skills, experience, to mobilize personal and social
qualities, values that form their professional competence and development.

Introduction

Studying technology at school is the first step in the training of workers and engineering
personnel. In addition, it should be noted that the technological culture of a person, which
schoolchildren master when studying technology within the walls of a school, is necessary for any
person, regardless of the choice of profession. Training of Personnel potential to solve the
scientific and practical tasks facing the country should begin with the study of the educational
sphere "technology" in a comprehensive school and continue in primary, secondary and higher
professional educational institutions. Students should analyze the practical problems that arise in
the study of the discipline “Technology * and solve them creatively, transform materials, energy
and information, design, planning, production, evaluate processes and products, acquire
knowledge and skills. Through the discipline” Technology", the student develops knowledge and
skills in the field of technical or decorative and Applied Arts, ideas about the world of Science,
Technology and the Techno sphere, the impact of technology on society and the environment, the
spheres of human activity and social production, the scale of professions. [1].

Materials and methods

The use of ICT in technology lessons allows you to transform the types of work, activities
of students, activate attention, increases the creative capabilities of the individual. Drawing up
diagrams, instructional cards, and tables in the presentation allows you to save time, organize the
material aesthetically. Increase students ' interest in the lesson; motivate the teacher to make the
lesson more interesting. The use of ICT in technology lessons allows you to use various illustrative,
informational materials.

It is appropriate to use ICT in the study of individual topics and chapters of the labor
training technology program. This is due to the following factors:

1. This field of education primarily provides for the formation and improvement of
practical skills in materials processing, modeling and design methods. Therefore, more time should
be devoted to the practical activities of students in the lesson.

2. Insufficient number of multimedia disks in the school media library. The available
discs have a narrow thematic focus and are not without a number of advantages. Programmers
have professional skills, beautiful graphics, good animation, multifunctional, etc. but in most
cases they do not fit into the plan of this particular lesson of a particular teacher. With their
help, it is impossible to achieve all the goals set by the teacher in the lesson [2].
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In the lesson, as a rule, the speeches of the teacher or student are used using a computer,
projector, sound speakers, and presentations. The presentation can be made in such a way that the
tasks set in the lesson can be optimally solved. The presentation allows the teacher not only to
lecture, but also to talk with students, ask questions on the topic and thereby force students to
update previously acquired knowledge in other subjects, make predictions (do you think what type
of heat treatment reduces fragility?) analyze the information received (variety of types of heat
treatment), compare (difference in heat treatment), generalize (properties of different materials),
draw conclusions, thereby developing students ' thinking and increasing their cognitive activity.
The story activates students, develops their memory and speech skills, expands students '
knowledge, it has great educational power, is a good diagnostic tool [3].

Experts, based on the results of numerous experiments, have long noticed a clear strong
connection between the student's method of mastering the material and the ability to recall (restore)
this material in memory. For example, only a quarter of the material you hear is remembered. If
the student has the opportunity to visually perceive this material, then the share of memorized
material rises to a third.

Training using ICT tools allows you to create conditions for the formation of such socially
significant qualities of a person as activity, independence, creativity, the ability to adapt to the
conditions of an information society, the development of communication skills and the formation
of an Information Culture [4].

Technological, instructional map is the main technological document in the lesson when
performing practical work. Instructions-graphic and text material on technological Maps, data on
the nature of the task being performed, requirements for IT, materials, tools, equipment and
devices, labor operations and their sequence. It is much more convenient to display it on an
electronic board and you do not need to redraw it for another group, you can add or remove it
directly on the screen, be it the size of the drawing or additional details.

Results and discussion

All work carried out with all the notes made on the board during the lesson can be saved
on a computer for subsequent viewing and analysis, including in the form of a video recording. A
teacher working with an interactive whiteboard can increase the level of perception of the material
by combining various forms of information transfer — visual and sound. During the lesson, he will
be able to use bright, multi-color schemes and graphs, animation along with sound, interactive
elements that are responsible for the activities of the teacher or student. If necessary, if there are
visually impaired students in the group, the teacher can enlarge the item indicated on the
blackboard. Visualization and interactivity are the main advantages of an interactive whiteboard.
Interactive whiteboards correspond to the way of perceiving information that distinguishes a new
generation of students, computers and mobile phones, in which the need for temperamental visual
information and visual stimulation is much higher.

The presentation allows you to implement the method of short-term frontal-group
laboratory work, which is simultaneously performed by students of all classes in groups under the
guidance of a teacher. In this case, the slides may contain a work plan, a form of a report on the
work performed and a form of conclusions, a video story illustrating an experiment or experiment.
Frontal experiments teach students to observe and analyze phenomena, contribute to the
development of thinking. Activation of mental activity is achieved by asking questions that,
accordingly, should focus on the most important aspects of the problem under study.

When working with a large amount of information, students form the skills and skills of
critical thinking, the ability to realize the choice and take responsibility for it, evaluate the
effectiveness of information search, determine the competent amount of information provided,
quickly, intelligibly read text, graphs, diagrams, diagrams, formulate thoughts clearly, concisely,
on the case, express thoughts in writing, analyze, compare, classify [5].

Conclusion

Interactive elements of training programs make it possible to switch from passive
assimilation to active, since students have the opportunity to independently model phenomena and
processes, if necessary, to any fragment, to nonlinear perception of information, repeating a virtual
experiment with the same or other initial parameters.

The use of presentation in the lesson is the use of the visual method of illustrations in
communication with other methods, which allows you to develop students ' thinking and increase
their cognitive activity. Images are especially necessary when objects are not available for direct
observation, and the teacher's word is not enough to give an idea of the object or phenomenon
being studied. However, it should be understood that the effect of using an interactive whiteboard
largely depends on the teacher himself, on how he uses certain features of the whiteboard.
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In the article are mentioned the general context of the developing the theory and practice of
teaching a foreign language, the features of the modern ideas about the teaching process. In its case
it contributes to the formation of creative activity experience, the spiritual development of the students’
personality and the formation of their culture. In addition, the author also touches on the important
issue of the ability of a person to communicate educational activities, satisfying his intellectual needs.

Modern society needs people who are independent, educated,
businesslike, tolerant, able to independently make decisions in a selective setting, independently
find and use the necessary information, work in a team, and are able to update their level of
knowledge. Therefore, stidents need not only to give deep knowledge, but also to teach them to
think, search, design, contribute to the development of independent cognitive activity. The Address
of the Head of State to Kassym-Zhomart Tokayev to the people of Kazakhstan “Kazakhstan in
new conditions: a period of action” says that “we need new approaches with a new approach, and
we also need to adhere to international experience” as well as the need to lead whole issues of
international practice in matters of education [1].

In the state program for the development of education in the Republic of Kazakhstan for
2011-2020, it is stated that the main task of education is to move from educational concentration
to result-oriented competence [2].
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As a result of the implementation of the State program for the development of education
and science in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2025, the problem of achieving the global
competitiveness of the field of education and science in the country and the education and training
of a person on the basis of universal human values is emphasized [3].

In this regard, new ways of teaching a foreign language are needed today, introducing a
new standard of education. That is, the changes taking place in social relations and means of
communication require increasing the communicative competence of students.

The concepts of formation of communicative competence are presented in the works of the
following scientists: 1.D. Agafonova [4], N.l. Gez [5], M.V. Dolgikh [6], I.A. Zimnya [7],
N.A.Lukyanova [8], J. Raven [9], S.S. Savichev [10], G.S. Sagdeeva [11], T.A. Slastenina [12],
E.V. Smirnova [13], M.A. Kholodnaya [14], A.V. Khutorskoy [15], S.S. Kunanbaeva [16].

Methodological foundations of case technology is considered in the works of L. Barnsa
[17], E. Hansena [18], A.V. Khutorskogo [19], L.V. Rheingold [20], M.V. Ryzhakova [21],
V.V.Guzeeva [22], O.G. Smolyaninovoy [23].

However, although the theory and methodology of forming students' communication and
communicative competence are considered in different directions in the above-mentioned scientific
researches and literature, it shows that the problem of forming students’ communicative competence
through case studies in the context of foreign education was not a special research object.

In this regard, analyzing the studies that can ensure the unity of students' linguistic
knowledge and speech development, it was shown that there is a contradiction between the modern
requirements for mastering the communicative competence of schoolchildren and the established
traditional education system.

Analysis of the interpretation of the concept of "communicative competence™ proposed by
various domestic and foreign authors allows to define communicative competence. M.N.Vatyutnev
understands communicative competence as the implementation of a speech behavior program related
to a person's ability to navigate in communicative situations [24, pp. 38-45].

Zimnya generally agrees with the opinion of representatives of foreign methods of
teaching foreign languages and defines communicative competence as “a person's ability to play
the role of a subject of communicative action of communication” [7, p. 27].

N.I. Gez understands communicative competence as “the ability to use language correctly
in various socially defined situations” [5, pp. 17-24].

E.l. Litnevskaya gives the following definition of communicative competence: “mastery
of all types of speech activity and elements of oral and written speech culture, the basic skills and
abilities of language use in communication fields and situations vital for a certain age [26, p. 39].

M.R. Lvov says that "Communicative competence is a concept that means knowing the
language, its phonetic features, lexical and grammatical units, stylistics, speech culture, mastering
these linguistic tools and types of speech acts.

In this regard, in our opinion, after analyzing the concept of communicative competence,
we came to the following concept: communicative competence is social competence,
communicative interaction, which is effectively developed within the framework of this subject.

One of the most productive forms of training is problem — based learning, which continues
to increase the interest of teachers. Problem-based learning was studied by such researchers as
Babansky Yu.K., Kudryavtsev V. T., Makhmutov M. 1., lInitsa I. A. The use of the case method
in a foreign language lesson is aimed at increasing the communicative competence of students and
adapting them to the foreign environment. This is due to the fact that in the lesson in the group
there is an opportunity to exchange information among themselves, which not only encourages
students to speak a foreign language, but also develops the ability to analyze the situation, research
activity and improves the skills of two-monologue speech.
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Methods and materials

The aim of this research was to study the level of development of students' foreign language
communicative competence in the process of studying at the university.

In our study we made an attempt to experimentally test the system of formation of
educational environment in the professional training of students in higher education. The
experimental work was carried out to determine the foreign language communicative competence
of students by means of case study.

Principles are the basic requirements that determine the general trend of the entire process,
that is, its goals, content and organizational methodology.

Principles are always determined by the goals of education and are historically formed.
They are reflected in changes in the content of previous principles that retain their relevance in
new situations, and along with emerging new principles, they reflect new needs.

With the methodological justification of situations for the formation of foreign
communicative competence, we define a set of methodological principles:

1. The principle of teamwork, interaction.

2. The principle is to explain and express one's opinion in different ways.

3. Principle of situation, approach to real life.

4. The principle of active use of different speech styles.

Based on the theoretical analysis of scientific research, the methodological basis for the
formation of foreign language communicative competence of students will be the following
approaches, namely: competence-based, personal-activity and content integrated approach.

In the diagnostic block, the criteria and indicators used to assess the level of formation of
foreign communicative competence were determined.

Table 1 — Criteria for formation of foreign communicative competence of students through a case study
High The case is correctly solved, a comprehensive explanation and justification of the
conclusion is given. During the analysis of the presented situation, he can demonstrate
his creative abilities and knowledge of additional literature. Demonstrated good
analytical skills, was able to freely draw analogies between topics while justifying his
opinion.

Medium The case is correctly solved, an explanation and justification of the conclusion is given.
Demonstrated good analytical skills but allows for some inaccuracies in terminology.
Low The case was solved correctly, with the active help of the teacher, an explanation and
justification of the conclusion was given. He has limited knowledge, makes serious
mistakes in establishing logical connections, mistakes in the use of terminology.

Case-assignments were classified on different grounds. Depending on the level of difficulty
and the set goals, cases are divided into the following types:

- illustrative learning situations - the purpose of which is a specific practical example to
teach students the correct decision-making algorithm in a specific situation;

- learning situations that form a problem, the situation in a certain period of time is described,
defined, and the problems are clearly formulated; the purpose of such a situation is diagnosis;

- learning cases - cases that describe a more complex situation than the previous version,
the problem is not clearly defined, but do not form the problem presented in statistical data, define
the problem independently, analyze the available resources, and show alternative ways to solve it;

- applied exercises describing a real situation, it is recommended to find ways out of it; the
purpose of such a situation is to find ways to solve the problem.

Work with the case is carried out in stages:

The first stage is getting acquainted with the text of the situation, the situation in it, its features.

The second stage is to identify the facts that indicate the problem(s), identify the main
problem, and identify the factors and personnel that may have a real impact.
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The third stage is creating a hierarchy of problems (primary and secondary separation),
choosing a problem to be solved.

The fourth stage is to create options for solving the problem. You can "brainstorm".

The fifth stage is to evaluate each alternative decision and analyze the consequences of
making a particular decision.

The sixth step is to make a final decision on an action, such as a list of actions or a sequence
of actions.

Seventh stage: presentation of individual or group solutions and general discussion.

The eighth stage is drawing conclusions in a study group under the guidance of the teacher.

Summarizing the above, it should be noted once again that the case method gives students
an excellent opportunity to creatively use the previous language material based on their knowledge
and allows students to adapt to real and possible situations.

Thus, the "case study" has a number of advantages, namely:

- develops critical thinking;

- improves organizational skills of students (because "cases" often contain a lot of
information that needs to be compressed into logical parts and presented with a real problem);

- develops communication skills, as the use of "cases” contributes to their improvement in
oral and written communication;

- forms management skills (consultations, business negotiations, presentations, etc.).

“Case study” introduces students to real-life situations, requiring them to participate in
management relationships;

- encourages collective action and the ability to work in a team in a foreign environment.

Discussion and results

Experimental work was considered as a whole process that includes a complex of research
methods, which provides scientific objective and evidence verification of the correctness of the
hypothesis based on the beginning of the research.

Pedagogical experiment is based on introducing necessary changes to the studied
pedagogical object and monitoring the effect of these changes on learning results.

The tasks of the experimental work were as follows:

- to study the state of the researched problem in the practice of forming communicative
competence in students based on the case method,

- diagnosis of formation of communicative competence of students based on the use of the
case method,;

- testing the formation of students' communicative competence based on the use of the case
method.

The correctness of the conclusions obtained on the basis of the used methodologies was
ensured by comparing the data obtained by each individual methodology with the results of others,
the progress of students, the analysis of their conditions, as well as the representativeness of the
sample size and the statistical significance of the experimental data. In general, research methods
appropriate to the research subject were used.

Verification was understood as a real, experimentally confirmed determination of the scope
of a specific concept, a specific category, obtained as a result of the conducted research.

The verification of the rules given in the study is distinguished by its specificity due to
the high degree of theorization and abstraction of conclusions and rules, the complexity and
multifacetedness of the studied objects. This distinction leads to the realization that every
conceptual situation cannot and must be empirically tested. Therefore, the task of verification
in this study is to experimentally verify the proposed rules and determine their effectiveness.

We present the dynamics of the changes based on the formation of students’ foreign
language communicative competence through a case study, as well as the above-mentioned
methods.

Analyzing the data of the table, let's note that in the control group there is a significant
increase in knowledge in the formation of foreign communicative competence. If in the
determining period, 31% of the control group had a great difficulty in critically analyzing situations
and could not make a critical assessment in the communication situation, then in the final
experiment, we see that 41% of the students of the control group increased their ability to express
and prove their opinion. In addition, we found that in the initial stage, the respondents could not
justify their opinions during the execution of case tasks at an average level.

During the analysis of the presented case tasks, a great increase in the ability to demonstrate
creative abilities is observed, which is very important in substantiating the opinions of students.

The given tasks in the implementation of the formation of foreign language communicative
competence of students through a case study allowed the formation of foreign communicative
competence.
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Conclusion

During the study of the literature and regulatory documents on the subject under study, we found out
that educational activity is interaction with a student aimed at mastering certain material in one or more areas.

The case-method is an interactive technology for short-term training based on real or
imaginary situations, which is not aimed at mastering knowledge, but at forming new qualities and
skills in students. The case activates students, develops their analytical and communicative skills,
and exposes students to real situations one by one.

The following were identified as features of the use of the case method: the ability of the
group to work in a single problem area; use of structured information that reduces the degree of
uncertainty in the case of time limits; use of principles of problem-based learning; not only an
opportunity for students to learn, but also an opportunity to deeply understand theoretical concepts;
ability to create stereotypes of case products of activity; develop simple generalization skills.

Students had the opportunity to develop communicative and regulatory skills by forming
skills of working according to a plan, presenting their products, working in various creative
formats. The case method as a method of improving students' English speaking skills is very
important for increasing the productivity of the theoretical research learning process. Problem-
based learning contributes to the development of creative cognitive activity and the development
of students' intelligence, which shows the great potential of this type of education. The case-
method, as a method of organizing the process of improving speaking skills in English, is also
aimed at developing the cognitive potential of a person, increasing learning ability, developing the
creative abilities of a person, and most importantly, it is a means of developing and forming the
speech-thinking activities of students, which determines the relevance of its use.

The need to develop a state policy in the field of rational use of regional assets is due
to the need to overcome the consequences of the economic crisis in the context of the
introduction of international sanctions against Russia and retaliatory measures against them.
One of the main conditions for the development of effective application of international
auditing standards in our country allows us to better understand the requirements of the
standards, as well as accelerate their implementation into domestic auditing practice. The
study identifies the principles and strategic goals of public policy. In order to work successfully
with the private sector, public authorities need to clearly understand the fundamental
principles and goals underlying PPPs. Under PPP agreements, private sector contractors
become long-term service providers rather than just initial developers of assets, combining
the responsibilities of designing, creating, operating and possibly financing assets to provide
services needed by the public sector. The article concludes that all the considered models of
public policy development generally follow a common algorithm for making political
decisions: interests - priorities - risks - goals - resources - decisions. Models define universal
characteristics that are characteristic of policy-making processes. In conclusion, it is noted
that in the process of developing and implementing state policy in the field of rational use of
regional assets, it is necessary to take into account that its main role should not be in the
distribution of income between regions, but in creating conditions for involving regional assets
in production processes through their rational use, in order to increase the economic activity
of regions and the quality of life of their population.

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This article examines how freedom of expression developed in Europe and the America
during the Early Modern Ages and the Enlightenment, with a focus on England, France, and
the USA. It highlights how these regions, each with distinct socio-political contexts, shaped
the concept of free expression. The Magna Carta and Bill of Rights set the stage for England's
gradual shift towards a more open exchange of ideas. In France, enlightenment ideals clashed
with the absolutist rule, resulting in periods of censorship and intellectual freedom.
Meanwhile, the United States enshrined free expression in its Constitution, navigating the
delicate balance between individual liberties and societal harmony. By comparing various
trajectories, the article explains the complicated influences that contributed to the
development of freedom of expression in the modern world.

Introduction

During the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, there was a kind of intellectual and
philosophical renaissance in Europe. This renaissance brought its fruits to the West, from Europe,
where the Dutch Republic was established. The Dutch Republic developed a cosmopolitan culture
with a relatively high degree of tolerance and free speech during the so-called Dutch Golden Age
in the 17th century, which contributed to the Dutch Republic becoming an early modern epicentre
of art, learning, publishing, philosophy, and science.

Influenced by the ideas of Cartesian philosophy, Baruch Spinoza headed a stream of
philosophers and thinkers who defended freedom of religion and conscience as well as freedom of
expression. Spinoza's idea about freedom of expression can be summarized as the belief that
individuals should be free to express their thoughts and opinions without fear of persecution or
censorship. He argued that in a free state, everyone should have the liberty to think as they please
and to express their thoughts openly. Spinoza believed that freedom of expression was essential
for peaceful coexistence between individuals of different faiths and backgrounds. He also argued
that the state should not limit speech, only actions, and that calm and reasoned intellectual debate
was essential for the progress of society. While he acknowledged that unlimited free speech would
be baneful, he still believed that free speech was a precondition for social peace. However, his free
speech doctrine was not all-encompassing, as he still believed in limits to speech based on the
distinction between "good sense™ and "sedition."

On 2 December 1766, the world witnessed the adoption of the first Swedish Freedom of
Print Act which established definitive boundaries for the freedom of press. This legislation,
comprising of fifteen paragraphs, comprehensively outlined the scope and limitations of the press.
The Act operated on the principle of exclusivity, which meant that only offenses that were
explicitly mentioned in the law could result in indictment. This ensured that any topic not excluded
in the law could be freely discussed and published without the fear of facing any retribution.

1. England

The 17th century was a time of great political and religious turmoil in England. It was also a
period of significant milestones in the history of freedom of expression. In 1628, the Petition of Rights
was passed by Parliament and served as a charter of liberties that limited the monarch's power. It
affirmed the right of citizens to petition the king and asserted that no taxes could be imposed without
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the consent of Parliament. During the English Civil War (1642-1651), The conflict between the forces
of King Charles I and the Parliament resulted in the establishment of the Commonwealth of England,
which was governed by Oliver Cromwell. During this time, there was a flourishing of intellectual and
political debate, and many new ideas were expressed and debated.

Following the death of Cromwell and the end of the Commonwealth, the monarchy was
restored with the coronation of Charles 11 (Restoration 1660). While this marked a return to a more
traditional form of government, it also led to renewed debates about the role of the monarchy and
the power of Parliament, in addition to a revival of drama and literature. Then, in 1688 The
Glorious Revolution was launched. This event saw the overthrow of King James Il and the
installation of William and Mary as joint monarchs. The Glorious Revolution established the
principle of parliamentary sovereignty, which affirmed the power of Parliament over the monarch.

After the revolution, what is known as the Bill of Rights 1689 was adopted. The Bill
outlined various rights and liberties that were granted to English citizens, including the right to
free speech and freedom of expression. The document was designed to limit the power of the
monarch and to protect the rights of citizens. One of the key provisions of the Bill of Rights 1689
was the right to freedom of speech in Parliament. This provision ensured that Members of
Parliament had the right to express their opinions and ideas without fear of reprisal from the
monarch or other authorities.

The Bill of Rights 1689 also protected the freedom of the press, which allowed citizens to
express their opinions and share information without fear of censorship or persecution. In general,
the Bill of Rights 1689, along with the Tolerance Act (1689), constituted the culmination of a
long century of political and religious turmoil and conflicts. These two documents had a great
impact in perpetuating the rights of individuals and respect for their freedoms, including freedom
of expression. Albert Dicey compared the laws governing freedom of expression in England to
those in France and Belgium in his book "Introduction to the Study of the Law of the Constitution."
He found that while the constitutions of continental countries guaranteed freedom of speech and
press, England did not have any such laws. However, the English law permitted people to say or
write whatever they wished, as long as it was not prohibited by law. Nonetheless, there were still
restrictions on the expression of ideas, particularly those related to politics, social issues, and
religion. Press freedom in England meant that there was no prior restraint on publication, but
criminal laws could be enforced after publication. Censorship or licensing of print media had not
existed in England since 1695.

In conjunction with the events of the seventeenth century in the United Kingdom,
important philosophical, legal, and political contributions were made by some English thinkers
and philosophers. Most of those opinions and theories, which mostly centred around the
relationship between power and individuals and the nature of rights that arise from that
relationship, were in the context of the doctrine of natural law and the transition towards the idea
of natural rights, and it established the so-called social contract theory.

John Milton was an influential English writer and thinker who lived in the 17th century, during
atime of great political and religious upheaval in England. He is perhaps best known for his epic poem
"Paradise Lost," but he was also a strong advocate for freedom of expression. In his famous essay
"Areopagitica,” published in 1644, Milton argued passionately for freedom of the press and the right
to express one's opinions freely. The essay was written in response to a proposed law that would have
required all books to be licensed by the government before they could be published.

Milton's argument was based on the principle that truth and knowledge can only be
discovered through open debate and discussion, and that censorship and repression only serve to
stifle intellectual inquiry and creativity. He believed that censorship was a form of tyranny, and
that individuals should have the right to express their ideas freely, even if those ideas were
unpopular or controversial. Milton's defense of freedom of expression was rooted in his belief in
the power of reason and the importance of individual conscience. He argued that individuals have
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the right to form their own opinions and beliefs, and that they should be free to express those
opinions without fear of censorship or persecution.

The English philosopher Thomas Hobbes (1588-1679) was one of the most prominent
founders of the "Natural Right" theory. And this, despite the great controversy caused by his
writings, reached the point of describing him as "authoritarian monster”. Hobbes presented his
ideas on natural right in his famous book Leviathan 1651, in which he set off on a new idea that
has been known since that time as the "state of nature.” Hobbes' views on freedom of speech
seem to have been strongly influenced by his overall political philosophy, which emphasized the
importance of the state and the need for absolute sovereignty. In Hobbes' view, the state is
necessary to maintain order and prevent chaos. To achieve this, the state would need absolute
power over its citizens. Thus, Hobbes did not address freedom of expression directly, but rather
spoke in his book about different accounts of freedom. But in view of his ideas, especially in terms
of support for absolute power, Hobbes' philosophy is related to censorship or restrictions on
freedom of expression, that is, the state's right to restrict speech based on its absolute power.
Perhaps this logic, which seems closer to authoritarianism, was the reason why Hobbes was not
considered a liberal. However, it seems that this impression was not absolute, as some defended
Hobbes on the basis that his ideas, which relate to the sovereignty of the state, do not negate the
existence of freedom of expression. All there is that freedom of expression should not override
sovereignty. This gives the state the right to regulate and restrict speech.

John Locke (1632-1704) opposes Hobbes, who portrayed man as a savage and replaced the
state of war Hobbes posits with the state of peace. And he attaches great importance to equality,
as he believes that all individuals are equal, and therefore they are born and have equal natural
rights. In his second treatise, Locke's description of natural rights begins with an account of “state
all men are naturally in," which he calls a "state of nature.” He says that the state of nature is the
state of complete freedom, as well as the state of equality since people in this state, are naturally
free within the limits of nature.

Locke wrote that all individuals are equal in the sense that they are born with certain
"inalienable" natural rights. That is, rights that are God-given and can never be taken or even given
away. Among these fundamental natural rights are "life, liberty, and property.” Locke believed that
the most basic human law of nature is the preservation of mankind. To serve that purpose, he reasoned,
individuals have both a right and a duty to preserve their own lives. Murderers, however, forfeit their
right to life since they act outside the law of reason. Locke also argued that individuals should be free
to make choices about how to conduct their own lives as long as they do not interfere with the liberty
of others, therefore liberty should be far-reaching. The purpose of government is to secure and protect
the God-given inalienable natural rights of the people. According to Locke, "The end of law is not to
abolish or restrain, but to preserve and enlarge freedom™. It is noted from the writings of John Locke
that he has placed great emphasis on property right, by "property," Locke meant more than land and
goods that could be sold, given away, or even confiscated by the government under certain
circumstances. Property also referred to ownership of one's self, which included a right to personal
well-being. For their part, the people must obey the laws of their rulers. Thus, a sort of contract exists
between the rulers and the ruled. But, Locke concluded, if a government persecutes its people with "a
long train of abuses” over an extended period, the people have the right to resist that government, alter
or abolish it, and create a new political system.  Consistent with those ideas, and following in the
footsteps of Milton, John Locke played an important role in the fight against censorship of publications,
which eventually led to the repeal of the Licensing Act.

2. France

The eighteenth century saw the emergence of a revolutionary movement in Europe, known
as the Enlightenment, which combined philosophical, cultural, and intellectual aspects. It was
characterized by a focus on reason, individualism, and skepticism, and it had a profound impact
on the development of modern Western society. The Enlightenment challenged traditional beliefs
and values, including those held by the Church and the aristocracy, and emphasized the importance
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of scientific inquiry, education, and human rights. As was the case in England in the seventeenth
century, France in the eighteenth century was the field of many events and political tensions, which
contributed to its transformation into a rich market full of ideas and legal and philosophical
theories. Freedom had a large share of that intellectual production by confronting strict censorship
of the press and freedom of speech and expression.

Voltaire was a prominent philosopher and writer during the 18th century. He was a strong
advocate for free speech and believed that the power of reason and rational thought could bring
about social and political progress.

In general, Voltaire's philosophy was characterized by his commitment to rational thought,
tolerance and individual freedom, and his rhetorical skills and strength of language contributed to his
literary contributions having a unique character. He believed that reason and rational thought were the
keys to understanding the world and making progress in society. Voltaire faced censorship throughout
his life due to his controversial views and criticisms of established institutions such as the Catholic
Church and the French monarchy. He criticized the arbitrary exercise of power and championed the
principles of reason, tolerance, and individual liberty. However, he was a skilled writer and intellectual
who found ways to express his ideas even under censorship.

Unlike some of his contemporaries, Voltaire did not believe that reason alone was enough
to solve all problems. He also believed in the importance of tolerance and respect for different
viewpoints, arguing that everyone had the right to express their opinions freely and openly.
Voltaire is often quoted as saying: "I do not agree with what you have to say, but I'll defend to the
death your right to say it. "Furthermore, Voltaire was a strong advocate for individual liberty,
believing that individuals should be free to pursue their own goals and interests without
interference from the state or other institutions. Voltaire believed that censorship and suppression
of ideas were detrimental to society, and that free speech was essential for progress and
development and to defend what he called "common sense™.

It seems that Voltaire's own philosophy and his unique style have created a kind of
controversy in assessing the truth of his position on freedom of expression and speech. There is a
belief that despite being inspired by England's press freedom, Voltaire did not advocate for
absolute free speech. He believed in the right to publish without prior censorship but
acknowledged that subsequent punishments were still possible. Voltaire acknowledged that
freedom of expression came with risks, stating that individuals had the "right to make use of our
pens as our language, at our own peril." In fact, he even attempted to manipulate the French
censorship system to promote his own works and suppress those of his opponents, whom he also
disparaged in his writings. Additionally, Voltaire viewed free speech as a privilege reserved for
the enlightened few, much like Cicero. In essence, Voltaire's views on free speech were more
similar to those of the Romans than the Athenians.

The Encyclopédie was a major reference work that was published in France during the
Enlightenment in the 18th century. It was edited by Denis Diderot and Jean le Rond d'Alembert
and aimed to compile and disseminate knowledge in order to promote critical thinking and
education. One of the ways in which the Encyclopédie contributed to the development of freedom
of expression was by providing a platform for the dissemination of new ideas and knowledge. The
Encyclopédie contained articles on a wide range of topics, including science, art, politics, and
philosophy, and it was one of the first works to attempt to bring together all human knowledge in
one place. By making this knowledge available to a wider audience, the Encyclopédie helped to
promote the spread of new ideas and to challenge traditional beliefs and values.

However, the publication of the Encyclopédie was not without controversy. Many of the
articles were critical of the established order and challenged the authority of the Church and the
state. The French government and the Church attempted to suppress the publication of the
Encyclopédie, and many of the authors and editors were arrested and imprisoned.

Denis Diderot faced censorship and repression throughout his career as a writer and editor.
His most famous work, the Encyclopédie, was considered by the French government and the
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Church to be a threat to their authority, and Diderot was frequently targeted for his radical ideas
and his opposition to traditional beliefs and values. In order to evade censorship and repression,
Diderot employed a number of tactics. He often used satire and irony to express his ideas in a way
that would be less likely to draw the attention of censors. He also frequently used pseudonyms to
avoid detection, and he encouraged his collaborators on the Encyclopédie to do the same.

Diderot was influenced by the democratic movements of his time and expressed support for
various progressive ideas. His writings suggest that he advocated for the elimination of privileges based
on social status, political connections, or religious affiliation. Specifically, he supported the
abolishment of birth privileges, royal favor, and privileges of the clergy. He also believed in the
separation of church and state, equality before the law and in taxation, freedom of expression and trade
(including the abolishment of guilds), and religious toleration. Despite these efforts, Diderot was
frequently arrested and imprisoned for his work on the Encyclopédie and his other writings. In 1749,
he was briefly imprisoned in the fortress of Vincennes for his role in publishing a satirical work that
was critical of the French government. He was later imprisoned again in 1757 for his work on the
Encyclopédie, and he spent several months in prison before being released.

Jean-Jacques Rousseau was one of the most important figures of the Enlightenment. His ideas
on social and political philosophy, including the concept of the social contract, had a significant impact
on the French Revolution and the development of modern democracy. Rousseau believes that man is
not aggressive, he is peaceful and simple by nature, but he is also ignorant and irrational. He also
contradicts Hobbes in establishing right overpower and believes that force is incompatible with the
existence of the right. He says: “Man was born free, and everywhere he is in chains”.

According to Rousseau's philosophy, there are two types of freedom, the passive freedom
that people enjoy in the natural state (natural freedom), and it means individuals act as they like
and in a variety of ways to get rid of restrictions and liberation. And positive freedom, which he
links to the concept of will and awareness (civil freedom) and says that it is the supreme freedom
because of the good it carries for all. Rousseau wrote:

“What man loses because of the social contract is his natural liberty and an unlimited right
to anything that tempts him and that he can attain; what he gains is civil liberty ... So not to
misunderstand these gains, we must clearly distinguish natural liberty, which is limited only by
the powers of the individual, from civil liberty, which is limited by the general will”.

Rousseau recognized the reality of literary control in the ancient regime and developed a
systematic and complex idea of control in the literary sphere, based on his first-hand experiences
and his interpretation of literary property centred on the author. Rousseau believed in the
importance of authorial independence, autonomy, originality, and the consequent right to control
their creations, but he did not reject the principle that the legitimacy of a manuscript ought to be
verified before its publication. Rousseau complied with French laws on preventative censorship,
and his relationship with Malesherbes, the director of the library and a supporter of the
philosophes, defined his understanding of literary activity and the nature of freedom of the press.

Rousseau's approach to limitations on freedom of the press looks contradictory,
particularly regarding his acknowledgement of the magistrate's right to intervene, while also
claiming that the persecution of books was illegal and unjust. Rousseau believed that writers must
comply with laws and that governments have a right to control the dissemination of ideas among
the people. However, he made the crucial distinction that this rule applies to all those who speak,
while written words are not a menace. He pointed out a fundamental difference between oral
communication and printed books and believed that books were a medium for expressing thoughts,
not for attacking the honour of individuals. Rousseau emphasized that the proper objective and
content of books was to reason, and that reasoning cannot cause offence to anybody.

Based on the foregoing, it can be said that Rousseau, although he had contributed a lot to
the consolidation of some values of freedom and democracy, but it is difficult to say that he was
an advocate of freedom of speech, especially with the contradiction he showed in his position on
censorship of publications and the press.
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The French Revolution was initiated in 1789 when the Third Estate and their supporters
formed the National Assembly, in response to the financial and political crises caused by
imprudent fiscal policies and excessive spending. The revolution commenced with the storming
of the Bastille prison by an armed crowd on July 14, 1789. The French Revolution was a much
broad social and political upheaval that sought to fundamentally transform French society. The
revolution was characterized by a focus on popular sovereignty and individual rights, and it led to
the adoption of the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen in 1789. The Declaration
of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen, adopted by the National Assembly of France, is considered
a pivotal document in the history of human rights and democracy. The Declaration enshrined
several fundamental rights, including freedom of expression.

"The free communication of ideas and opinions is one of the most precious of the rights of
man. Every citizen may, accordingly, speak, write, and print with freedom, but shall be responsible
for such abuses of this freedom as shall be defined by law."

This article includes recognition of the right of every citizen to express his thoughts and
opinions freely, whether through speech, writing or printing. And an affirmation that this freedom
is the cornerstone of the formation of a free and democratic society and that it is necessary for the
full exercise of other rights, such as freedom of assembly and association. However, the article
also placed limits on freedom of expression, stating that individuals would be held responsible for
any abuses of this right as defined by law. This reflected the fact that the French Revolution was
a turbulent time, and there were concerns about the potential misuse of free expression to incite
violence or threaten the stability of the new republic.

It seems that this declaration was not without influence from the political action of the
American Revolution. The French were highly interested in American constitutions prior to
the adoption of the French Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen in 1789. They were
particularly fascinated with the Constitution of Pennsylvania, which was seen as the most
democratic constitution in America at the time. While some French historians claimed that the
French Declaration was heavily influenced by American declarations and preambles, others
argued that there were significant differences between the two. The French Declaration was
meant to be a universal manifesto for all people, while the American declarations were more
specific to their own country.

Overall, the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen represented a
significant step forward in the recognition of individual liberties and human rights. Its
affirmation of the right to free expression laid the groundwork for the modern concept of
freedom of speech and has influenced the development of human rights law and philosophy
around the world.

A summary of all of the above, the Enlightenment period in Europe was a crucial time
for the development of freedom of expression and the press in Europe. The ideas of
Enlightenment philosophers, such as Voltaire, Rousseau, and Diderot, paved the way for the
recognition of the fundamental right of individuals to freely express their ideas and opinions.

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3. United States of America

The American Revolution was a political upheaval that took place between 1765 and 1783
in which thirteen British colonies in North America broke away from British rule and formed the
United States of America. The Revolution was sparked by a number of factors, including growing
discontent with British rule, a desire for greater political representation, and economic tensions
between the colonies and Britain.

One of the key events that led to the Revolution was the passage of the Stamp Act in 1765,
which imposed a tax on printed materials such as newspapers, legal documents, and playing cards.
This sparked widespread protests and boycotts across the colonies, as many Americans saw it as a
violation of their rights as British citizens.

The Virginia Declaration of Rights, which was adopted on June 12, 1776, was one of the
important documents in the development of modern conceptions of freedom of expression. The
Declaration was primarily authored by George Mason, a delegate to the Virginia Convention that
adopted it, and it served as a model for the Bill of Rights that was later added to the US
Constitution. The Virginia Declaration of Rights included several provisions that affirmed the
importance of freedom of expression as a fundamental right. For example, Section 12 of the
Declaration states that "the freedom of the press is one of the great bulwarks of liberty and can
never be restrained but by despotic governments.” This provision suggests that freedom of the
press is a crucial means of protecting individual rights and liberties, and that any attempt by a
government to restrict or control the press is a sign of tyranny.

The American Declaration of Independence, adopted by the Continental Congress on July
4, 1776, famously asserts the importance of freedom of expression as a fundamental human right.

"We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and
the pursuit of Happiness.--That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men,
deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, --That whenever any Form of
Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish
it, and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its
powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to affect their Safety and Happiness."

This passage implies that individuals have the inherent right to express themselves freely,
and that governments are created to protect and secure these rights. The Declaration goes on to
state that the people have the right to alter or abolish their government when it fails to uphold these
fundamental principles. Overall, the American Declaration of Independence can be seen as a
foundational document in the development of modern conceptions of freedom of expression, as it
affirms the idea that individuals have an inherent right to express themselves and that governments
must respect and protect this right.

The Constitution of Pennsylvania, which was adopted on September 28, 1776, is another
important document in the history of freedom of expression. Like the Virginia Declaration of Rights
and the US Constitution, the Pennsylvania Constitution included provisions that affirmed the
importance of individual liberties, including freedom of expression. One of the key provisions related
to freedom of expression in the Pennsylvania Constitution was Article VIII, which stated that "the
people have a right to freedom of speech, and of writing, and publishing their sentiments.” This
provision echoed similar language in the Virginia Declaration of Rights, and it affirmed the idea that
individuals have the right to express themselves freely through speech, writing, and publication.

In addition to protecting freedom of expression, the Pennsylvania Constitution also
included other provisions that emphasized the importance of individual liberties and limited
government power. For example, the Constitution established a system of checks and balances
between the executive, legislative, and judicial branches of government, and it limited the power
of the state to interfere in the lives and liberties of its citizens.

In 1791, The United States Bill of Rights was adopted, and it included several provisions that
protect freedom of expression. The First Amendment to the Constitution, which is part of the Bill of
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Rights, specifically states that "Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion or
prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press; or the right
of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the government for a redress of grievances."

This amendment is widely recognized as one of the most important legal protections of
freedom of expression in the world. It affirms the importance of the freedoms of speech and press,
which are essential to holding government accountable, promoting public discourse and debate,
and protecting individual rights and liberties. The amendment also protects the right of individuals
to peacefully assemble and petition the government for redress of grievances.

Over the years, the First Amendment has been interpreted and applied in a variety of ways by
courts and legal scholars. For example, the Supreme Court has recognized that some types of speech,
such as incitement to violence or obscenity, may not be protected under the First Amendment.

This period of American history was characterized by the presence of many thinkers,
philosophers, and jurists whose contributions had a major role in establishing the modern concept
of freedom of expression. Among them was James Madison, who joined the ranks of those who
supported the new constitution and the Bill of Rights, including freedom of speech and the press.

Madison held the view that the people held ultimate sovereignty, not Congress, and that
implementing a bill of rights would act as a barrier against all forms of governmental power. He
combined the idea that free speech was necessary for a sovereign people to govern themselves
with Cato's belief that it acted as a safeguard for liberty, which would eventually become the First
Amendment. Madison also suggested that states could not violate individuals' equal rights of
conscience or the freedom of the press. However, the ratification of the First Amendment brought
Madison satisfaction as it secured the freedom of speech and explicitly safeguarded the liberty of
the press from government interference.

“The right of freedom of speech is secured; the liberty of the press is expressly declared to
be beyond the reach of this government; the people may therefore publicly address their
representatives; may privately advise them or declare their sentiments by petition to the whole
body; in all these ways they may communicate their will.”

James Madison contributed to defending the freedom of expression by collaborating with
Thomas Jefferson to draft resolutions challenging the constitutionality of the Sedition Act of 1798,
which made it a crime to publish false and malicious writing against the government. Madison
then wrote a lengthy, anonymous Report on the Virginia Resolutions, which provided a detailed
analysis of how the Act violated the First Amendment. Madison's Report argued that the First
Amendment's protection of freedom of speech and of the press is necessary to ensure that citizens
are able to participate in the political process and hold government officials accountable. Madison's
defense of freedom of expression helped establish the principle that the government cannot use
laws to silence its critics, a principle that remains a cornerstone of American democracy today.

Thomas Jefferson was also a strong advocate for freedom of speech and expression
throughout his life. He believed that a free press and the free exchange of ideas were essential to
a healthy democracy.

One of Jefferson's most famous statements on free speech was made in a letter to Benjamin
Rush in 1800, in which he wrote: "I have sworn upon the altar of God, eternal hostility against
every form of tyranny over the mind of man." This quote could be interpreted as a declaration of
Jefferson's commitment to protecting the right of individuals to express their opinions freely,
without fear of government censorship.

In 1779, Jefferson wrote the Virginia Statute for Religious Freedom, which declared that
"no man shall be compelled to frequent or support any religious worship, place, or ministry
whatsoever,” and that everyone had the right to "exercise their religion in accordance with the
dictates of conscience.” This statute became a model for the First Amendment's protection of
religious freedom and its prohibition of laws respecting an establishment of religion.
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Jefferson argued that robust political opposition was essential to a healthy democracy, and
that citizens should be free to express their opinions even if those opinions were critical of the
government. He famously wrote in a 1787 letter to Edward Carrington,

"The basis of our government being the opinion of the people, the very first object should be
to keep that right; and were it left to me to decide whether we should have a government without
newspapers, or newspapers without a government, | should not hesitate a moment to prefer the latter.
But I should mean that every man should receive those papers and be capable of reading them"

Although Jefferson did not attend the Constitutional Convention in 1787, he was a vocal
advocate for the inclusion of a Bill of Rights in the Constitution. In particular, he argued that such
a bill was necessary to protect individual liberties, including freedom of speech and the press. In a
1787 letter to James Madison, he wrote:

"A Bill of Rights is what the people are entitled to against every government on earth,
general or particular, and what no just government should refuse, or rest on inference."

As President, Jefferson was involved in several important free speech cases, including the
trial of journalist James Callender for sedition in 1800. Jefferson was personally opposed to
Callender's criticisms of the government, but he recognized the importance of allowing him to
express his views without fear of punishment. He later pardoned Callender and other individuals
convicted under the Sedition Act of 1798, which had been used by the Federalist Party to suppress
political dissent.

Overall, Jefferson was a passionate defender of freedom of speech and expression, and his
writings and advocacy had a significant impact on the development of these concepts in the United States.

Conclusion

The journey of freedom of expression through the Early Modern Ages and the
Enlightenment in England, France, and the USA reveals a tapestry of intertwined struggles,
progress, and paradoxes. These regions, while diverging in their approaches, collectively
contributed to shaping the foundations of modern democratic societies.

In England, the gradual relaxation of censorship and the valorization of open discourse
propelled the nation towards a more inclusive exchange of ideas. The recognition of individual
rights, as evident in documents like the Magna Carta and the Bill of Rights, established a precedent
for constitutional liberties that would resonate across generations.

France's experience exemplifies the complex relationship between enlightenment ideals
and monarchical authority. While luminaries like Voltaire championed intellectual freedom, the
absolutist regime intermittently suppressed dissent to maintain its control. This tension
underscores the intricate interplay between reason, governance, and power.

The United States, founded on the principles of freedom, crafted a constitutional
framework that safeguarded individual expression. The First Amendment remains an enduring
testament to the commitment to preserving a marketplace of ideas while acknowledging the need
for societal harmony.

In considering these trajectories, it becomes clear that the struggle for freedom of
expression is an ongoing endeavor. The historical lessons from England, France, and the USA
emphasize the delicate balance between safeguarding personal liberties and addressing the broader
needs of society. This delicate equilibrium continues to challenge contemporary societies
worldwide, as they grapple with the proliferation of information, the boundaries of free speech,
and the responsibilities of governance.

It
is also necessary to consider the presence of significant industry heterogeneity of these markets.

In order to ensure the sustainable development of agricultural production sectors, agribusiness
spheres, and rural areas, state regulation of the agro-industrial complex is currently one of the top
priorities of every nation's economic policy. Within this framework, regulatory legal acts are adopted,
and program documents are being created. The Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan
Is the state agency exercising leadership in the field of the agro-industrial complex, according to the
Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 6, 2005 No. 310 "Some
Issues of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan™ The greatest efficiency is
achieved by observing all the principles and the optimal ratio between the indicators: that is, when the
costs are relatively low, the effectiveness is relatively high and positive (successful) effects and
influences are achieved. The audit findings, however, revealed that the authorized authorities in charge
of coordinating the regional Industrialization Map and Entrepreneurship Support Map projects
(hereafter referred to as the Maps) do not completely coordinate the Map projects’ implementation. [1]

There were also certain shortcomings of eco-projects noted. The favorable environment
and management plan created to support the implementation of these collaborations heavily
influence the success or failure of the projects.

Currently, Kazakhstan has accumulated significant expertise
in the implementation of ecological projects across a variety of industries, particularly in the fields
of industrial infrastructure, innovation, transportation, and social and public services. The
development of public capital projects to make up for the shortage of government investment,
boost the effectiveness of investment and public services, and accelerate.

At the same time, the information provided does not correspond to real data obtained directly
at the project implementation sites, which indicates weak control and coordination of the actions of the
Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan and local executive bodies. The state
arrangement for the advancement of the agro-industrial complex will be executed inside the system of
the Agro-industrial Complex Improvement Concept for 2021-2030 and The National Extend for the
advancement of the Agro-industrial complex for 2021-2025, pointed at making strides the
competitiveness of the industry by expanding labor efficiency by two and a half times, expanding the
trade of agrarian items by two times and guaranteeing household generation of rural items.

Results and their discussion

The project "Construction of a workshop for the production of metal products™ (initiator - Avto
LLP) according to the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, it is working stably,
in fact, the project turned out to be unprofitable (due to non-fulfillment of financial obligations to the
second-tier bank, rising prices for raw materials, lack of working capital), production has been
discontinued since 2020. They view elevated inflation as a near-term risk with social impact, and
measures are being implemented to temporarily regulate prices for socially significant food and energy
products. They stressed that the January 2022 protests will lead to accelerated efforts to address the
sources of social discontent and implement reforms that will strengthen medium-term growth prospects.

The article presents the features of the pedagogical foundations of the formation,
development of professional competence of future teachers. The effectiveness of the foundations
that ensure the formation and development of professional competence of future teachers is
demonstrated. The article is written in order to study in detail the ways of forming the most
effective professional competencies of future teachers in the learning process. The main objectives
of the study are defined, such as the disclosure of the essence of the concept of "professional
competence™ of a teacher; identification of the components of the professional competence of the
future teacher; identification of the state of the problem of the formation of the future professional
competence of teachers of general pedagogy; improvement of the theoretical foundations of
pedagogy as a science for the formation and development of professional qualities of future
teachers; research and analysis of the most effective ways to develop professional competence and
literacy of pedagogical university students in the preparation of future teachers. The stages of
formation of competencies of personal qualities of future teachers, which consist of four
components, structural components of personal qualities, are considered. In turn, they improve
personal qualities and form the professional competence of future teachers. The authors analyzed
the basic concepts of the formation of professional competencies of future teachers of the
educational process; studied and discussed the scientific works of Kazakhstani and Russian
researchers. It is revealed that the pedagogical foundations of the formation and development of
professional competence and literacy of future teachers are the ability to independently solve
problems and tasks in the field of education, the ability to self-development based on knowledge,
skills and abilities. The theory of the article leads to the understanding that the teacher must have
new knowledge, personal qualities of professional significance.

Introduction

To date, serious steps are being taken in the field of education in Kazakhstan aimed at
solving important tasks of educating a competitive generation. The professional abilities of a
teacher are directly related to his readiness for self-development. To approach this issue from a
socio-pedagogical point of view, it is necessary to make sure of the level of readiness of the teacher
to perform the tasks assigned to him as a subject.

Modernization of education is a requirement of modernity. In the training of future specialists,
the formation of professional competencies is au important aspect, in this regard; training is constantly
carried out using the latest technologies. To achieve the desired result, it is necessary to develop both
theoretically and practically the professional competencies of students, professional development of
personnel working in educational institutions. Therefore, the system of higher education in Kazakhstan
needs modernization, especially in the direction of teacher training. In Kazakhstan, the modernization
of the education system is carried out in three main directions:

e optimization of educational institutions and introduction of modern methods and
technologies in the educational process;

well as continuous professional development of the teaching staff both in Kazakhstan and abroad.
It is necessary to improve the quality of standards of special pedagogical education, as well as to
strengthen the requirements for advanced training of teachers of schools and higher educational
institutions. Integrated teacher training centers should work in each region and region;

e improving the quality, efficiency and accessibility of educational services.

The formation of competence is au urgent problem in the field of education. Consequently, there
is a need to organize the development of methodological creativity of school teachers in the system of
teacher training. Developing the creative abilities of future professionals — today's students, teaching
them to achieve a high level of intellectual activity, understanding new thigs, identifying shortcomings
in knowledge, the expected result will be the formation of a focus for the job [1].

Materials and methods

The problem of professional competence of future teachers is reflected in the works of
Kazakhstani and foreign scientists, teachers, psychologists involved in the professional training of
specialists. The concept of "competence™ in the field of education is found in foreign literature of
the 1960s-1970s, in Kazakh literature in the late 1980s. The need to introduce the concepts of
"competence”, "professional competence” is justified by their integrativity, the breadth of their
content, combining such concepts as "qualification”, "skill", "professional opportunities”,
"professionalism", etc. [2].

Despite the widespread use of the concept of “"competence”, the essence of this term
requires a deep scientific analysis and justification. Therefore, the analysis begins, first of all, with
the search for au answer to the question: "What does this concept mean?". A comparative analysis
was carried out in determining the concepts of "competence" and "competence™ in many domestic
and foreign studies (V.l. Baydenko, U.A. Grishanova, D.A. Makhotin, O.E. Lebedev, S. Adam,
U. Clement and others) [3].

A large fund of literature has been created on the issues of psychological, theoretical and
practical training of a person, the formation of professional qualities and abilities of a teacher, his
reputation and professionalism, pedagogical thinking, the organization of scientific work and
professional development. These include the scieutific works of S.I. Arkhaugelsky,
F.U.Gonobaliu, U.V. Kulyutkin, LT. Ogorodnikov, A.l. Piskunov, V.A. Slastenin,
A.l.Shcherbakov, U.V. Kuzmina, U.V. Talyzina, V.V. Kraevsky, U.D. Khmel, S.T. Kargin,
A.K.Markova, K.S. Ospanov and others [3, 98].

In the studies of Russian scientists U.V. Kuzmina, A.K. Markova, I.A. Zimnyaya and
others in the 70-90s of the twentieth century, competence was considered as a new goal, an
important component of education, including the management of the pedagogical process and the
professional activity of a teacher. Professional and pedagogical competence and its individual
forms are studied in the scientific works of V.A. Adolf, E.VV. Bondarevskaya, other aspects of
professional competence of a teacher are considered in the scientific works of K.A. Abulkhanova,
L.M. Mitina, L.I. Mishchenko, M.V. Prokhorova, E.l. Rogov, D.S. Savelyev, V.A. Slastenina,
U.F. Talyzina, A.l. Shcherbakov and others [4].

To introduce the concepts of "competence" and "competence” into the pedagogical process,
scientists have devoted research papers, revealing the methodological essence and describing them
in various interpretations. The authors of the Explanatory Dictionary edited by D.l. Ushakov, in
order to understand the meaning between "competence” and "competence”, tried to prove that
these concepts differ [5].

"Competence” — awareness, dignity; "competence” — a certain set of professional
qualities and functional characteristics of a person. K.V. Shaposhnikov explains that: "The
category of professional competence, in general, is characterized by a set of integrated knowledge,
skills and experience, as well as personal qualities that allow a person to effectively design and
carry out professional activities in interaction with the outside world." While 1.U. Almazova writes
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that competence is the acquired knowledge and skills of a person in a certain field, and competence
is the ability of a specialist to use competencies qualitatively. According to U.V. Kuzmina,
"competence" is the knowledge and dignity of a teacher, which can be the basis for the
development of another person [6].

Kazakh scientist K.S. Kudaibergenova defines that "competence™ in the field of pedagogy,
translated from Latin "competens”, as a result of special attention to a person's subjective
experience, means well-informed, and an expert in a certain field. She believes that the concepts
of "competence™ and "competence™ differ as follows:

o the difference from knowledge is a form of productive activity, not informational;

o the difference from skills is a conscious activity that is able to change phenomena and
patterns by studying the material and using creativity;

o the difference from a skill is a combination of skills in several disciplines, a general
understanding of the basics of activity, and not an automatic acquisition or change of skills [7].

Sh.T. Taubaeva believes that "competence is a personality trait based on the knowledge
and experience acquired by a person in the process of learning and socialization, defined as his
general ability and readiness for action" [8].

The types of professional competence that B.T. Keuzhebekov distinguishes are shown in the figure.

Special competence is a type of competence in a certain narrow area, where the ability to
design, plan their professional development is expressed.

Social competence is the establishment of cooperation in the professional sphere, the ability
to work together with others, the ability to take responsibility for the results obtained in the field
of professional activity to society.

The competence of a person is au individuality in professional activity, a high level of
proficiency in methods and means of development and self—expression.

Individual competence — the ability to realize their potential, develop their individuality
in the profession, readiness for professional growth, the ability to maintain their individuality,
flexibility in the rational organization of work, to achieve results without difficulty, fatigue [9].

T.P. Terentyeva in her research work divided the competence that is part of the professional
competence of pedagogical specialists into two groups: "individual™ and "general". Individual
competence is a special competence, a system of requirements for specific specialists and their
special knowledge and experience that are necessary for the subject being taught. General
competence is a reflexive, communicative, general pedagogical, technological competence that
must be mastered by each participant in the educational process [10].

According to many scientists, the types of professional competencies of a general specialist
include:

o practical competence — knowledge and application of techniques and technologies in
professional activity, the possibility of professional growth of a specialist, as well as the results of
creative activity;

e social competence — responsibility to society, the ability to make both individual and
group decisions, resolve disputes peacefully, interact with other cultures and religions;

e psychological competence — in the absence of skills and abilities of reflection,
experience of interaction with society, professionalism — remains personal, incomplete;
o information competence — knowledge and ability to apply new information

technologies in professional activity;

e communicative competence — knowledge of foreign languages, as well as a high level
of speech culture;

e environmental competence — environmental responsibility, represented by a set of
knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for environmental activities;

o valeological competence is a healthy lifestyle, which means having knowledge and
skills in the field of health [11].
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Zh.Kh. Salkhanovconsiders competence as a criterion of a person's knowledge in a result-
oriented education system. In his work, the author defines "professional competence™ as a group
characterized by the level of their own professional knowledge, skills, personal abilities, the desire to
constantly improve the level of professionalism, creative and responsible approach to business [12].

Zh.M. Akparova considers professional competence as communicative, regulatory and
intellectual-pedagogical competence:

e communicative competence is a professional integrative quality based on emotional
stability, language skills, listening skills, the ability to reward, politeness, general abilities;

e regulatory competence means a teacher's ability to control their own actions. It includes
purposefulness, planning, constant activity, self—expression, reflection, evaluation of actions, the
main factor of action is kindness, value;

e intellectual and pedagogical competence is a set of analytical skills that are used for
effective learning, as well as the ability to innovate [13].

B.S. Gershunsky believes that "professional competence” is the highest level of education.
"Professional competence™ includes two different aspects: first, knowledge of the science or
sciences that form the basis of a particular profession. Secondly, skills and abilities in applying the
acquired knowledge is practice. In other words, professional competence consists of knowledge in
the field of one's professional activity and the ability to apply and use knowledge in work [14].

Results and discussion

Analyzing the research of all the scientists listed above, the authors came to the conclusion
that the concept of "formation and development of professional competence of future teachers" is
determined by the ability of students to independently solve problems and tasks in education
sphere, self-development based on knowledge, skills and abilities. So, the main components of
teachers' professional competence are communicative and intellectual pedagogical competencies.
As a result of mastering communicative competence, many problems and tasks are optimally
solved through proper communication and occupy a special place in the success of the individual.
Intellectual and pedagogical competence forms analytical skills such as analysis, comparison,
generalization, refinement, flexibility and critical thinking.

Psychologists have studied personality traits and concluded that the structure of any quality is the
same, and it consists of 4 components: feelings, behavior, consciousness and skills (see Table). These
components enhance personal qualities and form the professional competence of teachers [15].

All elements of the formation of professional competence are aimed at the activities of
future teachers, namely the ability to make the right decision in pedagogical situations. The
competent training of professionals is determined by the educational experience gained in the
course of educational activities, the ability to mobilize personal, social qualities and values that
form his professional competence and professional development, the ability to effectively use it in
practice. U.V. Kuzmina classified the professional competence of a teacher as follows:
specialized and subject;
differential psychological (stimulation of consciousness and opportunities for discipline);
methodical (formation of knowledge and skills);
socio-psychological (communicative);
auto psychological (according to personal achievement) [16].

All of the above components of competence can become the basis for the formation of
professional competence of a future teacher. This is due to the fact that students develop
knowledge and skills on the subject according to special competence; in the process of
methodological competence, they master didactic techniques; on the basis of psychological and
pedagogical competence, they develop a culture of communication and increase interest in the
profession. Differential psychological competence shows individual personal qualities of students
and influences their orientation; auto psychological competence allows students to develop
professionally as a result of self-education [17].
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Conclusion

In conclusion, analyzing the above information, the basis for the development of professional
competence of future teachers is the ability to independently solve problems and tasks in the field of
the education, the ability to self-development based on knowledge, skills and abilities. The theory of
the article leads to the understanding that the teacher must have personal qualities, as well as new
knowledge in the field of the education and life sciences. A feature of the pedagogical educational
process at universities is both the personal and professional development of future teachers.

All elements of the formation of professional competence are aimed at the activities of
future teachers in schools and universities, especially the ability to resolve specific pedagogical
situations peacefully. Professional training of specialists is determined by the ability to effectively
put into practice the acquired knowledge, skills, experience, to mobilize personal and social
qualities, values that form their professional competence and development.

THE ROLE OF THE LIBRARY IN PEDAGOGICAL ACTIVITY IN EDUCATION

The article describes the role and importance of the library in the field of pedagogy, its
assistance and services to the educational process. The professional and technical merit of the
teacher is the creation of his own pedagogical activity at a high level, the implementation of
pedagogical interaction and the achievement of the tasks of educating, developing and teaching
students at a high level. The following requirements are imposed on the teacher: creative,
responsible, stress-resistant, innovative thinking and the creation of professional basic knowledge
with a practice-oriented approach to solving pedagogical problems, mastered with the necessary
formation of special activities of the individual, in various forms of life. We will consider what
assistance libraries can provide to the teacher in the course of their activities and how to create
their own documentary and information activities to meet the need for bibliographic information
with various goals provided for in internal and external, subjective and objective objects, and, as
a result, ensure the growth of professional and personal competence.

Information about the authors

A separate file is sent information about the authors in three languages with the following
data: full name, academic title, academic degree, position or profession, place of work (full name
of the organization, city), name of the country (for foreign authors), contact details (e-mail, phone)
of all authors.
