PREVENTION OF ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOR OF ADOLESCENTS

The article analyzes the issues of universal value orientations of adolescents, which are the basis
for the prevention and overcoming of antisocial behavior of adolescents; belief systems, desires,
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continuity of behavior and actions aimed at needs and interests; antisocial behavior, deviant behavior,
moral norms, delinquent and autoaggressive behavior and factors influencing it. The psychological
characteristics of children brought up in families with low social status, with devaluation or ignoring of
the basic functions of the family, with hidden or obvious defects of upbringing are given.

The content of the article focuses on identifying and eliminating the causes and conditions
that can lead to premature antisocial actions.

The psychological features of the occurrence of deviant behavior, the directions of
prevention of antisocial behavior of a teenager, recommendations for updating and qualitative
improvement of preventive training of teachers by analyzing existing psychological and
pedagogical approaches and using them in their own work experience are considered.

FEATURES OF PHOTOGRAPHING THE PLACE OF DISCOVERY OF A CORPSE

D. Ashimova

The article discusses the theoretical aspects of forensic photography as a means of
accurate and objective fixation, which is used during the production of investigative actions and
during operational search activities. Particular attention is paid to the tasks of using forensic
photographing in the production of investigative actions, which consist in a more complete fixation
in the case materials of the observed objects, actions with them, actions of participants and the
environment in which investigative actions are carried out. For these purposes, special techniques
of photographing have been developed and are constantly being improved in relation to the
features of certain objects.

In investigative practice, photography is most often used during the inspection of the scene of the
incident, search, identification, when recreating the situation of the event (i.e., during reconstruction),
when conducting an investigative experiment and checking the testimony on the spot.

Photographing at the scene of the incident ensures the completeness of the fixation of all
objects and the situation at the scene. Fixation is carried out by using special types of shooting,
the purpose of which is a certain systematization of the material captured in photographs and
disclosure of its content in a logical sequence from general to particular. To ensure this purpose,
at the scene of the incident, they perform: orientation, survey, nodal and detailed shooting. This
division is somewhat conditional and is based on the specifics of individual tasks that consistently
arise during the inspection.

The article discusses the features of the introduction and development of tax consulting.

The subject of the study is the relationship between the taxpayer and the tax consultant in
the process of providing the latter with a tax service.

The goal is to study the ways of development and improvement of tax consulting in the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

The methodological basis is represented by the methods of interpretation and comparison,
the economic and statistical method.

The main results of the study are applicable in practice for state revenue authorities, tax
consultants and taxpayers.

The scope of application is represented by the legislative framework of the taxation system
and the draft law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On tax consultingy.

The conclusions made it possible to establish the need for research and determination of
ways for the further development of tax consulting, the formulated author's interpretation of the
term «tax consulting» made it possible to reveal the features and significance of consulting in a
market environment. As part of a preventive measure for the development of tax consulting, an
idea was proposed that reveals the sequence of the procedure for the mandatory conclusion of a
liability insurance contract between a tax consultant and a customer, which will significantly
reduce the risk on both sides.

The article presents the main problems arising in the process of development and formation
of capital in the conditions of digitalization of the economy, as well as possible ways to solve them.
In addition, the influence of capital on labor productivity and its determining factors are analyzed.

Kazakhstan's economy is entering a new stage, new parameters of global socio-economic
transformation and modernization have been established in the country. Advanced educational
technologies are being introduced in all sectors of the economy, where human capital is becoming
increasingly important. The ways of optimizing the activity of human capital in the digital economy
are proposed, as well as the actions of state bodies to solve the problem of adaptation of human
capital in the conditions of digitalization are noted.

Keywords: human capital, digitalization, development, information technology.

Global economic crises pose new challenges and lead to greater state participation in the
economy due to the orientation of state policy to ensure the necessary social protection of the
population. A side effect of the high activity of the state is the unwillingness of the population and
business to take risks and the need to change their behavior as economic agents in the face of
modern challenges. Nevertheless, the digital revolution taking place before our eyes leads to the
fact that Kazakhstan needs to include digitalization as a state policy in its development plans.

In the key world ranking of ICT development calculated under the auspices of the UN — ICT
Development Index — Kazakhstan in 2016 ranked 52nd out of 175, having not changed its position
since 2015. As a result of the implementation of the Program and other strategic directions, the country
will rise in the ranking to 30th place by 2022, 25th place by 2025 and to 15th place by 2050.

Kazakhstan is also a catching up country in the e-intensity rating of the international
consulting company The Boston Consulting Group in terms of the current level of digitalization.
To overcome the catch-up status in the Program requires the presence of revolutionary,
breakthrough measures in all areas of digitalization on the agenda of the countries of the world.

These areas include the digital transformation of traditional sectors of the economy, the
development of human capital, the digitalization of government agencies, the development of
digital infrastructure, as well as a breakthrough in the development of the ecosystem of
entrepreneurship in the field of digital technologies and, as a result, a change in production models
and value creation in the real sector of the economy.

One of the steps to create conditions for the transition to the information society was the State
Program "Information Kazakhstan-2020", approved in 2013. As a foundation for the digital
transformation of the country's economy, this program contributed to the development of the following
factors: the transition to an information society, the improvement of public administration, the creation
of institutions of "open and mobile government"”, the increase in the availability of information
infrastructure not only for corporate structures, but also for citizens of the country. According to the
results of three years of implementation of the State Program "Information Kazakhstan-2020", 70% of
the activities have already been completed, the target indicators have been exceeded by 40%. However,
the rapid development of IT on a global scale dictates its own rules and requires an adequate and timely
response. Therefore, the next step for Kazakhstan is to initiate the process of transformation of key
sectors of the national economy, education, healthcare, as well as the sphere of interaction between the
state, society and business in time.

Kazakhstan is among the world leaders in mineral resources reserves. The country's raw
material base ranks first in the world in proven reserves of zinc, tungsten, barite, second in uranium,
silver, lead and chromites, sixth in gold, twelfth in oil, and fourteenth in natural gas reserves.
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Among the most significant constraining factors for the development of the digital
component of the extractive industry are limited financial resources, lack of qualified personnel
with hybrid specialization — both in the industry and in IT, insufficient understanding of the
economic benefits of digitalization, as well as infrastructure limitations.

Manufacturing industry is a branch of the economy, the development of which is one of
the most important conditions for the sustainable development of Kazakhstan. Manufacturing
industries generate demand for high-tech services, create engineering competencies and high-
quality jobs. At the same time, in terms of technological development, more than 80% of
manufacturing enterprises are characterized by a low degree of automation and the penetration of
digital technologies. So, for example, oil refining currently uses annual scheduled shutdowns of
refineries for repairs, which indicates unoptimized processes of repair and maintenance of
equipment and, accordingly, entails an increase in costs in general.

Today, information and telecommunications infrastructure is becoming an essential
element of economic development. Kazakhstan's consolidation in the global economic and
information space is impossible without a modern, accessible telecommunications infrastructure.
The availability of ICT is the foundation for building a digital economy.

The main component of the developed ICT infrastructure is broadband Internet access.
Broadband access is provided by wired technologies such as FTTc, ADSL and 3G, 4G and satellite
wireless technologies. Telecommunications infrastructure has been created in cities and regions of
the Republic of Kazakhstan to provide the population and businesses with broadband Internet
access; however, today it does not meet the needs of rural residents. In order to reduce digital
inequality, it is necessary to provide rural settlements with broadband access networks more
efficiently and comprehensively.

Governments around the world view broadband Internet access as a key element of their
development programs. The European Union is implementing the Digital Agenda initiative, which
is part of the EU 2020 strategy, where the infrastructure of high-speed Internet access is designated
as the basis of the modern economy of the European Union. The United States funds projects from
the federal budget to expand rural access to fiber-optic infrastructure. Canada in the strategy
"Digital Canada 150" - invests in the expansion of high-speed Internet services for 280 thousand
households in rural and remote settlements.

The digital economy requires the population to have digital skills that allow them to use its
fruits. At the same time, the current level of computer (digital) literacy of the population is 76.2%,
and its growth is necessary in the coming years. At the moment, the Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan is already implementing a number of initiatives:

1) in grades 3-4, the subject "Information and communication Technologies" has been
introduced, forming a general basic knowledge of working with modern information technologies
for their effective use in studies and everyday life;

2) there are 372 robotics clubs that teach the general basics of programming in the
framework of robotics.

At the same time, taking into account the new requirements for the younger generation,
there is a need to revise the content of secondary education through the development of creative
thinking and technical skills.

In technical and professional, higher, postgraduate education according to the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan:

1) on the basis of 3 (three) specialties, the subject "Information and communication
Technologies” has been introduced, forming students' basic knowledge of the use of ICT in
practice within the chosen profession;

2) professional standards are being developed, which will become the main basis for
educational programs of technical and professional, higher, postgraduate education.

At the same time, there is a shortage of ICT specialists in the country's economy today who
have professional knowledge, skills and abilities in their chosen profession.
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Digitalization is significantly ahead of the existing system of production requirements for the
composition of professions employed in the labor market. The lack of an operational link between the
labor market and the education system can simultaneously lead to the training of no longer in demand
personnel and the release of personnel in "dying™ professions. It is necessary to completely revise the
content of all levels of education through the development of digital skills of all specialists.

Targeted state support for startups can be effective, but the main focus remains on systemic
measures: attracting Kazakhstani and foreign entrepreneurs, supporting investors, supporting the
development of infrastructure facilities, developing the regulatory framework, as well as
stimulating demand and providing access to it for small companies.

Accelerating the pace of development of the economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan and
improving the quality of life of the population through the use of digital technologies in the
medium term, as well as creating conditions for the transition of the economy of Kazakhstan to a
fundamentally new development trajectory that ensures the creation of the digital economy of the
future in the long term.

The main directions, ways to achieve the goals of the Program and appropriate measures

The program involves the implementation of a set of interrelated measures that must be
implemented to achieve the key ambitious goal of creating an innovative economy, joining 30
developed countries by 2050 and transforming society and production in such a way as not to be
left out of the modern technological world. Achieving this goal requires consolidation and
mobilization of the whole society, making a breakthrough in a short period of time.

Taking into account the constant emergence of new technologies, innovative methods and
tools in the field of ICT, if necessary, additional initiatives will be implemented within the
framework of the Program.

Successful implementation of this direction by 2022 will mean the following achievements:

1. Increasing the level of labor productivity to the level of the TOP 30 countries of the
world in each of the priority industries.

2. Competitive export production in priority sectors.

3. The capitalization of the largest companies of the Republic of Kazakhstan has reached a
fundamentally new level.

4. Developed local e-commerce.

5. Reducing the share of the shadow economy to a level comparable to the TOP 30
countries in the world.

The widespread introduction of digital technologies will give impetus to the development
of traditional basic industries by ensuring productivity growth, increasing their competitiveness,
including in the international market. Thus, as a result of digitalization, the growth of domestic
exports to foreign markets will be ensured both in the raw materials industries and the agro-
industrial complex, which, in turn, will lead to an increase in the capitalization of the largest
manufacturing companies. Also, in order to increase productivity, the Program provides for the
implementation of a set of measures for technological re-equipment of basic industries, where
elements of Industry 4.0 will be applied.

As part of the event "Implementation of digitalization projects by large mining and
metallurgical companies”, a network of Internet-connected objects, including sensors capable of
collecting and exchanging data coming from embedded systems, will be implemented.

Specific requirements for equipment within the framework of the implementation of
Industry 4.0 projects in the Program will be synchronized with the requirements in the State
Program of Industrial and Innovative Development.

In the long term, the successful implementation of measures will lead to a gradual change
in the structure of the economy, with the strengthening of the role of e-commerce, ICT and
financial sectors, as well as branches of the "new economy".

Digitalization provides extensive opportunities for a breakthrough in the development of
the key sector of the economy for Kazakhstan.
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The vision of the mining industry in Kazakhstan by 2022 assumes the formation of a high-
performance industry with extensive use of autonomous technology and a decision-making system
mainly based on big data analysis. Sensors, sensors and advanced analytical tools will be
introduced throughout the value chain to visualize data, conduct scenario modeling and make
decisions based on them. In addition, the introduction of autonomous technology, regulation of the
main production processes in automatic mode will minimize human involvement and increase the
level of production safety.

ORGANIZATION OF FUTURE PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHER’S
PROJECT-RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

The article notes the importance of training future primary school teachers for project-
research activities. The authors accentuate that primary school is the base where this activity
should be organized in order to realize the inner potential of the younger students. And correct
implementation of the mentioned activity will positively influence on the further successful
studying of children and developing their creativity. Considering the characterizing elements of
research and project activities the authors show the integration of both and give the definition of
project-research activity. The stages of organization of project-research activities and criteria for
evaluating cognitive actions have also been proposed showing the change of teacher’s activity and
student’s activity and the way of their interaction.

Key words: educational research, project activity, project-research activity, primary
school teacher

Nowadays teachers have been required to training of a completely new future educator:
active and inquisitive. At present, in educational practice, much attention is paid to a fresh model
of a student development, where the cognitive activity of the child himself occupies a priority
position. Project-research activity is innovative, including a set of research, problematic, creative
methods that most fully correspond to the nature of the infant student and modern requirements of
education and training. The relevance of project and research activities lies in the fact that,
penetrating all educational areas, enriching the student’s memory, activating thought processes, it
gives students real ideas about the various aspects of the object being studied, about its relationship
with other objects and with the environment. The main problems are identified: its insufficient
development in terms of a holistic approach to the development of a younger student and the
inability of teachers to manage their project-research activities.
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The constant organization of project-research work in a primary school will help to increase
the level of formation of cognitive, intellectual and creative abilities of young students.

What is a research at a primary school? The main node of research in the field of education
is educational research. The main goal of educational research is the development of a young
student as an individual, but not obtaining an objective new result, as we do usually in a science
[1]. At primary school, personal and intellectual development of young students is quite crucial.
According to modern psychological concepts, the intensive development of intelligence occurs
mainly in the early stages of personality formation, namely: by the age of six, this development is
carried out by more than a third, by eight - by half, and by twelve years - by three quarters. Some
authors call even earlier dates and, accordingly, the first years of schooling play an even greater
role in the development of basic personality traits, so the teacher should take special care to
increase the educational and developmental potential of each of his lessons. Factually, educational
research is an educational process implemented on the basis of research technology [2]. In this
regard, there is a need to train primary school students for such activities that teach them to think,
predict and plan their actions, develop cognitive activity, create conditions for independent activity
and cooperation. Therefore, at present, research activities have gained wide popularity. Research
activity is a specially organized, cognitive creative activity of students, in its structure
corresponding to scientific activity, characterized by purposefulness, activity, objectivity,
motivation and consciousness, the result of which is the formation of cognitive motives, research
skills, subjectively new knowledge or methods of activity for students [3].

Moving on to a project activity, it is a way to develop the personality of students and their
professional training [4]. It is well-known that project activity is aimed at getting an idea and achieving
the result of the idea. In this case, students should actively participate in their project work in order to
implement and get the results. So, in our opinions: project activities are step-by-step actions to achieve
the final result, during which existing competencies are developed or new competencies are acquired.

Having considered the above told two activities we agree with the following:

Project-research activity is a specially organized cognitive creative activity of students,
characterized by purposefulness, activity, objectivity, motivation and consciousness, the result of
which is the formation of cognitive motives, research skills, new knowledge or methods of activity
for students [5].

S.T. Shatsky believed that the organization of classes in the classroom is not energetic. He
proposes to organize the work in such a way that the classes are precisely the preparation of lessons at
school, in a suitable environment, under the control of the teacher and with his direct assistance [6].

We consider the following promising elements of the S.T. Shatsky for project-research activities:

- Collaborative relationship between teacher and student.

Organizing the project and research work of students, the teacher does not take an authoritarian
position, on the contrary, a collaborative one. Often even a hidden position, leaving a wide range for
student initiative. The teacher shows himself when help, hints and directions are needed.

- Independence of a student.

The activities of the students can be organized, depending on the type of project, but it is always
focused on independent work, whether it is individual, pair or group work. In this case, children develop
their personal qualities, critical thinking, curiosity and respect for the opinions of others.

- Interest of a student.

It is important to take into account the desires and interests of students in the distribution
of roles, assignments and tasks. Taking into account the interest and experience of students takes
their project-research activities to other level, students will work more efficiently and effectively,
children will learn a lot and quickly from each other.

- Connection of training and education.

Social education is necessary in order to train an educated and creative person capable of
excellent work. In any educational institutions students, doing research work, participating in projects
or visiting research circles, broaden their horizons, get more information and activate their intellectual
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activity outside the educational process, which directly affects the activities of students in the
classroom. Hidden abilities are revealed, research skills are acquired. They already have a different
attitude to study, to their future profession and to the world around them.

The most significant feature of project-research activities organization at primary school is
taking into account their age, psychological and physiological characteristics of a younger student.
It is in elementary school that it is necessary to begin to develop the inner creative potential of the
student, this moment cannot be missed. And at this stage, there is a formation of motivation in
general for educational activities.

The stages of project and research work might be various depending on the type of
assignment. But we suggest the most common and basic phases and their brief description:

1. Introduction to “research”.

Discussing the positive and negative aspects of research for the development of human
civilization; interview of students; identification of interests; involvement of parents.

2. Selecting a topic (problem).

Suggests or leading students to an independent proposal or selection of a topic; discusses
the purpose of the project, if necessary; supervising a student’s work.

3. Goals and objectives.

To change the quality of students' activities; to teach through research.

4. Planning.

Organization of activities; designing of methodology; providing an organizational and
pedagogical support; creating your own control plan; Monitoring the implementation of the plan;
Creating a consultation plan; attending supervisor/curator consultations; executing the plan
according to the given deadline.

5. Identification of sources of information and, collection and clarification.

Application of objective (scientific methods) and subjective (skills, knowledge, abilities) means.

6. Application.

Approbation. Offering several ways to process information and giving freedom of choice;
conducting a question-answer procedure regarding the choice of methods and actions of the
experimental part; requesting interim reports; providing the necessary instruments, laboratory;
performing the experiment step by step; describing the execution and result of the experiment;
using resources to create, store information, processed data; performing conclusions.

7. Preparation and defense.

Working on design; research position; familiarizing with the current position on the design of
the work; preparing a review for the work; improving the shortcomings indicated in the review;
arranging the results; preparing speech, presentation for defense; demonstrating the ability to conduct
a dialogue with the audience, the ability to behave in front of the audience in order to entice listeners.

8. Reflection.

Research thinking; worldview; conducting a reflection of the student's activities, the
formation of skills; qualitative and quantitative monitoring; asking/answering questions;
controlling the logic of his judgments; reflects its actions to prove or disprove the hypothesis;
demonstrating understanding of the problem; realizing the possibilities of self-realization.

The following criteria for evaluating cognitive learning activities are given:

The formation of subject knowledge and methods of action is manifested in the ability to
reveal the content of the work, competently and reasonably, in accordance with the problem / topic
under consideration, to attract existing knowledge and methods of action.

The formation of regulative actions is manifested in the ability to independently plan and
manage one’s cognitive activity in time, use resource opportunities to achieve goals, and choose
constructive strategies in difficult situations.

The formation of communicative actions is manifested in the ability to clearly state and
formalize the work performed, presents its results, and reasonably answers the questions of the
commission members [7].
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Studying this issue we can confirm that the teacher could make the project more self-sustaining.
If you fill descriptions in the activities of the teacher and the student and pay attention to the verbs, you
will realize that the teacher has an indirect role, without interfering with this main work.

The list verbs related to the activity of a teacher and a student:

enlightens analyzes
initiates argues
motivates uses
organizes discusses
watches makes a decision
regulates trains

Of course, this list can be continued and even systematized by types of project or research.
This is not the point, We want to emphasize something else. If you read and think about the
meaning of verbs, then those that relate to the activities of students are “more qualified” and show
the direct actions of students. And teachers have a more facilitating role. If this is taken into
account when drawing up a project, then it turns out that the project can be given an independent
character, a joint character, or a managerial character.

In conclusion, working with students in the framework of the initial foundations of research
and project activities will achieve the most important goals of education:

- independent thinking;
- solving emerging problems;
- skills of forecasting and achieving results in the field of selected subject areas.

Involving students in research and project activities at an early stage of general education
makes it possible to most fully identify and then develop the intellectual and creative abilities of
children. Stimulation of research activity, support of curiosity, the desire to experiment,
independently seek the truth is the main duty of the teacher.

The article deals with the concept of matter and being in the pre-Cratic school. According
to Simplicius, Thales and Hippo “taught that the beginning is water, and came to this doctrine,
starting from a clear appearance ...” Taking one element as a basis, they considered it infinite,
like, for example, Thales water. Anximenes identified matter with air. The primary substance, the
beginning of it is air. The idea of Anaximenes about air as the beginning of the world is associated
with subsequent discoveries of oxygen in the 18th century, in which Lavoisier saw the main element
that forms the basis of all chemistry. According to Anaximander, the first substance is an indefinite
beginning - apeiron - which includes all kinds of substances.

CRIMINALISTIC RESEARCH OF COLD WEAPONS
M. Konysbekova

The article examines the forensic investigation of cold and throwing weapons and traces of
their use. Currently, the concept of "forensic weapons" has received universal recognition and is the
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methodological and scientific basis for the study of the principles of design, the laws of action of
various devices for the destruction (up to the destruction) of humans, animals or other material objects,
the laws of the formation of traces of their use. Thus, forensic weapons can be defined as a field of
forensic technology that studies various types of weapons, ammunition, explosives and explosive
devices, as well as their actions that create methods and means for collecting, researching these
objects in order to uncover, investigate and prevent crimes related to their use and illicit trafficking
patterns formation of traces. The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 30, 1998 No.
339 "On State control over the circulation of certain types of weapons™ defines weapons as devices
and objects intended for living or other purposes, structurally.

Any deeply grounded and sufficiently developed field of scientific knowledge should have
the necessary classification approach. So, in criminology, weapons (at least at the initial stage)
are made from human hands (pistol, rifle, grenade, knife, brass knuckles, etc.). A hand weapon
carried and launched by one person is called an individual weapon.

TYPES AND METHODS OF FORENSIC PHOTOGRAPHY

Forensic photography and videography occupy an important place in the work of internal
affairs bodies and are widely used as a means of recording evidentiary information during
investigative actions. In particular, photographic images make it possible to perceive captured objects
in a subject-spatial form and in a larger volume than their verbal description in the protocol of the
investigative action allows. In addition, the use of photo and videographic research methods
significantly expands the possibilities of forensic examinations. The improvement of forensic
photography, as well as videography, is most closely connected with the development of general and
scientific photography, scientific progress in photo and video technology. The need for a
comprehensive study of physical evidence, a visual and convincing display of the progress and results
of investigative actions require the development of a number of special methods and techniques of
photo and video shooting used in the detection and investigation of crimes. Thus, it can be noted that
the assimilation of technologies of forensic photography and videography currently requires the study
of both its special types and the general basics of photography and video recording, without knowledge
of which it is difficult to master the features of using forensic photographic and videographic methods
and techniques in the practice of investigation and disclosure of crimes.

SCIENTIFIC AND LEGAL BASES OF FORENSIC REGISTRATION
D. Nurbek

The article defines the concept of forensic registration, its goals and objectives, bodies
carrying out registration activities, principles and a number of other provisions. Forensic
registration is carried out in two values. On the one hand, it is an integral part of forensic
technology, and on the other-part of the organization of the disclosure and investigation of crimes.

This duality is explained by the fact that the formation and maintenance of records is based on
knowledge about the detection, consolidation and seizure of objects-carriers of forensic information.
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It is considered that the empirical basis for solving scientific and practical problems in
criminology is the study of two types of activity. Modern criminology cannot give an unambiguous and
unambiguous answer to the question when criminal registration arose, where its "starting point"
began. This is largely due to the shortage of preserved scientific and historical sources reflecting the
first reporting forms used by our ancestors. It is known that the first registration of criminals was
shown on the stamp, tattoo, and kalk. On the one hand, it was a punishment for a crime committed,
and on the other hand, it subsequently acted as a way to establish a person's previous criminal record.
He also revealed the scientific and legal foundations of forensic registration.

The concept of authority has always been an attractive factor for many sociology and
political theorists, and the debate on the concept of authority has gained great importance,
especially in those theories that explain the relationship between the concepts of power and power
and show the differentiation between them. Perhaps the most prominent of these theorists was Max
Weber, who presented an important theoretical classification of types of authority based on
features and characteristics.

Key words: Authority, power, Max Weber.

Introduction:

The development of human societies, the expansion of the circle of activities, and the
formation of new forms of relations were accompanied by the development of many social,
economic and political concepts, foremost of which is the concept of Authority. But this does not
mean that the existence of these concepts is only a result of the development of societies. Rather,
it can be said that the relationship was parallel and that the modernity of some sciences is not
considered an argument for the modernity of those concepts that are naturally linked to the
existence of man and the course of his development.
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It is evident through political, social and even economic opinions and theories that the
concept of authority varies according to the type of activity, its field and the level of its practice.
More than that, the difference goes beyond the essence of the concept of authority in itself, which
created a need to distinguish the concept of authority from some other concepts such as power,
government, state, legitimacy, etc.

What is Authority?

In the context of the conceptual research on the nature of Authority, it is not difficult
to discover the confusion caused by the mix between the concepts of authority, power and
legitimacy. Especially in English. The term power in English is loose and has many meanings,
and authority is one of those meanings. In fact, this form is not only linguistic, but extends to
the essence, due to the long-term intellectual and theoretical link between both concepts, which
has reached the point of integration, especially when talking about political authority and the
tools for exercising it.

Some see authority in its broad sense as a form of power. It is a means by which one person
can influence the behavior of another. However, power and authority are usually distinguished
from one another as contrasting means by which compliance or obedience is achieved. While
power can be defined as the ability to influence the behavior of another person, authority can be
understood as the right to do so. @

As for Max Weber, the difference between both concepts that power is the probability that
one actor within a social relationship will be in a position to carry out his own will despite
resistance, while authority is the probability that certain specific commands (or all commands)
from a given source will be obeyed by a given group of persons. &) Weber has considered authority
as a special kind of power. @

Walter Buckley defined power as Control or influence over the actions of others to
promote one's goals without their consent, against their will or without their knowledge or
understanding. And he defined authority as the direction or control of the behavior of others
for the promotion of collective goals based on some ascertainable form of their knowledgeable
consent. 4 In the same context, Joseph Raz argues that coercive power is not equivalent to
authority. Your neighbor can exercise power over you with threats but that is not authority.
These coercive threats do not amount to authority even in the case that the neighbor may have
legitimate cause for threatening you. Consequently, Raz concludes that it ‘seems plain that the
justified use of coercive power is one thing and authority another’. (5)

On the other hand, the concept of legitimacy has often been used to express the concept of
authority or as one of its synonyms, but it can be said simply that legitimacy takes a place between
the concepts of power and authority. In other words, legitimacy is the quality that transforms a
naked power into a legitimate authority.

That overlap between concepts and the difference in the concept of authority according to
different opinions and social and political schools made it difficult to develop a clear definition of
authority that shows its nature and characteristics. All that has been presented in this field to date
are opinions and theories that have been supported by and criticized.

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Types of authority:

There is no standard or unified basis by which the types of authority can be determined. In our
opinion, such a criterion is not commensurate with the nature of the concept of authority, which takes
social, political, legal and even economic dimensions. But the most important argument about the types
of authority for many thinkers and philosophers remains the division of Max Weber.

According to weber there are three types of authority:

e Traditional authority: Weber suggested that authority in traditional societies is
based on respect for established customs and traditions. Traditional authority is considered
legitimate because it has always been there and has been accepted by previous generations.
This form of authority is sanctified by history and is based on "immemorial custom™. In
practice, it tends to operate through a hierarchical system that assigns each person within the
community a specific situation. ) However, the ‘status’ of a person, unlike modern posts or
offices, is not precisely defined and so grants those in authority what Weber referred to as a
sphere of ‘free grace’ ' Traditional authority is thus closely tied up with hereditary systems
of power and privilege. ©

e Charismatic authority: Charismatic authority: The word Charisma means in the
Greek language "favor freely given" or "gift of grace". the first to use it was "Ernst Troeltsch”,
then "Max Weber", who meant a person's ability to lead and inspire thanks to the strength of
his personality and his genius. This form of authority is based entirely upon the power of an
individual’s personality, his or her ‘charisma’(e), and those subject to this authority are
attracted to those personal qualities of the leader. The allure of a charismatic leader can be
extraordinary, and it can inspire followers to make extraordinary sacrifices or persevere in the
midst of extreme hardship and persecution. Charismatic leaders usually emerge in times of
crisis and offer innovative or radical solutions. They may even offer a vision of a new world
order. Charismatic leaders tend to retain power for short periods and, according to Weber, are
as likely to be authoritarian as they are heroic(o

* Legal - Rational authority: here, obedience is owed to the legally established
impersonal order. It extends to the persons exercising the authority of office under it only by
virtue of the formal legality of their commands and only within the scope of authority of the
office. () This was the most important kind of authority since, in Weber’s view, it had almost
entirely displaced traditional authority and become the dominant mode of organization within
modern industrial societies. Legal-rational authority is clearly distinct from any form of
charismatic authority; but it is also very different from traditional authority, based as it is upon
a clearly defined bureaucratic role rather than the broader notion of status. Legal-rational
authority arises out of respect for the ‘rule of law’, in that power is always clearly and legally
defined, ensuring that those who exercise power do so within a framework of law. From
Weber’s point of view, this form of authority is certainly to be preferred to either traditional
or charismatic authority. (2

John Kenneth Galbraith in his book "The Anatomy of Power" has argued that power
practically falls under three types: 13

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e Condign power: it manages to subjugate through its ability to impose an alternative to
the priorities of the individual or society. This power is subjugated by the threat of severe penalties.

e Compensatory power: it is able to achieve this by offering positive rewards in
exchange for the submission of individuals.

e Conditioned power: there is an exchange of opinion and belief. Through persuasion,
education and commitment, a person submits to the will of others. This last type of power is
compatible with contemporary politics.

Behind these tools stand three sources that distinguish between those who hold power and
those who are subject to it: (14

e Personality: it is the general basis of the leadership element, the personal capabilities,
and any personal qualities that contribute to holding the tools of power.

e Property (wealth): it confers a tinge of power and certainty of purpose and provides
the way for the purchase of submission.

¢ Organization: it is the most important source of power in modern societies and is linked
to adaptive power. Whenever the search for the exercise of power is sought, the need for regulation,
which in turn leads to the required persuasion and submission to the goals of the organization
itself. There is a principled relationship between all the aforementioned tools by which power is
exercised and the sources of power. Personality, wealth and organization combine in a variety of
forces. From here, a variety of tools are formed that unite to impose power. (15

Conclusion:

The concept of authority is a complex concept that includes many considerations and
aspects, and this is what made the concept in itself the subject of debate between the different
social, political and legal schools. In this context It can be said that "Max Weber" was the most
successful in his division of authority, but despite the fact that this division is linked to the social
stages related to the progress of societies, it does not mean that power is always found in one form,
and it is possible for authority to be based on more than one model at the same time. The
development of society in itself does not necessarily mean It is characterized by the emergence of
a specific model from these three models of authority.
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MUTUAL RECOGNITION AS THE CORNERSTONE OF THE COOPERATION IN
CRIMINAL MATTERS OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

The establishment of the European Union was accompanied by many challenges related to
some national laws and their applications to suit the goals and policies of the Union. Cooperation
in criminal matters has been one of these challenges. Although cooperation in some criminal
matters was somewhat present before the founding of the European Union, but the need for
cooperation became more urgent after the establishment of the European Union as a fixed
principle, and this led to the adoption of the principle of mutual recognition as a cornerstone for
cooperation in criminal matters within the European Union.

Key words: Mutual Recognition, Mutual Trust, Arrest Warrant

Introduction:

The establishment of the European Union was accompanied by many fears and challenges,
which were normal in view of the nature of the Union and the different legal and political systems.
Criminal and security issues, in general, were one of the causes of those fears, which cannot be
tolerated because of their direct impact on the interests of individuals and states. From here,
cooperation in criminal matters within the European Union emerged as an imperative, especially
with the free movement of people and goods between the countries of the Union and the criminal
cases that may arise from it. But even that cooperation was not easy in terms of application as well
as theory, and therefore the principle of mutual recognition was adopted to be the cornerstone of
cooperation in criminal matters in the European Union.

1. Historical background of cooperation in criminal matters in EU

Before discussing the principle of mutual recognition in criminal matters in the European
Union, it is necessary to shed light on the issue of the development of cooperation in criminal
matters, which has been a subject of prolonged controversy that accompanied important milestones
in the establishment and development of the European Union. The first signs of the European
cooperation in criminal matters began in the middle of the twentieth century through the European
Convention on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters, which was signed in Strasbourg on
04/20/1959 and entered into force on 06/12/1962. Under this Convention, Parties agree to afford
each other the widest measure of mutual assistance with a view to gathering evidence, hearing
witnesses, experts and prosecuted persons, etc.

The Convention also sets out rules for the enforcement of letters rogatory by the authorities
of a Party (“requested Party") which aim to procure evidence or to communicate the evidence
(records or documents) in criminal proceedings undertaken by the judicial authorities of another
Party ("requesting Party™).

In addition, the Convention specifies the requirements that requests for mutual assistance
and letters rogatory have to meet (transmitting authorities, languages, refusal of mutual assistance).

This agreement was followed by the 1978 protocol, which relates to some procedural
matters and the obligations of states parties.

In 1975, during the meeting of the European Council, an informal group — TREVI
(Terrorism, Radicalism, Extremism, Violence International) was established as a forum of the
operational cooperation between ministries of justice and internal affairs of the Member States,
and It functioned till the entering into force of Treaty on European Union. (¢

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In 1985 the Schengen Agreement was established and entered into force in 1990. This
agreement constitutes one of the foundations of European cooperation in criminal matters in that
it contains articles that deal directly with cooperation in security and criminal matters. Topics such
as police cooperation, cooperation in criminal matters, extradition, drugs and weapons, etc. were
addressed. In articles 39 to 91. 47

The 1992 Maastricht Treaty institutionalized cooperation in the field of justice and home
affairs (JHA) at the level of European integration, as the third pillar of the European Union.
Whereas criminal law authority is an essential factor of the national sovereignty, the third pillar,
similar to the second pillar, remained apart from the Community institutional and legal structure
as an intergovernmental assistance. (18 Before the Treaty on European Union there was not much
co-operation in criminal matters within the Member States. Although European Communities law
had some implications for national criminal law and despite the fact that some Conventions were
agreed upon within the political co-operation, it cannot be asserted that criminal law issues were
formally on the agenda prior to the EU Treaty. (19

The Amsterdam Treaty, which entered into force in 1999, confirmed this cooperation. Then
the extraordinary meeting of the European Council in Tampere in 1999, which resulted in the
development of a five-year action plan to consolidate judicial cooperation. The European Council
at that meeting, declared that henceforth the principle of mutual recognition would be the
‘cornerstone’ of the EU’s action to promote cooperation in matters of criminal justice. o

In 29 May 2000, The Council adopted a Convention to facilitate mutual judicial assistance
between the authorities of the Member States (police, customs and courts) in order to improve the
speed and efficiency of judicial cooperation. It supplements the 1959 Council of Europe
Convention on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters, and its 1978 Protocol.

The Treaty of Lisbon (2007) expressly recognised, for the first time, the competence of the
Union to ensure a high level of security through the approximation of criminal laws, if necessary.
According to this Treaty, substantive criminal law can be harmonised according to three different
legal bases regulation “Euro-crimes”, ensure the effective implementation of EU policies and
protection the EU’s financial interests. (1)

2. Mutual recognition in criminal matters in EU

Prior to the Lisbon Treaty, the EU had only limited and indirect authority to legislate on
domestic criminal procedure. Due to concerns about sovereignty and political sensitivity, member
states did not consider judicial cooperation in criminal matters to be a priority. However, the
development of an internal market that ensured the free movement of people across borders brought
with it new challenges in the form of serious transnational organized crime. The member states decided
that this collective action problem needed to be addressed through common action, which led to the
establishment of a general EU cooperation mechanism via the third pillar through the Maastricht
Treaty. It seemed that attempting to coordinate domestic criminal procedures would be almost
impossible with the third pillar veto, and so it was easier to follow what the member states of the
European Council agreed in Tampere in 1999 to establish the principle of mutual recognition as a
cornerstone of cooperation on matters criminal offenses in the European Union. &2 The new

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instruments of mutual recognition in the European Union took a distinct character from the traditional
international judicial cooperation in that they were designed to work on a semi-automatic basis and
mutual trust inspired by the process of mutual recognition in the internal market. @3

2.1 Adoption of the principle of mutual recognition in EU

In 1998 during its presidency of the European Union, the UK government recommended the
principle of mutual recognition as a new approach to solving problems related to cooperation in criminal
matters.24) The emphasis on mutual recognition was justified by the UK on the grounds that the
differences between Member States’ legal systems limit the progress which is possible by other means
and render harmonization of criminal law time-consuming, difficult to negotiate and unrealistic. 5 It is
well known that this principle has arisen in the internal market with the aim of free movement of people
and goodse, Where the principle had already played an important role in the ‘new approach’ to common
market integration and the EC treaty already stated that it was to be the governing principle in judicial
cooperation in civil and commercial matters. 7 In 2001 the Member States adoption a very detailed
programme of measures to implement the principle of mutual recognition of decisions in criminal
matters, which called on the Council to adopt no less than 24 measures in the field. s’

As for the mutual recognition, there is no legislative definition of the principle of mutual
recognition in criminal matters. The term mutual equals ‘between Member States of the EU’” and
the term recognition is applicable when a foreign decision is accepted in another Member State in
an individual case. Mutual recognition is understood as procedure(s) of national authorities
avoiding central national authorities when a Member State of the EU recognises criminal decisions
of another Member State(s) without cumbersome formalities giving them status of domestic
decisions. 9 According to the Commission of The European Communities:

“Mutual recognition is a principle that is widely understood as being based on the thought
that while another state may not deal with a certain matter in the same or even a similar way as
one’s own state, the results will be such that they are accepted as equivalent to decisions by one’s
own state. Mutual trust is an important element, not only trust in the adequacy of one’s partners
rules, but also trust that these rules are correctly applied.

Based on this idea of equivalence and the trust it is based on, the results the other state has
reached are allowed to take effect in one’s own sphere of legal influence. On this basis, a decision
taken by an authority in one state could be accepted as such in another state, even though a
comparable authority may not even exist in that state, or could not take such decisions, or would
have taken an entirely different decision in a comparable case.

Recognising a foreign decision in criminal matters could be understood as giving it effect
outside of the state in which it has been rendered, be it by according it the legal effects foreseen
for it by the foreign criminal law, or be it by taking it into account in order to make it have the
effects foreseen by the criminal law of the recognising state.” 30

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2.2 Principle’s tenor and its justifications

The essence of the principle of mutual recognition in criminal law is the recognition of
national standards by other EU member states. In that sense as noted by Nicolaides and Shaffer,
"Recognition creates extraterritoriality."’) Accordingly, national standards must be
extraterritorially applied or enforced by another Member State. This recognition of standards
represents a tacit acceptance by national authorities of the national regulatory/legal/judicial system
that produced them in the first place as legitimate. G2 Mutual recognition in criminal matters
involves the recognition and execution of court decisions by judges, in order to primarily facilitate
the movement of enforcement rulings. Moreover, the intensity of intervention of the requested
authority is greater in criminal matters, as further action may be needed in order to execute the
judgment/order. The advent of mutual recognition, the idea was that a judge simply rules on a
matter and that that ruling be recognised by her or his counterparts throughout the EU, and this
without the cumbersome intervention of political authorities. (33

The objective of mutual recognition is to remove the possibility of political involvement
and to avoid a second examination as to the substantive merits of the case. It may be possible to
verify that a decision has been taken by an authority in another Member State, but the merits of
that decision should, in principle, be beyond review. (34 The principle of mutual recognition gives
priority to the interests of individuals over the national interest and the application of this principle
is one of the aspects of the development in the science of criminal justice, as the interest in internal
criminal interests is driven by the interest in individual interests after it was driven by the concern
for the systemic sovereignty and coherence of the national system of criminal justice. (35

3. Applying and evaluating the principle of mutual recognition

Mutual recognition considers final decisions, as well as procedural decisions. As far as
final decisions are concerned, the European Commission argued that the definition of this term
had proven to be difficult—notably of the ‘final” element. A decision as such is understood here
as ‘an act by which a certain matter is resolved in a binding way’. As a working definition of the
term final decisions, the Commission suggested to include ‘all decisions that rule on the substance
of a criminal case, and against which no more ordinary appeal is possible, or, where such an appeal
is still possible, it has no suspensive effect’. (3¢ Mutual recognition appears at all stages of criminal
proceedings—before, during or after conviction—but it is applied differently depending on the
nature of the decision. 37 But, of course, even this principle needed Instruments to ensure its
activation among the member states and its entry into force.

3.1 The European Arrest Warrant (EAW)

In principle, Instruments based on mutual recognition cover areas from confiscation orders,
financial penalties, freezing orders, evidence, taking convictions into account, custodial sentences,
suspended and alternative sentencing and the European supervision order as well as the European
Investigation Order. But the first, and most analyzed, example of mutual recognition in criminal
matters in the European Union has been the European Arrest Warrant. Gs) The Framework
Decision on the EAW was adopted in the aftermath of the terrorist attacks of 11 September 2001.

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the framework decision was intended to replace traditional extradition procedures with a simplified
and expedited procedure for ‘surrender’ of persons convicted or accused of crimes between the
EU Member States. (39’ According the Framework Decision (2002/584/JHA):

‘The European arrest warrant is a judicial decision issued by a Member State with a view
to the arrest and surrender by another Member State of a requested person, for the purposes of
conducting a criminal prosecution or executing a custodial sentence or detention order. Member
States shall execute any European arrest warrant on the basis of the principle of mutual
recognition and in accordance with the provisions of this Framework Decision.’(o

The European Arrest Warrant has constituted a fundamental change in the arrangements
for cooperation on extradition and also set a strong precedent for the application of mutual
recognition in criminal matters in the European Union. This is recognized in the Preamble of the
Framework Decision which states that the warrant “is the first concrete measure in the field of
criminal law implementing the principle of mutual recognition which the European Council
referred to as the ‘cornerstone’ of judicial cooperation”. (41)

3.2 Mutual Trust

In the context of talking about the application of the principle of mutual recognition, it is
necessary to refer to the concept of mutual trust. Especially since there are those who consider
mutual trust a prerequisite for mutual recognition and perhaps its "twin brother”. Mutual trust, as
an idea, was initially perceived as a political postulate. However, along with progress towards
judicial cooperation in criminal matters it became a systemic principle, proclaimed not only as a
cornerstone in the Area of Freedom, Security and Justice, but also as a catalyst for integration. (2’

In 2001, the European Commission introduced a Program of Measures to Implement the
Principle of Mutual Recognition of Decisions in Criminal Matters. This document sheds light on
the specific relationship between mutual recognition and mutual trust. It stipulates that:
“Implementation of the principle of mutual recognition of decisions in criminal matters
presupposes that Member States have trust in each other’s’ criminal justice systems. That trust is
grounded, in particular, on their shared commitment to the principles of freedom, democracy and
respect for human rights, fundamental freedoms and the rule of law”. 43) Mutual recognition is
based on a presumption of mutual trust. The logic is that “the extraterritoriality of judicial
decisions, created by mutual recognition, will only be accepted if there is a sufficiently high level
of mutual trust between Member States™. (44

As the CJEU explained in its Opinion 2/13, that principle requires each of the Member
States, save in exceptional circumstances, to consider all the other Member States to be complying
with EU law and particularly with the fundamental rights recognised by EU law. In the context of
the Schengen regulation, the Court has explained that mutual trust requires that the relevant
competent authorities of the second Contracting State accept at face value a final decision
communicated to them which has been given in the first Contracting State. 45’ An important reason
for the difficulties that mutual recognition is facing is attributed to a lack of mutual trust. In
response, so called ‘trust building measures' have been taken, both legal and non-legal. While
engaging in trust building necessarily implies a lack of (or at least insufficient) trust, mutual

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recognition operates on a trust presumption, as repeatedly confirmed by the Court of Justice of the
European Union (CJEU). 4e' Based on mutual trust, there are very limited grounds to refuse the
recognition and execution of a judicial decision or to raise questions regarding the legal system of
the Member State of the issuing authority. 47

3.3 Principle’s Evaluation

When the principle of mutual recognition in criminal matters was adopted in the
European Union, some supported this principle and some opposed it, and each of them relied
on certain points to support his point of view. It is natural that the supporters of mutual
recognition stem from the factors of security and collective protection of the European Union
countries as a necessity to justify the adoption of this principle, especially since it was
announced after the terrorist attack of 11 September 2001. Mutual recognition is also a means
of avoiding entering into a complex process of harmonizing the criminal legislation of member
states, which may have been almost impossible at the time. The adoption of the principle of
mutual recognition also would activate cooperation in criminal matters and prevent legislative
stagnation in criminal matters within the European Union. &g

On the other hand, opponents of mutual recognition believe that the foundations and
considerations on which mutual recognition is based in the internal market, which are related
to goods, often is not valid as a basis for mutual recognition in criminal matters that are directly
related to the rights and interests of individuals. 49’ Mutual recognition when it comes to
judicial rulings may raise constitutional concerns and may constitute a violation of the basic
rights of persons. A major objection has centred on the abolition of the dual criminality
requirement, which is seen to constitute a breach of the legality principle. While proponents
of mutual recognition have argued that maintaining dual criminality is contrary to the very
principle of mutual recognition, those expressing concerns note that the abolition of dual
criminality is contrary to the principle of legality . As has been noted, constitutionally it is not
acceptable to execute an enforcement decision related to an act that is not an offence under the
law of the executing State. 50>

Conclusion:

Given the reality, and two decades after the adoption of the principle of mutual recognition
in criminal matters in the European Union, it seems that the implementation did not live up to the
aspirations and the state of optimism that accompanied its adoption. It turned out that the
application involved great difficulties that did not receive the required response from the members
of the union, according to reports and studies that dealt with the last stage.

Regardless of the criticisms levelled at the application of the principle of mutual
recognition in criminal matters in the European Union, the application of this principle is, in
my view, an inevitable response to the challenges that resulted from the establishment of the
European Union, especially those related to security issues. This matter shows its results in the
advantages provided by the principle of mutual recognition in terms of spontaneity and speed,
which are difficult to have in traditional cooperation methods, especially with the difficulty of
harmonizing the criminal legislation of European Union countries.

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APPLICATION OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF
PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCIES OF FUTURE MATHEMATICS TEACHERS

The article deals with the formation of professional competencies of future teachers of
mathematics using information technology. The main goal of professional education is to train a
qualified specialist of an appropriate level and profile, demanded and competitive in the labor market,
competent in his profession, ready for continuous professional growth. In the article the conceptual
basis of modeling of subject competence of the future teacher and development of structural model of
mathematical competence of the bachelor as the future teacher of mathematics, making its professional
competence is considered also. At the moment, the mathematical competence of a future teacher has
been studied to a greater extent from general pedagogical positions, on the basis of which its general
structural components, such as cognitive, praxiological, motivational-valuable and reflexive, were
highlighted. At the heart of the solution of methodological problems of training are competently
formulated goals, which are a prerequisite for a fairly accurate diagnosis of its results. In this regard,
the goals of mathematical training of the student as a future teacher of mathematics should be
formulated so that they can be transformed into a diagnostic structural model of mathematical
competence of the student as a future teacher of mathematics.

At the present stage, it is very typical for professional education to introduce innovations
as one of the ways to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the educational process.

The implementation of competency-based approach provides for such training of students
as future specialists, who will develop competencies that will determine their professionalism and
competitiveness in the process of professional activity. The mastery of different kinds of
competences by students becomes the main goal of training. Key competences are determined on
the basis of the main objectives of higher education, social and personal experience of the learner,
his/her activities, which allow mastering social experience, obtaining necessary skills and abilities
for practical activity. One of the main competences is professional competences.

«Competences, as such, have cognitive (knowledge and understanding of professionally
significant information), activity (knowledge, how to act) and personal (knowledge, how to be)
basis. Bachelor's achievements represent quantitative and qualitative indicators of mastering
simulated professional activity and reflect the process of development and movement towards the
goal of professional training - a high level of competencies. Consequently, the results of forming
professional and general cultural competences should include mastered competences, value
attitudes, formed personal qualities». [1]

At present, the competence-based approach is being actualized in the sphere of higher
education. In this regard, the purpose of professional education is to create conditions for self-
realization of students' personality and to form a set of certain competences in them. The
introduction of the competence approach into the system of higher education is aimed not only at
improving the quality of educational work of future specialists, but also at updating the content of
education. It is important to note that there is a transition from the knowledge paradigm in the
educational process to the competence paradigm at the state level. The competence-based
approach causes the reorientation of the educational process from transferring knowledge and
forming abilities and skills to creating conditions for mastering a set of competencies, involving
the development of potential and abilities of a future specialist for professional activities in a
market economy and information and communication space.
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Educational technology is the practice of using various information technologies with the
purpose of facilitating the educational process and improve students’ learning experiences.
Educational technology can be employed in different learning settings, such as, for example,
formal learning, distant learning, on-demand learning and others. In its present form, educational
technology uses the latest achievements of information technologies and encompasses such
approaches as virtual reality, augmented reality, simulation, mobile technology, flipped classrooms
and cloud computing.

One of the driving forces behind students’ academic achievements is their attitude towards
the learning process. Educators must be able to develop, accommodate and support students’
positive attitude and overall satisfaction with the learning process. In the majority of cases, the
most common way in which educators can help students’ attitude is to help the latter achieve their
learning goals. In this process, educators often meet with various challenges aroused from the need
to deal with multiple kinds of students, educational resources, learning environments and
situations. These challenges can hinder the educational process. It becomes of a great importance
for educators to know how to respond adequately to these challenges in the most effective way:.

According to [2], the field of educational technology is based on the following key
concepts, which are given in the Table 1:

Informal Learning Learning activity which usually takes place outside the formal learning context;
includes any form of learning which can occur in the extracurricular activity;
such informal learning activities are intentionally used supplement or
complement formal learning activities and experiences.

Instruction The whole set of activities intended to enable, facilitate and improve students’
learning and performance

Instructional Design The process of planning, managing and evaluating learning activities and
associated resources with the purpose providing support for targeted goals and
objectives.

Intentional Learning Purposeful learning aimed towards achieving specific academic goals and

racticed in the context of formal learning and workplace learning situations
Lifelong Learning A concept referring to the process of permanent learning taken place during a

person’s life. Typically, it is a voluntary process, planned, managed and
regulated by person himself. The main motivations for lifelong learning can be
personal or professional needs.

Media Refers to various means used to store and represent academic information. In the
context of educational technology this term will mostly refer to digital means.
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Multimedia resources Resources that can be found in multiple multimedia formats such text, audio,
video, animated graphics, virtual reality and augmented reality. The wide usage
of multimedia resources in modern educational sectors led to the need in
developing new forms of literacy, such as information literacy, technology
literacy, visual literacy and digital literacy.

Non-formal learning A form of learning lying between formal and informal approaches to learning. It
retains some level of structure, but typically is not as completely structured as
formal learning. Also, its set of academic goals and objectives is not as complete
and explicit as in formal learning. This form of learning usually encompasses
adult learning activities such as, for example, dancing, cooking, learning to play
chess and so on.

Technology Refers to the practical application of theoretical knowledge in some context done
with definite purpose. In the current text, the context and the purpose refer to
education and this concept can denote the educational usage of such devices as
personal computer, smartphones and tablet computers, interactive whiteboards
and so on. In the broader context of educational technology, this concept is
consistently referred to the practice of application of knowledge using multiple
forms of technology, media and associated resources to enable and enhance
various aspects of learning, teaching and academic performance and assessment.

It is a dynamically-evolving sphere of knowledge whose results can be successfully
employed by any academic subject and by any classroom. It evolves dynamically because it must
quickly adapt to and reflect the latest developments and changes occurring in technologies. It is
also very complex as it has to always take into account various factors aroused in the process of
interacting between components and people which constitute and form education system and
learning environment. In most of the cases the connections and relationships between these factors
are not simple and have a tendency to constantly change over time. Educational technology is
interdisciplinary because its practices and approaches involve specialists from different fields of
science and engineering, including psychologists, content designers, technical specialists,
instructors and administrators. In the majority of cases, these specialists have different
experiences, competencies and education.

To get an idea of the scope of educational technology, it is necessary to take a look at the
life cycle of an education system. This example describes the process by which a family discusses
where to go and what to do on the vacation. There are different ways for the discussion to proceed.
The family members can start with their desires or various constraints, such as time, prices,
distance etc. Both ways of discussing the vacation are relevant. Both of the considerations — desires
and constraints — allow to narrow the selection of choices.

In such situations it is necessary to consider all opinions to guarantee the success of
the vacation. As the discussion gets evolved, more compromises start to develop. When the final
decision is reached, it is necessary to perform the distribution of the various tasks related to the
vacation. This example of vacation planning can be viewed as a very simplified model of a much
more complex of educational technology planning.

It is highly probable, that an educational technologist taking part in this process is not an
expert in the content of the course. How then might the process evolve? There can arise certain
questions, concerns and activities which are related to educational technology and constitute the
elements of the course’s life-cycle planning and support. Educators might know that every course
from an academic curriculum involves some form of educational technology and it is educational
technology which to be one of the main subjects of discussion when a new course is introduced.
Educational technology is critical for the process and the larger the scale of the process the bigger
is the role played by educational technologists.

After considering the role of educational technologists in the process of mandating the new
course, it is necessary to start planning support for this course. Planning begins with a school
administrator stating the mandate, according to which, for example, the new course is to be
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conducted strictly online and implemented using the school’s learning management system. The
task of educational technologist at this stage is to try to establish which exact problem is going to
be solved. For example, the administrator might state that there is a gap in the school’s academic
curricular and that namely the introduction of the new course is the way to address this gap.
Discovering the gap is what often referred to as a needs assessment.

This example demonstrates the logic of transition from a problem (the gap in the academic
program) to a corresponding need (i.e., addressing the gap with the new course). A needs
assessment provides a direct way to identify issues and problems and their causes and get prepared
for their solutions. It is very important to dedicate considerable efforts to the exact identification
and determination of problems and associated needs to avoid situations when an unnecessary work
is done or a wrong problem is solved.

The next step after identification of the problem is setting the goals of the effort of
addressing the problem. Using these goals, it becomes possible to determine whether the effort is
successful or not and start considering the solution approaches and the solution itself. It is to be
done keeping in mind the goals as the latter serve as indicators of whether the selected solution is
successful. The framework for the solution approach is created after the requirement analysis.

As the effort evolves, its scope is expanded. This expansion is called the mission creep.
More specifically, mission creep is the gradual expansion of a project or effort beyond its original
goals, objectives and scope. Some view that the mission creep is an undesirable effect which can
hinder the achievement of original goals and objectives set before the original project or effort.
Originally introduced in the context of military operations, nowadays this term is widely used in
educational disciplines.

Educational technology is multi-faceted, having multiple aspects and dimensions,
concerning the processes and roles involved. Educational technology is characterized by the
diversity of people, technologies, problems and solutions involved. The integration of educational
technology implies the complexity of challenges and problems.

«The development of professional competencies of students will be more effective if the
following pedagogical conditions are implemented:

- using the possibilities of information technologies of interactive learning, forming
professional knowledge and skills of students;

- activation of students' reflective activity by developing their creative approach to problem
solving, abstract, algorithmic thinking and logical inference skills, ability to conduct conceptual
data analysis, etc;

- implementation of interdisciplinary links in the learning process;

- development and use of professionally significant problem tasks that allow students to
gain skills necessary for future professional activities». [4]

The activity of a modern teacher of mathematics in terms of his/her professional features
is characterized by outpacing, innovative and project nature, and as a consequence, the
fundamental requirement for the professional qualities of the teacher is the ability to master the
innovative technologies of designing mathematical content, methods, forms, means of education
according to the goals, objectives, priorities and requirements of the federal state educational
standard of general education set by society.

Thus, the professional competence of a mathematics teacher represents both a certain level
of preparedness in mathematics, possession of psychological and pedagogical and methodological
knowledge and skills, and the presence of appropriate personal qualities.

The need to form a reflexive position of the future teacher-psychologist in the professional
training of the university is due to the fact that universal human orientations are becoming
dominant in modern society. Today's education is focused on the harmonious development of the
individual and universal ideals, the humanistic approach to education is becoming increasingly
important, all of the above and determines the objective need for changes in the professional
training of the future teacher-psychologist. Under these conditions, it is necessary to search for a
different content of the activity of a teacher-psychologist, the introduction of new methods and
technologies of his work.

The professionalism of a teacher-psychologist is manifested in his competence and skills,
thanks to which his professional activity is carried out qualitatively. Based on this, in order to
improve his qualifications and pedagogical skills, the formation of a reflective position in the
training of a teacher-psychologist is a necessary condition.

The student’'s knowledge of his specialization, the perception of the inner world and the
search for a place in communication with the outside world, the introduction of various methods
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in their activities are one of the main elements of the reflective position. It should be concluded
that one of the sources of the existence of the person himself is the existence of human activity,
therefore, to achieve the goal, reflection includes many mental functions. L. S. Vygotsky writes
that “reflection is expressed in the “normal duality of consciousness”, a person, on the one hand,
is the subject of reflection (“I am the controller”), and on the other hand, the object (“I am the
performer”), thus the individual controls his actions and deeds. Also, it is important to touch upon
the fact that a person's ability to reflectively analyze is the result of his understanding of the
relationship between individuals [1]. After all, one can reflectively evaluate oneself only in the
process of interaction with people, students, colleagues, when a person tries to understand the
feelings and thoughts of others and tries to look at himself from the outside.

According to the psychophysiological approach (G.S. Sukhobskaya, Yu.N. Kulyutkin), the
process of forming the reflective position of the future teacher-psychologist is “the inner part of
the activity, its psychological part, the premise of which is natural for everyone in the form of a
physiological mechanism of treatment, however , the human psyche makes a certain path until
such a position is fully formed” [2]. The foregoing shows that this is a long and difficult process
that makes a person go through a long path of professional development, confirms the ambiguity
and continuity of the formation of the reflective position of future teachers.

In the process of passing educational practice, students, future teachers-psychologists
experience some difficulties in their professional activities, it is these difficulties that in a certain
way contribute to the formation of their reflective position. Experts are inclined to believe that the
reflexive position of the teacher-psychologist allows, in this case, to draw certain conclusions [2]:

a) analysis by the teacher-psychologist of his own and other people's previous life
experience, in the future, in his professional activity, taking into account this experience; making
decisions and ways of solving problems of labor activity, with the help of this experience.

b) in the absence of such experience, the educational psychologist draws up a plan for
further actions, taking into account some parts of the analysis of past experience.

Reflection is a process of cognition by a personality of other individuals, “the process of
mirror reflection” of a person by a person [3].

The reflexive position of the future teacher-psychologist can be interpreted as - “setting
and rethinking by the individual of his own previous experience, which reflects problem-conflict
situations and awakens his active effective attitude towards the “I” to his own behavior and
communication, as well as to the ongoing activities » [4].

The orientation of the personality, which is manifested in the goals, abilities, interests,
aspirations and values of the student's personality, also affects the reflective position.

The accumulation of social experience by a future specialist is of great importance for the
professional activity of a teacher-psychologist, since it forms the following foundations in the
learning process:

- knowledge (scientific concepts);

- skills (ability to perform activities based on knowledge);

- skills (professional, spiritual, mental and other skills). The psychotype of personality,
character traits, the ability of a person to argue, the ability to reason are necessary factors in the
formation of a reflexive position of a future teacher-psychologist. “Character is typical, stable and
characteristic personality traits, manifested in behavior research and attitude of a person to others” [5].

“A reflexive position is a professional quality of a person that allows the most effective
and adequate implementation of reflexive processes, guarantees the process of development and
self-development, a creative approach to the professional activity of a psychologist and the
achievement of maximum efficiency and effectiveness.” [6].

The structure of a reflexive position implies the performance by a person of certain
functions designed to solve the problems of professional activity at an effective professional level.
The component of the reflexive position of the individual is intuition. With the help of it, the future
teacher-psychologist should adequately assess the current situations:
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- taking into account the non-verbal manifestations of the individual (facial expressions,
gestures, body language);

- the ability to apply intuitive understanding and empathic thinking in communication with
the counselee, such deep communication itself already has a positive effect [7];

- understanding the client's subjective life reality, in this case, the educational psychologist
tries to understand the person's thoughts, “entering his shoes™ [8];

- the ability of a teacher-psychologist to manage risks and behave professionally in a risk
situation.

At the same time, a reflexive position as a renewal of aspirations, value orientations,
methods of activity, formed ideas about one’s personality and future professional activity, attitude
towards oneself and others also includes the opportunity for teachers to move towards self-
development, which allows one to make contribute to an emotional review and "test" your
strengths and weaknesses.

“As a form of cognition, reflection is not only a critical, but also a heuristic principle that
acts as a source of new knowledge” [9]. Another important element of the structure, therefore, may
be the criticality and ability to analyze, self-knowledge and his spiritual world formed in the
personality of the teacher. The inner spiritual world or spirituality is impossible without the
sensory experience of the individual, a developed ability to observe and self-observe.

Understanding the content of self-knowledge by a person, applying the principle of
thinking and various forms of research that should be carried out within the framework of higher
psychological and pedagogical education, will provide a solution to the problems of professional
training of a specialist in such a way that he has formed a clear idea of his place in the framework
of future professional activity.

That is, the implementation of the strategy of the humanistic orientation of higher
psychological and pedagogical education should be directed to the formation of humanistic self-
awareness, worldview, understanding of the world, in other words, the spiritually developed
personality of the future teacher-psychologist. [10]. At the same time, an important part of the
reflective position of the future teacher-psychologist is the manifestation of spirituality and his
moral self-control. In the conditions of exacerbation of interethnic conflicts in a multinational,
multiethnic environment, it is necessary to actively form the interethnic tolerance of young people
by developing a reflexive and tolerant position, and in the international educational space, where
the reflexive position of the future psychologist-teacher is being formed, it can be excluded as the
most important axiological method based on moral values of the individual.

The next important structural element of the reflective position of the future teacher-
psychologist is self-esteem, self-awareness, values and beliefs. And will is a mental reflection of
reality, which allows a person to overcome difficulties, solve problems, achieve goals. All this
helps the individual to regulate their mental processes and their actions, to control their activities.
The professional self-awareness of a teacher-psychologist is expressed in reflection by such
concepts as self-criticism, self-esteem, self-control of the image of “I”, self-analysis, self-
improvement, I-concept. In the functional sphere of activity of a teacher-psychologist, there is an
awareness that the results of professional activity lead to the formation of the "I': "I - reflexive"
and "I - reversible™, "I" - physical and "I" - a living organization. nism. The procedural component
of the consciousness of the professional "I" is the awareness of the formation of one's personality
in the profession” [6].

Zimnyaya |.A. developed two basic structures of reflective skills. In the first structure, she
singles out reflexive skills as a separate group. In the second, in each group, he singles out general
professional skills - design, cognitive, organizational, communicative, constructive, and also
singles out individual reflective skills. In the second structure there is a certain kind of reflection.
Namely, in cognitive skills (the ability to analyze strengths and weaknesses in one's activity and
personality, to solve educational problems; to find the cause of errors in one's own activity; the
ability to restructure activity); in design skills (the ability to analyze the subject before studying
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by students and correlating the material of the lesson with the course); in organizational skills (the
ability to coordinate joint activities with students, organize their interaction with each other,
interaction with parents, colleagues, organize training in such a way that students can express
themselves); in constructive skills (encourage students' interest in interesting and unusual aspects
of the subject); in communication skills (control and understanding of the emotional state of the
individual, self-regulation, opinion about a person based on observations of him and the nature of
his actions; knowledge of the mechanisms of advisory and communication communication,
understanding of mental states, the ability to analyze the personality of a student, the ability to
diagnose student mistakes , correct mistakes, empathy).

Thus, the structure and content of the reflective position of the future teacher-psychologist
includes the interrelation of components: cognitive-analytical (cognitive activity, colored with
positive emotions, mastering the conceptual-categorical, specialized apparatus of reflection used
in professional activities; a tendency to analyze, competence, rational knowledge, rethinking by
the teacher-psychologist of his experience, reflection of the problem and, as a rule, an effective
attitude to his activities, communication and behavior, his own "I", correlation of his own
experience as with the experience of others, manifestation of the ability to critical evaluation of
the solutions obtained.); need-motivational (interested, emotional and sensual, attitude to one's
profession, and life in general, to the knowledge of other people; the need to resolve pedagogical
doubts; identifying difficulties, their boundaries and solutions; searching for possible opportunities
for action and behavior ); communicative and relational (effective communication, manifested in
the ability to build interpersonal relationships. This criterion allows you to correctly build the
communicative relations of the participants in the course of the pedagogical process in order for
communication to be productive. The teacher's ability to reflectively evaluate their personalities is
developed on the basis of a reflective attitude towards oneself and one's own activity, in empathy
- the desire to understand the feelings and thoughts of people, the development by a person of the
basics of relationships between people in the process of interacting with others); emotional-activity
(emotional rethinking by the teacher-psychologist of his activity on the basis of different ways and
forms, in particular, the ability of the individual to concentrate on his own thoughts, abstracting
from the world. The teacher-psychologist reconsiders his shortcomings and merits, actively
discusses conclusions, interpretations, concepts, hypotheses, etc.); semantic (manifested in the
correct presentation of oneself to students as a specialist, as well as professional identification of
problems, ability to solve them. The future educational psychologist must understand that
reflective thinking is an important part of his activity, he must be able to focus on his thoughts,
actions and deeds, must identify their weaknesses, thereby designing and improving his activity);
professional research (professionalism, striving for innovation; propensity to analyze one's
professional activity; striving for self-improvement and self-realization, a set of ideas about the
reflexive processes of the professional activity of a teacher-psychologist).

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CONTENT CHARACTERISTICS OF PROFESSIONALLY SIGNIFICANT QUALITIES
OF A SPECIAL TEACHER

The article deals with the content characteristics of the professionally significant qualities
of a special teacher. One of the topical areas of theory and practice of higher pedagogical
education is the process of formation of professionally significant qualities of future specialists.
The following groups of professionally significant qualities of a special teacher can be
distinguished: the pedagogical orientation of the personality (positive emotional attitude towards
children and the profession, universal values); communication skills (sociability, ability to listen,
ability to communicate); organizational skills (ability to organize and include in various
activities); empathy (ability to sympathize, empathy); creativity (ability to be creative); reflection
(the ability to analyze one's own activity, the activity of others); professional knowledge
(knowledge of special psychology, pedagogy and methods).

Key words: special teacher, professionally significant qualities, pedagogical orientation,
creativity, empathy, reflection.

Currently, one of the topical areas of theory and practice of higher pedagogical education
is the process of formation of professionally significant qualities of future specialists. Different
views on the professional activity of a teacher have led to different approaches to the definition
and content of the necessary personal and professional qualities. In the first case, professionally
significant qualities are understood as a set of knowledge, skills and abilities that a teacher must
possess in order to effectively carry out his professional functions. In the second, it is a set of
personal qualities that provide a positive result of pedagogical activity.

Taking into account these provisions, we carried out a theoretical analysis of the structure
and content of professionally significant qualities of a teacher, based on the ideas of B.G.
Ananyeva, L.I. Bozhovich, L.S. Vygotsky, A.N. Leontiev, S.L. Rubinstein, B.M. Teplov about the
problem of personality in psychology and research N.V. Kuzmina, A.K. Markova, L.M. Mitina,
V.A. Slastenina, A.l. Shcherbakov devoted to the study of the personality of the teacher and his
professionally significant qualities.

The recent increase in the number of children with various kinds of disorders in
psychophysical development necessitates the quantitative and qualitative improvement of the
process of professional training of teachers with higher defectological education.

Our analysis of the psychological and pedagogical literature made it possible to establish
that at the present stage of the development of science, the concept of "professionally significant
qualities” has a multifaceted character and there is no single interpretation of it.

In the studies of N.V. Alisheva, A.S. Egorova, N.B. Rebrova, published in the collection
of scientific papers "The development of professionally important functions as one of the
directions for improving the training of vocational school students” (JI., 1983), professionally
significant qualities are understood as "certain professionally significant signs or parameters by
which the effectiveness and reliability of human activity are assessed ". According to B.J.I.
Marishchuk, professionally significant qualities are individual dynamic personality traits, certain
mental and psychomotor properties, physical qualities that meet the requirements of the profession
for a person and contribute to the successful mastery of this profession.

V.D. Shadrikov believes that “general somatic and neurodynamic properties of the human
body, properties of mental processes, orientation of the personality, its needs, interests, worldview
and beliefs, moral qualities” can act as professionally significant qualities [1].

From the point of view of P.B. Toropov, professionally significant qualities are the
individual qualities of the subject's personality that contribute to the effective mastering of the
profession during training, during the period of adaptation and in the course of direct activity, as
well as the successful performance of professional functions [2].

E.A. Klimov [3] notes that all people differ in personal qualities, among which there are
professionally significant ones. "Any quality in one case will be professionally valuable, and in another
it will oppose successful work." He notes that "professionally valuable qualities in each case are not
arranged side by side, but form something whole, a system™ that includes five basic components:

- civic qualities - the ideological, moral character of a person as a member of a team, society;

- attitude to work, interests and inclination to this profession;

- legal capacity (general, physical, mental);

- single, private and special abilities;

- skills, habits, knowledge, experience.

According to A.l. Shcherbakov [4], the structure of professionally significant qualities of
a teacher includes the following:

- individual psychological characteristics (cognitive interests, love for children, integral
and creative character, pedagogical abilities, independence, efficiency in solving vital tasks);

- general civil qualities (humanism, diligence, optimism);

- moral and pedagogical qualities (social activity and pedagogical orientation, scientific
erudition, a high level of moral relations with people, self-awareness);

- socio-perceptual features (high level of development of social perception, intellectual
qualities, temperament properties, high culture of speech);

- practical skills and abilities (general pedagogical, general labor, communicative, self-educational).

A.K. Markova [5] believes that the structure of a teacher's qualities can be represented by
the following blocks of characteristics:

| block. Objective characteristics:

- professional, psychological and pedagogical knowledge;

- professional pedagogical skills.

Il block. Subjective characteristics:

- professional psychological positions, attitudes;

- personal characteristics.

L.M. Mitina [6] identifies the following professionally significant qualities: pedagogical
orientation, pedagogical goal-setting, pedagogical thinking, pedagogical reflection, pedagogical tact. The
author considers each of these qualities "as a combination of more elementary and particular personal
properties, formed in activity and to one degree or another dependent on hereditary inclinations."

V.A. Slastenin [7] includes in the structure of professionally significant qualities of a teacher:

- qualities that determine the social and public orientation;

- qualities that determine the professional and pedagogical orientation;

- qualities that determine the cognitive orientation.1

Particular attention should be paid to the study of the structure and the content of
professionally significant qualities of a special teacher.

Features of the professional activity of a special teacher necessitate the formation of a
number of specific professionally significant qualities even at the stage of professional training in
a pedagogical university.

The goal of defectology education is not only to train a specialist with a high level of professional
suitability, but also to form a positive psychological orientation for the upcoming activities in the
upbringing and education of various categories of children with special educational needs.

In the dissertation research E.V. Shivrina [8] defined and characterized professional norms,
standards of behavior and activities of a teacher of special education, the formation of which
occurred under the influence of numerous deontological concepts. The author singled out non-
formalized and formalized norms of behavior of a special teacher.
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Non-formalized norms are defined as systems of "oral law" that are passed down from generation
to generation and constitute the main ethical and pedagogical concepts of the teacher's activity.

Defining the professionally significant qualities of a special teacher, I.P. Podpasy identified two
main groups: human (humanity, kindness, patience, decency, honesty, responsibility, commitment,
generosity, respect for people, morality, optimism, balance, interest in the pupil, goodwill, friendliness,
restraint, dignity, patriotism, spiritual sensitivity ) and professional (love for children, diligence, hard
work, discipline, the ability to set a goal, organization, perseverance, justice, skill, pedagogical tact,
knowledge of pedagogical theory, knowledge of child psychology, possession of methodology,
possession of advanced technologies, exactingness, justice, feeling humor) [9].

A.D. Goneev identifies the following personal qualities of a specialist in this field: empathy,
psychological competence, delicacy and tact, humanity and humanity, mercy, organizational and
communication skills, extraversion, high spiritual culture and morality, social intelligence, the ability to
be interesting to others and not formal in work with children, focus on the interests, needs and protection
of the human dignity of the child, the ability to maintain the confidentiality of service information and
personal secrets of the pupil, the desire to constantly improve professional knowledge, honesty, moral
purity in professional affairs, respect for the ethics of relationships with people, and others [10].

Along with the listed professionally significant qualities of a special teacher N.M.
Nazarova highlights such as physical endurance, high resistance to infectious diseases, stable
mental health, correct speech [11].

Thus, the following groups of professionally significant qualities of a special teacher can
be distinguished:

- pedagogical orientation of the personality (positive emotional attitude towards children
and the profession, universal values);

- communication skills (sociability, ability to listen, ability to communicate);

- organizational skills (ability to organize and include in various activities);

- empathy (ability to sympathize, empathy);

- creativity (ability to be creative);

- reflection (the ability to analyze one's own activity, the activity of others);

- professional knowledge (knowledge of special psychology, pedagogy and methods).

It follows that the result of the formation of professionally significant qualities should be
the presence of certain professional knowledge, skills and a set of personal qualities that meet the
requirements of the profession in the future teacher-defectologist. In turn, the specified set of
personality traits should be a unity of moral, psychological and professional components
(ideological and political, professional awareness, personal experience in the field of the chosen
profession, personal position in choosing a profession, duty and responsibility, collectivism,
comradeship, diligence, organization at work).

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FORMATION OF CONFLICTOLOGICAL READINESS OF FUTURE TEACHERS-
PSYCHOLOGISTS

A.Zh. Sapargaliyeva, A. Zhan

The article deals with the problem of formation of conflictological readiness of future
teachers-psychologists. To determine the essence of the concept of "conflictological
readiness”, an analysis of the concept of "readiness” in scientific sources was made. Based on
the analysis of scientific research aimed at studying the problem of conflictological readiness
and one's own ideas about conflictological readiness, three components are distinguished in
its structure: cognitive, practice-oriented and personal. The cognitive component assumes
knowledge by future teachers - psychologists of the nature, types and features of conflicts,
factors influencing their occurrence. Practice-oriented component, which includes:
Predictive-projective readiness, communicative readiness and readiness for self-regulation.
The personal component includes motives, goals, values, attitudes reflecting the professional's
tolerant attitude towards the participants in the educational process.

Key words: professional training, teacher-psychologist, readiness, conflict,
conflictological readiness, components.

Currently, the development of higher education system is expressed in the orientation
towards a fundamentally new quality, the main social meaning of which is that the graduates of
educational institutions should have general cultural, professional and professional competencies
that meet modern needs of the state, society, labor market and individual needs, and, at the same
time, ensure the readiness to perform professional activities.

Based on the state regulations in recent years, one of the important aspects of training future
educational psychologists is the development of competencies related to diagnosis, prevention and
resolution of conflicts, which is due to the growing conflict in society and, consequently, is reflected
in the professional standard "educational psychologist”, which states that an educational psychologist
should be ready to perform the functions of diagnosis, prevention and resolution of conflicts.

Pedagogical science has revealed the essence of the concept "preparedness of specialists
for professional activity” and its types: psychological preparedness (L.I. Berezovskaya,
A.A.Derkach, M.l. Diachenko, L.A. Kandybovich, N.A. V. Kuzmina, V.A. Slastenin,
V.D.Shadrikov, etc.); readiness for professional activity in conditions of interpersonal conflict
with its subjects (G.M. Boltunova, Z.Z. Drinka, L.D. Naumova, L.I. Savva, etc.).

However, conflictological readiness as a type of professional readiness of a teacher-
psychologist is understudied.

The solution of this problem necessitates a new look at the training of future educational
psychologists capable of resolving conflicts in the educational process. This is determined, first of
all, by the requirements of the Professional Standard for Educational Psychologist where the skills
of diagnosing, preventing and solving conflicts in educational environment are defined as working
skills. Consequently, a modern educational psychologist should be prepared to work with conflicts.
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The formation of conflictological preparedness occupies a special place in the training of
future educational psychologists, in their ability to competently organize and carry out work on
the implementation of the tasks of professional activity. The need to prepare future educational
psychologists to resolve conflicts arising in everyday activities is a particularly urgent problem at
the present stage of development of society.

However, as a pedagogical category, conflictological preparedness of future educational
psychologists remains understudied so far.

To determine the essence of the concept “conflictological readiness”, we turned to the
analysis of scientific sources. The concept of "readiness" is considered both in psychology and
pedagogy [1; 2; 3].

Theoretical analysis of scientific works has revealed multidimensional and multifaceted
approaches and interpretations of the concept of "readiness”. In order to formulate our own opinion
regarding the key concept of our work, we will try to consider it in a planned and aspect-oriented
way. First of all, let us turn to dictionaries. Dictionaries interpret the term "readiness” as "a state
of doing something”, "a state in which everything is done, everything is ready for something",
"inclination towards something, wish to contribute to something™ [4]. [4]. From these definitions,
readiness, in common usage, is both the disposition to do something and the ability to do it, as well
as the result of accomplished actions.

Continuing the research, let us further turn to scientific sources. In the Dictionary of
Psychology, readiness is interpreted as an attitude to perform a certain action [5]. At the same time,
from the point of view of the structure, the attitude implies special knowledge, abilities and skills,
the ability to counteract obstacles that arise in the process of activity performance, assignment of
personal meaning to the performed action. In the same vein, Y.L. Neimer in the Psychological
Dictionary defines the concept "readiness"” as an active-action state of a subject with an attitude of
behaviour and mobilised forces in the realisation of tasks [5]. Readiness is understood as the
activity of psycho-physiological systems of a personality, providing qualitative realization of
necessary actions.

One of the types of professional preparedness of a future educational psychologist is of
interest for our study - conflictological preparedness. To analyze the concept of "conflictological
readiness™ it is necessary, in our opinion, to first define the meaning of the term "conflict”, which
will help to note the specificity of this very readiness.

The analysis of scientific works helped us to make a number of important conclusions: -
the conflict in this work we will understand as the most acute way of resolving significant
differences in views, interests, values, which manifest themselves in negative emotional and
emotional reactions in several participants in a given situation;

- To describe the conflict we will use the following terminology: conflict subjects
(participants), conflict situation (consequence of various dual contradictions, coordination
changes, individual and production relations, etc.), pre-conflict state (such kind of state, which is
inherent without any emotions of counteraction).

It can be concluded that when conflicts arise, it is difficult to overcome the situation on
one's own and one needs a helper who is ready and able to resolve them.

A future educational psychologist, in accordance with the requirements of the Professional
Standard, must have knowledge about the conflict itself, technologies of its diagnosis, prevention,
resolution, as well as a set of professionally important qualities, which together form the basis of
conflictological readiness.

Let us now consider the essence and structure of the key concept of “"conflictological preparedness”.

L.l. Berezovskaya, following A. Skok [2], associates conflictological readiness of a person
with the ability to understand and accept tolerance as a value that allows one to live with other
norms and values, which helps one to further take a position that leads to a constructive exit from
a conflict situation.
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In professional terms, G.M. Boltunova and V.A. Slastenin understand the conflictological
readiness of future teachers-psychologists as the unity of theoretical, psychological and practical
readiness to resolve conflicts [6; 7]. In the same aspect, the meaning of the term "conflictological
readiness™ is presented in the Pedagogical Encyclopaedic Dictionary and is interpreted as a
professional’s orientation to solve professional conflictological problems and practical readiness
to resolve conflicts in the process of professional activity [8]. Both definitions note the importance
of the practical component of conflictological readiness, but the former adds theoretical and
psychological components to it, while the latter adds motivational components, which gives an
idea of the views on the structure of the studied readiness.

By identifying the motivational component of conflictological readiness, we talk about
constructive conflict position of a specialist, which is presented as a system of attitudes and
assessments of conflictological experience, conflict reality and perspectives and determines the
direction of conflict actions and behavior of a specialist. Of key importance for constructive
conflict position are value orientations and professional goals in the conflict, which also influence
dynamic and structural characteristics of the conflict.

Analyzing the works of G.M. Boltunova [6], K.M. Durai-Novakova [9], N.V. Kuzmina [10],
V.A. Slastenin [11], we noted that the first one identified several conflictological skills constituting
conflictological readiness, the others consider "conflictological readiness” as a set of personal qualities
necessary for effective performance of functional duties. These approaches suggest that
conflictological readiness is primarily comprised of skills, and secondly, of personal qualities that
allow a professional to act successfully in a conflict situation. These include the ability to see and
understand conflict, the ability to predict and assess its consequences, to know and master diagnostic
methods, to be able to prevent and correct conflict situations, and to use conflict to educate.

N.V. Kolosova studies conflictological readiness from the competence approach [12]. From
her point of view, this readiness should be considered as the possession of conflictological knowledge
in conflict awareness and the use of abilities and skills in conflictological activities. This approach also
includes a set of competences that a teacher-psychologist should master. The indicators of the
formation of conflictological readiness researchers call the optimal choice of conflict strategy by a
specialist; self-management of negative emotional states in a conflict situation; the ability to manage
(influence) the opponent of professional conflict as a result of reflexive self-determination on the basis
of constructive conflict position. At the same time, stability in demonstration of effective activity in a
conflict situation and orientation of the conflict in its resolution in a progressive direction is the main
sign of formation of conflictological readiness.

The material analysed above has led to the following generalisations:

- Conflictological readiness in terms of its content is a type of professional readiness;

- readiness is seen as an attitude, a pre-activity state, aspiration, position related to a
constructive way out of a conflict situation; in terms of professional activity, readiness is related
to the transfer of one's position and conviction in constructive resolution of conflict situation into
pedagogical environment in order to influence and manage the conflict participants;

- Conflictological readiness is an activity formation, the ability to implement
conflictological functions related to the diagnosis, prediction and resolution of conflicts;

- Conflictological readiness is related to emotional and personal qualities, which are
expressed in terms of "reflection™ and "professionally significant qualities”.

Given the views of our predecessors, let us move on to substantiate our own ideas about
the structure of conflict readiness.

Primary in any chain is the desire to engage in an activity. This desire, aspiration (motives,
needs) determines the orientation of a person and affects the selected goals, so it is important in
describing the structure of the studied competence to consider motives, needs, goals of a person,
determined by the subject of activity - conflict and behavior in it as a professional. In this regard,
motives, needs and goals of professional activity reflect the desire and aspiration for professional
solution of problems related to the emergence, study, resolution of conflicts.
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A person in the process of professional activity should be based on certain values (value
of peace, value of human well-being, etc.) and demonstrate the formed value orientations and
attitudes in their daily work. This is expressed in the personal qualities that determine the
success of professional work: mindfulness, discernment, tolerance, empathy, etc. In addition,
the structure of a personality dealing with conflict includes volitional qualities that allow
implementing the goals of professional activity to the end: purposefulness (ability of a person
to subordinate his/her actions to a certain goal), determination (ability to quickly make and
implement decisions), persistence (ability to go to the end with full tension of physical and
moral strength); self-control (ability to ensure domination of will over emotions, take the only
correct decision in the most difficult situation); courageousness (ability to take the only right
decision in the most difficult situation). All these constitute the personal component of
conflictological preparedness.

- Based on the analysis of scientific research aimed at studying the problem of
conflictological readiness and our own perceptions of conflictological readiness, we identified
three components in its structure: cognitive, practice-oriented and personal.

- 1. Cognitive component implies that future teachers-psychologists know the nature,
types and characteristics of conflicts, the factors influencing their occurrence, strategies and tactics
for their resolution, knowledge of diagnostic technologies, conflict prevention, conflict resolution.

- 2. Practice-oriented component, which includes:

- - Predictive-projective readiness is a scientifically grounded assumption about
possible variants of conflict development, behavior of opposing parties, its likely
consequences and adequate selection of methods and technologies of diagnosis, prevention,
conflict resolution; also this element characterizes the ability to project own actions on conflict
management, self-education in the field of conflictology.

- - Communicative readiness implies knowledge of effective communication technologies
and the ability to apply them in the process of interaction with the parties to the conflict, taking
into account their individual-psychological characteristics, as well as the use of communication
technologies in order to diagnose, prevent and resolve conflicts.

- Self-regulatory or readiness for self-regulation, in our view, is the ability, in the pre-
conflict moment or at the moment of conflict development, to emotionally control one's own
behaviour. It allows for the possibility and willingness to empathise, empathise, self-reflect and
introspect in relation to the parties to the conflict.

- Technological readiness assumes fluent knowledge of diagnostic technologies, conflict
prevention and resolution, as well as organizational and managerial technologies necessary for
establishment and functioning of reconciliation services in educational organizations.

The personal component includes motives, goals, values, attitudes reflecting tolerant
attitude of a professional to participants of educational process and arising problems, aimed at
helping to resolve the conflict situation; availability of such personal qualities as fairness,
friendliness, moderation, attention, patience, objectivity and impartiality, intuition,
professionalism necessary for working with conflict.

Thus, conflict awareness does not form on its own, which implies the need to develop a
scientifically structured learning process for its formation. Therefore, there is a need to build a
model for the formation of conflictological preparedness of future teachers-psychologists in the
process of professional training in higher education institution.

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THE SPECIFICITY OF THE WORK OF THE SPEECH THERAPIST IN THE
CONDITIONS OF THE INCLUSIVE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT

The article discusses the specifics of the speech therapist's work in an inclusive educational
environment.

Inclusive education is focused on the child himself, regardless of his characteristics,
excludes the alienation of such children from society and communication with peers, creates the
conditions necessary for their development and normal socialization and adaptation, focusing on
the needs of children. The system of inclusive education includes all educational organizations of
different levels: preschool, school, professional and higher.

The high-quality professional training of future speech therapists should include their
general personal education, which will be integrated with its most diverse components:
operational, motivational and meaningful.

Key words: professional training, speech therapist, specifics, inclusive educational
environment, motivation, content.

Today, inclusive education is becoming more and more popular, as it enables children with
special educational needs to receive a quality education. In many countries of the world, inclusion
is no longer an innovation, but a completely ordinary and well-established system in all directions,
which was created in order to include all children (including children with disabilities and those
with special educational needs) in a single educational a process where a special environment will
be created, special conditions for their full development and socialization will be developed, the
learning process will be focused on the trend of individualization and differentiation.

The theoretical substantiation of the inclusive model of organization and implementation
of the learning process has been studied and considered by many researchers: M.S. Artemyeva [1],
E.A. Ekzhanova [2], N.N. Malofeev [3], E.A. Strebeleva [4], L.M. Shipitsyna [5].
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Despite the existence of a large number of works on the possibility of applying the system
of inclusive education in our country in practice, when trying to implement it in educational
organizations of various types, it causes many difficulties and problems.

The problems of inclusion are becoming very relevant today, as changes are taking place
both in the social sphere (growth in the birth rate among the population, the dynamic life of society,
which determines the employment of parents in production, the unwillingness of many parents to
recognize this fact when they give birth to a child with special needs) and in the field of education
(the reduction in the number of kindergartens associated with their closure in the nineties of the
last century, when the birth rate fell sharply and such a number of preschool organizations became
simply unnecessary, they were transferred to other departments).

Inclusive education is focused on the child himself, regardless of his characteristics,
excludes the alienation of such children from society and communication with peers, creates the
conditions necessary for their development and normal socialization and adaptation, focusing on
the needs of children.

However, inclusive organizations will work successfully only when there are specialists
who have special training or retraining necessary to work with special children, when teachers
themselves and parents of all children begin to understand their special role in the effectiveness of
this process, such specialists, of course, include a teacher-speech therapist. There is a need to
strengthen the readiness component of future speech therapists who will work in the system of
inclusion, to create the necessary conditions for the educational process to be organized taking into
account the individual needs of children belonging to any group of inclusion, it is also necessary
to work aimed at educating parents of normative children (such work is being successfully carried
out in many countries of the world, for example, in Finland).

As the analytical work carried out in educational organizations of various levels shows us,
a large number of current teachers are not ready to work with "special™ children, they do not know
the specific features of the work of inclusive educational organizations, many modern teachers
have not formed or are formed at a low level. professional competencies necessary for successful
work in an inclusive environment, many teachers do not seek to improve their competence in this
area, they have various professional stereotypes and fears of working with children with special
educational needs and disabilities, so today there is a great need in modeling the psychological and
pedagogical training of future speech therapists who are able to work effectively in inclusive
educational organizations of various types.

The high-quality professional training of future speech therapists should include their
general personal education, which will be integrated with its most diverse components:
operational, motivational and content. Qualitative preparation for future professional activity
should also be aimed at acquiring not only special knowledge for one’s profession, mastering skills
and abilities in the field of professional activity, but also developing one’s personal sphere.

In order to organize and implement a high-quality upbringing and educational process
for all children, without exception, regardless of their mental and physical capabilities, to
create the necessary special pedagogical conditions for them that contribute to the socialization
and self-realization of all students, it is necessary to prepare such special students (teachers,
speech therapists, defectologists), who will have the formed psychological and pedagogical
competencies that they need to work in the system of inclusive education. The future teacher
(speech therapist, defectologist) in their professional activities should be oriented towards the
principles of humanism, be able to treat all people with respect, humanely, be able to monitor
the learning process conducted by them, be able to diagnose the level of formation of the
necessary knowledge, skills and skills of students, their personal sphere, teach normative
children the ideas of humanity and tolerance in dealing with special children, be able to
combine various forms in their work: individual, group and collective.
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A future specialist in this area of training should have a number of special social and
personal competencies, which include the following: to be a citizen and patriot of one's country;
be able to carry out social interaction; be communicative; be able to be humane and tolerant, defend
the interests of children, respect their rights; lead a healthy lifestyle and promote it among children;
it is easy to relate to criticism from others, as well as to have the skills of self-criticism; master the
skills of teamwork.

All of the above competencies of a future speech therapist should be formed along with
professional competencies in several areas of their future professional activities: diagnostic,
educational, educational, correctional and developmental and consultative, educational and
methodological, innovative, research, information and educational, organizational and managerial
activities. The educational and educational process of training future speech therapists,
implemented in the system of higher education, should be directed to the formation and
development of all these competencies. The presence of these competencies among future
specialists will give them the opportunity to work in any system where specialists in this area of
training are needed.

The system of inclusive education includes all educational organizations of different levels:
preschool, school, professional and higher. All these organizations will be united by one goal - to
create special comfortable conditions for people with special educational needs, as well as to create
a special inclusive environment in which people with any nosology will feel comfortable learning.
All these measures are equally aimed at the technical equipment of educational organizations and
at developing special courses for teachers, speech therapists, defectologists, aimed at developing
their interaction with persons related to inclusion.

One of the goals implemented in the course of the experimental work was to identify
the features of the work of a speech therapist in inclusive educational organizations, where the
created inclusive environment becomes one of the important conditions and has its own
specifics, since this environment should contribute to any child an opportunity for his
socialization and education.

In organizing the process of inclusion in educational institutions, one should not forget
about the experience of integrated learning, it is also necessary to use the experience of correctional
educational institutions in our country, which has been accumulated over many decades of separate
work, in these organizations, depending on a particular nosology, a special experience for working
with children with special educational needs, special conditions have been created for their
adaptation and education, special methods and techniques have been developed, it is simply
impossible to refuse this experience.

According to S.1. Sabelnikova, those educational organizations that have accepted the idea
of inclusive education are more interested than others in establishing interaction between all
participants in the educational process so that every child feels comfortable and reliable in these
conditions. Through this interaction, one can understand the characteristics and capabilities of each
child individually, choose the most effective methods and techniques for working with each of the
children, identify zones of proximal development for special children, and monitor the
achievements of each child [6].

However, the interaction between all specialists should be systematic and become the basis
for creating a special base that will make it possible to conduct a regular qualitative analysis of the
results of the correction process.

In the conditions of work in the system of inclusion, the nature of the work of a speech
therapist also changes, it reveals its own characteristics. Thus, a speech therapist teacher, prior to
conducting remedial classes with a child, must first conduct a diagnostic examination of children,
understand the cause of speech disorders in a child, identify their origin, then, together with other
specialists, taking into account their recommendations, develop an individual strategy or route of
work with each the child individually to prevent the development and progression of possible
concomitant abnormalities in the child.
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In his work, a speech therapist teacher can use a number of effective technologies, which
include the technology of learning in the game, which is most often used with children of preschool
and primary school age, when the game activity of the child is leading; dialogue training, which is
aimed at developing the communicative abilities of children with special educational needs, this
technology contributes to the development in such children of the skills of expressing thoughts
aloud, the ability to answer questions and understand them, the ability to ask if something is not
clear; advanced learning technology, which contributes to the development of the child in the near
future and is based on the zones of the child's proximal development; computer technologies that
can make the process of upbringing and learning easier and more interesting, as they make it
possible to use various computer didactic games in their work, which are very interesting for
children, especially for children with special educational needs, since these technologies can also
make it easier for them, one of the most difficult processes to master is writing, and when using a
computer and specially designed programs, you can make the process of learning to read and write
more effective and interesting, keep the child's desire to learn, which is a very important condition
for the success of learning; health-saving technologies that allow enriching and diversifying speech
therapy classes, stimulating the child to complete tasks: sand therapy, kinesiology, playing
exercises, logorhythm and many others.

It is also necessary to consider the specifics of the work of a speech therapist at school,
since in the conditions of inclusion this activity also has its own characteristics. A speech therapist
working at a school is also focused on working with children with a variety of nosologies, these
are far from always only children with speech disorders, children with intellectual disabilities and
with a concomitant lag in speech development can also study at school Therefore, a speech
therapist teacher simply needs to constantly look for new effective methods of work for any child
in order to be able to increase his level of ability to work, switch attention, and motivate him to
learning activities.

The biggest difficulties for teachers working in inclusive educational organizations are
associated with the inability to develop adapted educational programs for special children, which
must be developed for each individual child, taking into account his nosology and focusing on
special standards developed for this Today is just for elementary school. The creation of special
programs is also required for children with severe speech disorders, which is directly related to the
activities of a speech therapist as one of the specialists in an inclusive school. To develop this
program, a speech therapist teacher must certainly have special knowledge in the field of sciences
related to speech therapy. One of the forms of work of a speech therapist is his participation in the
psychological, medical and pedagogical commission, which is carried out with the participation
of a large number of specialists and is aimed at developing recommendations for organizing the
educational process for a child with special educational needs.

When conducting speech therapy classes with children with special educational needs, the
teacher-speech therapist should select special methodological and didactic material that
contributes to the development of tolerance and sociability in this category of children, for this the
teacher-speech therapist must improve his knowledge in various areas related to speech therapy :
pedagogy, psychology, defectology, must constantly study the regulatory framework that regulates
the process of inclusive education. Each speech therapist must be able to work in a team, since
work at school involves interaction with various specialists, with social activists, parents of
children, which implies that the speech therapist has good knowledge, a developed communicative
culture, media culture, the ability to perceive criticism and to be able to get out of conflict
situations, to be able to solve them, and not to ignore, not to run away from their solution, not to
let everything take its course. To do this, a speech therapist teacher must have the competence,
which implies the ability to teach his pupils to restrain their emotions, regulate their behavior, and
feel the emotional state of another person.

In the course of work in inclusive educational organizations, a speech therapist should be
focused on the constant development of his potential both in methodological and scientific terms,
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so he should always strive to replenish knowledge in the field of inclusive education in order to be
able to create the necessary conditions for effective personal and psychological development with
special educational needs, including children with severe speech disorders, while implementing
their activities in educational organizations, to study the constantly changing legal documents
governing work in the system of inclusive education.

Based on the studied material, we can conclude that in order for the process of teaching
and raising a child with special educational needs to be effective, it is necessary to create special
conditions that take into account the abilities and capabilities of this child, it is necessary to create
a special developmental environment in an educational organization, to identify for a child with
each nosology, special means, forms, methods and teaching methods that will contribute to the
successful socialization of a child with special educational needs, will form his ability to interact
with his peers, stimulate learning activities, therefore, the implementation of the ideas of inclusion
Is necessary for modern society and is relevant. However, inclusion requires the training of special
specialists who can work with children with various nosologies, who are positively disposed to
this work, motivated, and have special psychological and pedagogical competencies.

METHODS AND MEANS OF INVESTIGATION OF TRACES OF CRIME AND
OTHER EVIDENCE

When examining the scene of the incident, as well as during other investigative actions,
material traces of the crime and various items containing information of forensic significance are
seized. This includes information about the sources of information, the exit mechanism, the persons
who committed the crime, the methods and methods of their actions, as well as other circumstances
relevant to the case. In addition, the carriers of this information are often micro-objects,
microprints or traces that cannot be detected directly on the spot using technical and forensic
tools at the disposal of the investigation team. A complete study of these traces, as well as the
identification of an object by its traces in order to establish a connection with the crime scene, is
possible only with the use of methods and means of expert research.

After a brief explanation of the development
of the international water law at the global level, the development of the international water law at
the regional level is exampled with an assessment of the European region.

Principles of international water law

International water law consists of the principles of international customary law next to the
international agreements and fundamental principles of law. In this context, international
customary law originates from the consistent practice of the state and became a substantial part of
international water law.s3 The sovereignty of the state which is limited by its territory provides a
right to freely dispose of, explore, and exploit any resources.s4 Therefore, the limitation of the
sovereignty of a state is shaped by the sovereignty of another state over transboundary resources.
The exemption of the sovereignty of the state and an example of the limitation of the state
sovereignty can be addressed by the principles of the international water law.

A substantial part of the international customary law consisted of the essential rules on
water management that had been developed by the riparian states of freshwater resources. Among
the essential rules, there are chief principles that can apply to all types of joint freshwaters such as
equitable and reasonable utilization, prevention of significant harm, and notification and
consultation considering planned measures. The right of water use for the riparian states excepted
within the frame of limited territorial sovereignty theory. In the context of this theory, states are
not permitted to utilize an international watercourse to a certain extent to create serious damage to
the equitable use of the other riparian states.ss

The basic rightss of a riparian state is “an equitable and reasonable allocation from the joint
international watercourse”.57 In other words, the equitable and reasonable water use principle for
transboundary watercourse management is accepted as the soul of international water law.ss It
means riparian states shall benefit from the joint watercourse taking into account the dependence
of the other riparians as well. The principle of equitable water allocation derives from the concept
of limited territorial sovereignty which restricts the states and motivates them to respect the needs
of fellow riparians.se By the guidance of this principle, the aim is to find an adequate balance in
the utilization of the international watercourse of the riparian states.so Moreover, this principle has
a broader aspect than only regulating the amount of water allocated for the use of riparian states.
It can be interpreted to a certain extent that includes the protection of the water as well. The
principle had adopted to guide the transboundary water management in the Helsinki Rules in 1966
for the first time. As it is explained in the following section, the adoption of the principle in the
Helsinki rules and later codification in the UN Watercourses Convention achieved a great
breakthrough taking into account the formation of the regulation of equitable and reasonable
utilization in international water law.e1

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The principle of prevention of significant harmez is addressed as the second obligation for
the riparian states of a joint international watercourse. Prevention of significant harm that is also
known as “not cause significant harm” or “no significant harm”, means not causing any substantial
harm to the other riparian state(s) as a result of an action considering the shared watercourse.s3s As
the previous principle on equitable and reasonable utilization, this principle of “not cause
significant harm” also originates from the theory of limited territorial sovereignty. Adoption of
this principle has consequences on both water allocation on the joint watercourse utilization and
environmental protection of the joint watercourse.e4 This principle is connected to an order of
Roman law that indicates to not use any personal property in a way to injure a property that belongs
to someone else.ss Moreover, the practice of the “not cause significant harm” principle is reliable
and secured by the UN Watercourses Convention.se

At this point, it is worth recalling the concept of limited territorial sovereignty which is the
core value behind the principle of equitable utilization and no significant harm. In this situation,
the 2008 Draft Articles on the Law of Transboundary Aquiferse7 have significant importance in
the codification of the theory of limited territorial sovereignty on the transboundary aquifers.
Article 3 stipulates that taking into account the transboundary aquifers, all the aquifer States have
sovereignty on the joint aquifer limited with its territory.es However, still, the practice of
transboundary groundwater disputes is not certain for the international water law.s9

The third fundamental principle of the international watercourses assigns an obligation to
the riparian states to protect the joint watercourse and the ecosystem that originates from the
general obligations of the international environmental law. In this principle, the international
watercourse is taken into account as a whole including both the ecosystem and the watercourse
itself.7o Therefore, this principle demands states to make provisions for the unwanted
transboundary effects of toxic substances over the other riparian state(s), international
watercourse, and its ecosystem to protect the region.7:

The principle gains more importance in case of an action that might affect the interest of
another riparian state (s). To protect the rights of all riparians, this principle is implemented to a
certain extent that the riparian state that plans to assess a new project shall notify the other riparian
state(s) and in case of a request, riparian states shall conduct a consultation72 over the plan.73

Chiefly acknowledged that neighboring riparian states are obliged to cooperate concerning
transboundary water management. Cooperation in the field is vitally important in the protection,
preservation, and direction of the watercourse. To prevent inducing any significant harm in the

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interest of other riparian states, the obligation of notification is accepted as a part of the
implementation mechanism of the fundamental principles of international water law. For efficient
notification, riparian states shall notify each other about the possible transboundary effects of the
planned projects promptly about the outcomes of the environmental impact assessments.74
Moreover, riparian states are also obliged to consult each other if a plan or a project might have a
significant negative transboundary effect on the other riparian state(s).7s However, not only for
plans over the shared watercourse but regarding ensuring equitable and reasonable water use,
riparian states shall regularly consult each other.7e Finally, another obligation of the riparian states
of a transboundary watercourse is to regularly exchange data and information.7z This obligation
comply with the principle of equitable and reasonable utilization and no significant harm, otherwise,
it is almost impossible for the other riparian state to adopt the needed measurements to prevent any
significant harm or retain the equitable and reasonable use of the shared water in the absence of
exchange of data and information.7s Overall, the common objective of the abovementioned principles
is to decrease the negative transboundary effects on the riparian state(s) and support the stability of
peaceful interstate relations.7e Fundamental principles of the international water law derive from the
limited territorial sovereignty theoryso and introduce ground rules considering the shared watercourses
for the prevention and settlement of possible disputes.

Development of international water law

This chapter of the article focuses on the development of international water law. It
highlights the evaluation of the structure and the context of the regulations considering the
international water law on the European continent. Therefore, contemporary circumstances of the
European countries are evaluated within the frame of this chapter taking into account the influence
of the European Union.

The fact that water is an irreplaceable vital resource for humankind, control over the major
water sources has been always the proof of power. While all the states are willing to control the
natural sources under their rule, some of them were more powerful than others. Therefore,
inequation in power lead states to compromise on their inquiries to form a stable relationship with
agreements. The evaluation of the content of the water-related agreements has changed after the
improvements in the economy and technology.s1 Taking into account the European region, the
water relations were limited with border demarcation between states, transportation, and trade well
into the beginning of the 20th century. On contrary, the focus on the use of Euphrates and Tigris
Rivers, Nile and Indus waters were more human consumption-oriented.s2

Protection of the environment and the international watercourses are critical parts that
international water law is concerned about. The increase in human population and the waves of
the industrial revolution are addressed as the major reason for watercourses pollution. In the
evaluation of the international watercourses treaties, the development of the regulatory approach
is detected clearly. In the early examples of international watercourse treaties, the focus of the
regulations was the protection of water for human consumption. However, contemporary examples
of the treaties have been bringing attention to the establishment of water quality standards and
regulations on wastewater treatment.ss As a result of the hydrology having been improved over
time, the scope of the treaties of “international water” developed to be more extensive. In the early
examples of the international watercourse treaties, the aim was the finalization of a conflict among
the states. However, by that time, the intention of the states evolved to introduce an institutional

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management system into the international watercourse.ss Therefore, riparian states are committed
to cooperating on the utilization of common watersheds, and the implementation of the cooperation
will be governed by joint institutions.ss

From 1700 through 1930, the majority of the international water-related agreements
focused on navigational regulations. Elevation of the urbanization, population, and industrial
requirements over the water have changed the allocation of water utilization.ss To meet the
expectations of the new circumstances, water allocation was redesigned regarding the demand for
agricultural irrigation, city water supply, and energy production. Therefore, from 1931 until 2000,
water allocation and water utilization had been issued more than other topics.s7 Moreover, the
topics of water management considering the non-navigational usage of the water, such as
boundaries, allocation, utilization, etc. continuously debated between riparian states as to matters
of dispute. It is a fact that water is a limited natural resource. Therefore, regarding the nature of
the water as being limited, many questions had arisen on water allocation and whether the priority
of water use should be given to the user or area of utilization.ss Altogether, changing circumstances
lead to changing demands that increased the international disputes which resulted in the
constitution of numerous international agreements on the management of water utilization.se

In the sources of the international water law, the rights and duties of the riparian states have
been established with various multilateral and bilateral agreements on water. Numerous
agreements in global and regional point on international water management. Only among and
between European countries, over 40 agreements are concluded to establish the general rules and
regulations on the utilization and protection of freshwater resources.s The Peace of Westphalia in
1648 brought free navigation on the River Rhine. Later the Congress of Vienna in 1815 stipulated
the freedom of commercial navigation for the rivers of Western Europe in the Final Act of the
Congress.o1 The General Treaty of Peace in 1856 followed the system of the Congress of Vienna
and introduced the freedom of navigation on the River Danube for all countries. A remarkable
initiative, the establishment of the river commissions was also introduced with the Final Act of the
Congress of Vienna in 1815 and the General Treaty of Peace in 1856.92 Later on, the Treaty of
Versailles in 1919, classified the most important rivers of Western and Eastern Europe as
international rivers. Therefore, within the regulations of the Versailles Treaty, namely the Rhine,
Meuse, Elbe, Oder, and the River Danube opened for trade.s3 However, the non-navigational uses
of the rivers were underrated. Contrarily, water allocation and utilization gain more attention next
to the concept of navigation in the treaties signed in the early 20th century.o4

The early examples of legal regulations of the water utilization of the international
watercourses traced back to the 19th century, to the era of the Holy Roman Empire taking into
account the writing of commentators.es However, the real breakthrough happened in 1911 with the
adoption of the Madrid Resolution on International Regulations regarding the Use of International
Watercourses by the Institute of International Law. The Madrid Resolution had introduced
prohibition over the water which result in serious effects on the downstream riparian for
contiguous and successive watercourses.ss Many drafts on the matter had been introduced to the

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use of states such as the Salzburg Resolutions in 1961 and the Athens Resolutions in 1979 by the
Institute of International Law. Among those, Salzburg Resolutions stipulates a ground rule for the
dispute settlement among riparians in a connection with the equitable utilization principle. As
mentioned, the Resolution declares that riparian states shall settle any dispute considering the
concept of equity within the special focus on the individual needs of the states. Also, the Resolution
stipulates procedural regulations on the dispute settlement mechanism which is the negotiation
method to be applied to any water-related disputes among the riparian states.s7

In the case of transboundary waters, both conflicts and regulatory attempts originate in the
first half of the 20th century. In 1932, a conflict arose between the French and Dutch governments
due to the transboundary effects of the water pollution on the downstream riparian. The resolution
of this conflict leads to the establishment of one of the most important examples of the basin-based
water management commission which is the International Commission for the Protection of the
Rhine. Therefore, the commission was acknowledged officially in the Bern Convention of 1963.
The practice of the International Commission inspired the creation of the International Convention
of Helsinki about Transboundary Rivers and Lakes in 1992.98 In 1971, the Ramsar Convention
was adopted concerning the protection of wetlands to constitute the framework of the national
regulations and international collaboration.

Meanwhile, several initiatives of the International Law Association has been accepted
by the United Nation International Law Commission such as the Helsinki Rules on the Uses
of the Waters of International Rivers in 196699 and the Draft Articles on the Law of the Non-
navigational Uses of International Watercourses in 1994.100 Among the aforementioned
regulations, the Helsinki Rules shall be highlighted taking into account that it is the primary
initiative of an extensive codification of the international watercourse management. The
general concept of the United Nations International Law Commission Draft Articles on the
matter of international watercourses formalized the United Nations Convention on the Law of
the Non-navigational Uses of International Watercourses in 1997.101 Both the Helsinki Rules
of 1966 and the United Nations Convention of 1997 sourced from the state practices on the
shared uses of international watercourses as well as dispute resolution mechanisms.102 In the
meantime, Helsinki Rules apply the drainage basin approach within the scope of equitable
utilization on the matter of the usage of international watercourses. It should be underlined
that Helsinki Rules is the first example of a substantial principle of international customary
law of waters, equitable and reasonable use of water is written down.103 Moreover, the concept
of reasonable and equitable distribution of waters is explained within the frame of significant
harm. Finally, the scope of the Helsinki Rules includes water pollution, navigation, and dispute
settlement procedure on the international drainage basin management. 104

In 2004, International Law Association approved an extensive regulation on Water
Resources named the Berlin Rules to take the place of the Helsinki Rules.i0s The scope of the
Berlin Rules includes both national and international surface water and groundwater with a special
focus on sustainable utilization of water and reduction of environmental harm. Moreover, the
rights and obligations of the parties are determined next to the provisions over the extraordinary
circumstances. Finally, what is special in the Berlin Rules is an extensive stipulation on

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groundwater management that is considered the codification of the international customary law of
groundwaters.10s Compared to the Helsinki Rules, the Berlin Rules have not played a decisive role
in the actions of states.107

In the second part of the 20th century, non-navigational use of international waters rapidly
increased. As a result of this action, pollution in the international watercourses became a primary
concern for the stakeholders.108 Therefore, the first conference on the environment that was held
by the United Nations, the United Nations Conference on the Human Environment in Stockholm
in 1972, protection and operation of the freshwater resource regulations affected by the principles
of environmental law.109 It was recommended to the International Law Commission adopt a
progressive approach and work on the law of the non-navigational utilization of international
waters.110 As a result of this great initiative, numerous draft articlesi11 were processed to be the
first international convention on the non-navigational utilization of international waters.112 The
United Nations Watercourses Convention of 1997 (UN Watercourses Convention) consists of 37
articles that constituted nearly 20 years. The articles are placed under 7 different parts namely,
introduction; general principles; planned measures; protection, preservation, and management;
harmful conditions and emergencies; miscellaneous provisions; and final claises. Therefore, the
UN Watercourses Convention stipulates the equitable & reasonable utilization, prevention from
creating significant harm; and advertises the peaceful dispute resolution mechanism.113 To finalize
a dispute, the UN Watercourses Convention introduced a dispute resolution mechanism in which
states of dispute may settle any disagreement in peaceful manners. The UN Watercourses
Convention advised that in case of a dispute, a pre-constituted international committee shall
consider the disagreement to detect the fact. After the detection of the fact, states may solve the
issue within the negotiation or mediation mechanism. In case of an unsuccessful attempt, states
are recommended to take the case to arbitration or the International Court of Justice.114 The UN
Watercourses Convention aims to introduce and maintain worldwide comprehensive regulations
on water governance that influenced several regional regulations. However, in environmental,
human rights, and financial aspects, the UN Watercourses Convention is argued to be out-of-
date.115 The articles of the UN Watercourses Convention are guided by the fundamental principles
of international water law. Both “equitable and reasonable utilization” and “no significant harm”
principles are codified in the UN Watercourses Convention. Moreover, the relation between these
two principles was highly controversial during the debates over the text of the UN Watercourses
Convention. In the end, the priority of the “equitable and reasonable utilization™ principle is
accepted over the “no significant harm” principle.116

Regional cooperations and collaborations in the field of water led states to create regional
laws. A well-known example of the concept of regional law is the case of the European Union. In
1957, the European Economic Community is established and became the coordinator of the region
considering the water law and management. From 1973, the eight Environmental Action
Programmes are adopted and implemented in water governance. The aim of the Programmes
maintain public health, protect the environment, and harmonization of the related rules into the
European Community regulations. However, the aim of the European Community developed
during the time taking into account the changing structure of mutual needs.117 From 1973 until

The period from 2002-2012
was the implementation phase for the 6th Environmental Action Programmeai1s that focused on the
environmental protection with a special focus on the protection of the natural sources regarding
water management. The water protection strategy was also a part of the 7th Environmental Action
Program between 2012-2020. Similar to the previous program, the European Union focused on
achieving the good status of waters within the territory of the Union.119 The 8th Environment
Action Programme of the European environmental policy aims to contribute to the objectives of
the European Green Deal as well as regulate the policies in various areas including water, soil
land, etc.120 Protection, preservation, and restoration of biodiversity and strengthening the natural
capital in the context of water is a significant part of the six thematic objectives that are taken into
account as a priority in the 8th Environmental Action Programme. This program is committed to
consolidating the 2050 visions of the previous Action Programme.121

Taking into account that the unity of the European countries has a long history than European
Union, the regulations considering water management have roots from the early times of the cooperation
such as the adoption of the Single European Act in 1986 also known as the Treaty of the European
Communities. However, the Single European Act had a broader perspective than only detailed
regulations over the water cooperation but leading principles on environmental policies that can adapt to
water conflicts as well. The major motivation of the European Communities was introducing principles
that can apply to the prevention of any unwanted results concerning environmental pollution. Moreover,
the establishment of the Maastricht Treaty improved the Single European Act within the frame of water
quantity management to the cooperation of the parties.122 Taking into account the developments of the
European Union water regulations, the Water Framework Directive is the backbone of the water policy
of the union. The development of the water policy can be classified in various manners due to the
evolution of the regulations. In the first step which covers a period until 1988, water quality standards for
human consumption were the main objective of the policymakers. However, from 1988 until 1995, in
the second step, emission standards gained more weight in the works of the European Union. Moreover,
in the third step which covers the period from 1995 until 2004, the focus of the water policy is more on
the topic of unified water governance and sustainable development plans.123 Within the effects of the
European Green Deal and Zero Pollution Action Plan, provisions evolved from being regulative to being
protective taking into account the concept of water. Therefore, the water policy will be focused on zero
pollution and a climate-neutral environment.

For a period of seven years from 1973 to 1980, the European community focused on restricting
pollutant emissions to save the water that is generally used for human consumption. This was the first
attempt at water management constituted as water directives that targeted to regulate the water quality
standards to elevate the quality of the surface water. However, these first regulatory water directives
have strengths and weaknesses at the same time. While creating awareness in the community about
the environment and water, influencing the national legislation considered positive results of the water
directives, meanwhile entitled power of discretion for the Member States in the phase of
implementation resulted as weakness of the directives of this period.124

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Inefficient results of the first set of water directives urged Members to put more effort into
improving the surface water and groundwater resources. In this period, regulations were focused
on being more restrictive and pollutant-oriented. In other words, new sets of regulations were
aimed to stop the spread of pollution by controlling the pollutants. Through the increasing level of
pollutants, the cost of drinking water treatment was growing. Therefore, the principle of “source
prevention” was adopted in the 4th environmental action plan to tackle the contemporary
challenges between 1987 and 1992.125

One of the most significant regional treaties is the United Nations Economic Commission
for Europe Convention on the Protection and Use of Transboundary Watercourses and
International Lakes in 1992. (UNECE 1992) 126 Taking into account the treaties on the
transboundary water sources, UNECE 1992 is the most impactful one by far.127 The scope of this
treaty mainly focuses on transboundary freshwater which also refers to the combination of the
surface waters and groundwaters. Moreover, the primary obligations that UNECE 1992 introduced
for the parties are prevention, control, and reduction of the transboundary impacts. The UNECE
1992 mostly cares about environmental protection and protection of the water sources.i2s
Meanwhile, it also refers to the basic principles of international water governance such as equitable
and reasonable utilization of the water. The concept of the UNECE 1992 is establishing a legal
framework for the collaboration of member states but not limited to signatory parties.
Consequently, the regulations introduced within the frame of UNECE 1992 are also applicable to
the regional issues on the prevention and control of both surface and groundwater protection of
signatory parties and third parties as well.

Conclusion

Development of the international water law shall differ in regulations of navigational and
non-navigational use of the international watercourse regarding the evolution of the use of the
water by decades. Primary regulations of the international water focus on the commercial benefits
regarding the navigational usage of the international watercourses. However, with the growing
population and improvement of the industrial mechanisms reconsideration of the existed
international water law regulations on non-navigational use emerged. Taking into account the non-
navigational usage of the international watersheds, the necessary regulations primarily developed
in the 20th century. However, the core of the international water law, the international customary
law that is pierced into the fundamental principles, serves as a touchstone to lead the multilateral
and bilateral treaties. However, the nature of the challenge fundamental principles of international
water law as being defined in a broad context create a challenge for the implementation of the
principles. In case, to apply the “no significant harm” principle, both the terms harm and significant
have to be defined considering the aspects of the actual case. Thus, a case can be classified as
harmful by one of the riparian states while the other riparian state considers the circumstances as
not harmful. Even though, in case riparian states are agreed on the action to be classified as
harmful, they can disagree on the status of the harm and debate over it whether it is significant or
not. Taking into account outcomes of the judicial and extrajudicial processes shall ensure the
continuity of the law. As a result of this, the sources of the international water law shall inevitably
be considered as an inseparable whole for the sake of the international water law to be successful.
To secure the efficient implementation of the fundamental principles of the international water
law, the obligations on cooperation, notification, consultation, and information exchange are
significantly important.

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International water law is a substantial part of international law and is strongly connected
to international relations. The source of the international water law forms through treaties and
principles of the international customary law on the matter. Chiefly the Helsinki Rules of 1966
and the United Nations Convention of 1997 intended to introduce a series of general rules on water
governance over the international watercourses. However, due to the core of international law as
being constituted regarding the voluntary command of the states, the success of both the
regulations and provisions of the international institutions in the settlement of any dispute or
prevention of a possible conflict only depends on the willingness of the states. The positive effects
of the global agreements such as the UN Watercourses Convention were crystal clear on the
management and protection of the international watercourses. However, regulations introduced
through UN Watercourses Convention were broader and general to achieve the most efficient
results on the various regional watercourses. Therefore, riparian states of the international
watercourses were encouraged to cooperate to codify regional agreements for the management of
the regional water basins. Regional agreements were important taking into account their mission
to motivate riparian states to harmonize the different international watercourse agreements into
one single initiative for the region. In Europe, the UNECE 1992 is the significant transboundary
water resource management agreement that serves as a reference legal framework for adopting
many international agreements at the regional level.

Over the years of global economical, industrial, and social development; international
water law has progressed to tackle the conflicts of changing conditions. However, several
substantial challenges have not yet received decent answers from the international water law. One
of the most important reasons for this is the common approach to the law of water. When it comes
to the non-navigational water management regulations and principles, the concept does not aim
for a comprehensive ecosystem approach but focuses on a specific aspect of water. Surface waters
as a part of freshwater resources receive all the attention while groundwaters such as aquifers get
neglected. For a future step, international water law shall focus on the protection and preservation,
and management of the transboundary aquifers considering their importance and vulnerability.

The article discusses the genesis of the concepts of "creativity", "pedagogical creativity",

PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF FUTURE TEACHERS
FOR THE FORMATION OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION CULTURE
OF YOUNGER SCHOOLCHILDREN

The article discusses the pedagogical conditions for preparing future teachers for the
formation and development of information and communication culture of younger schoolchildren.
Effective professional training of future teachers is possible if the following conditions are
created: systematic mastering by students of information learning technologies that ensure the
development of information and communication culture of younger schoolchildren; development
of students' motivation to create an atmosphere of dialogical interaction of subjects of the
educational process in the classroom through the use of information and communicative teaching
method; formation of students’ ability to create success situations in the learning process based
on taking into account the individual abilities of each student and determining prospects for the
formation of information competence of each of them; mastering the algorithm of pedagogical
activity for the development of information and communication culture of primary school children.

Key words: professional training, readiness, information and communication culture,
teacher, conditions.

Today we are witnessing the birth of a new type of information and communication society,
with definitions such as “information™, "electronic", “technotronic”, "eco-technical”, etc.

The new type of information-communication society is emerging with its definitions of
"informational”, "electronic”, "technotronic”, "eco-technical”, etc. However, the various
technological and social changes reflecting their newness and wide range of penetration also bring
a certain amount of uncertainty. This raises the question of the quality of teacher training in the
context of informatization and computerization of society. This is related to their professional
competence, but also to the fact that the moral basis of the individual is becoming increasingly
important in the age of informatization. As the possibilities of individual influence on information
processes begin to increase considerably, this actualizes the problem of balancing individual
freedom and a high degree of responsibility for one's actions.

Hence, the current level of social and professional competence of young specialists requires
them to possess information and communication culture; this is particularly called for by the
development of information society, where professional knowledge and skills in the field of
functional literacy and operational capabilities of its members are in great demand today.
However, the reality is that there is a certain contradiction between society's expanding needs for
information and computer literate professionals and its social and economic situation, which is
often not always conducive to meeting its demands. Moreover, a technocratic mindset is being
formed, which forces, in fact, to absorb only those knowledge that brings material benefits [1].

Considering the main priorities in the goals of general education, we have found that one
of them today is the formation of an information and communication culture among students. This
not only speaks for educational necessity, but also for the fact that the role of information activity
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itself is becoming increasingly important, changing the nature of life, which requires an active and
proactive individual capable of making the most daring decisions by means of technology. This
factor, therefore, imposes such requirements on the pedagogical work of teachers as creation of a
favorable information infrastructure associated with the development of personality, based on the
existing influence of such factors as social and biological (L.S. Vygotsky, A.N. Leontiev) [2; 3];
providing students with an opportunity to transform information space and determine their place
in it (L.S. Rubinstein, L.I. Bozhovich) [4; 5]; stimulating the development of personal information
and communication culture as part of meeting their interests and needs, etc. (B.M. Teplov, A.V.
Petrovsky) [6; 7]. Hence, the coordination of pedagogical activity with individual characteristic
features of students (A.E. Lichko) [8]; implementation of corrective work aimed at a system of
relationships with students, where communication would include cognitive and behavioral
components (V.P. Zinchenko, A.P. Zinchenko, A.M.). P. Zinchenko, A.G. Kovalev, A.V. Mudrik)
[9; 10; 11]; reflection in pedagogical activity elements of forming qualitative personal features that
would contribute to the development of leading activities (D.B. Elkonin, D.I. Feldstein) [12; 13].

An analysis of domestic and international experience shows that today the age threshold at
which children become familiar with constantly emerging information technologies is steadily
decreasing: for example, as early as preschool age they have access to the Internet in the context
of their own personal computer. From this we can conclude that the process of forming and
developing an information and communication culture should begin at an early age. The efficiency
of the process will be reached when the school creates a common information environment, in
which each child will be surrounded by a competent teacher in the field of new information
technologies. This inevitably leads to the problem of improving the quality of teacher training in
the context of the development of an information society.

Indeed, modern teachers, as never before, need systemic knowledge in the field of
innovative technologies in order to implement and use them effectively in the educational process.
This, in particular, is also the aim of the process of informatization of society itself, which
determines the problem of formation of information and communication culture of each computer
user, including a teacher possessing universal and specialized computer knowledge and skills in
the field of information technology.

Psychological and pedagogical researches do not reveal in full measure pedagogical conditions
for stimulation of readiness of the future teachers to develop information and communicative culture in
younger schoolboys. At the same time, school is called upon today to provide students with profound
knowledge and general culture in the field of information technology, starting this process as early as
junior school age, where the most important role belongs to the teacher as the main helper and mentor,
who himself should demonstrate his competence in this area, namely to competently use all kinds of
information technology in his teaching activities, thereby characterizing the level of his professional
competence. All this makes it necessary to develop new approaches to the organisation of the learning
process, taking into account modern pedagogical technologies.

Creation of necessary pedagogical conditions can be considered as the most important factor of
formation of information and communicative culture of younger pupils with the use of multimedia
technologies. In this case, it is necessary to note the leading forms and methods of pedagogical activity
of a primary school teacher, connected with intensification of the educational process aimed at mastering
the information environment by pupils. To them, in particular, we refer the following:

- creating an atmosphere of learning cooperation;

- work in small groups and individually;

- organisation of computer modelling by junior school pupils;

- creation of a virtual learning interaction;

- organisation of game modelling of learning situations;

- independent work of junior school students with different sources of information;

- organisation of project activities in order to develop the ability of pupils to apply the
complex of knowledge and skills in a purposeful and meaningful way.
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Let us add to this that the effectiveness of the formation of information and communication
culture in primary school students is also provided by the personality of the teacher, his
professional competence, value orientations, the ability to apply new information and
communication technologies (network technology, computer technology, digital technology,
operating systems) in the learning process, etc.

Thus, in our opinion, the following pedagogical conditions are necessary to ensure the
formation of future teachers' readiness to develop information and communicative culture of
elementary school students:

- systematic mastery of information teaching technologies by students, providing the
development of information and communicative culture of elementary schoolchildren;

- development of students’ motivation to create an atmosphere of dialogic interaction
between the subjects of the educational process in the classroom through the use of information
and communication teaching method,;

- to develop students' ability to create situations of success in the learning process based on
the individual abilities of each pupil and identify prospects for the formation of each pupil's
information competence;

- mastering the algorithm of pedagogical activities to develop the information and
communication culture of primary school students (stimulating the motivational and motivational
sphere of primary school students as part of the development of their computer literacy; ensuring
that primary school students work independently with various sources of information; teaching
primary school students rational methods of mental work; developing productive thinking in
primary school students with skills for its practical use; ensuring a rational ratio of reproduction.

The given number of conditions we begin with system mastering by students of information
technologies of the training, providing development of information and communicative culture of
younger schoolboys, as increase of level of information culture of the student is extremely necessary
today for the future teachers in concrete sphere of their activity. Hence inculcation of information
culture to students is carried out in parallel with studying theoretical orientation of information
aspects with practical mastering of computer information technologies that for the organization of
information interaction with pupils is a basic component of their future sphere of activity. The most
important emphasis is put on consolidation of sustainable skills of work with information
technologies in education, focused on solving typical problems in the educational aspect.

For this purpose, various pedagogical opportunities are created to implement both all kinds of
technical means and new learning technologies, which are more and more intensively included in the
content of the educational process of higher education institutions, where active use of modern
information technologies begins to occupy one of the central places in the general process of specialist
training. On this basis, the application of information technologies in education during the creation of
various telecommunication networks, expert systems and other types of information technology
serves, in fact, one purpose of systematic mastering by students of information technologies of
education, providing subsequently the development of information and communication culture of
students themselves. This means that students, as future teachers, e.g. of primary schools, must learn
how to correctly and optimally use computers in their pedagogical activities.

In conclusion, we would like to point out that the pedagogical conditions which we have
considered are aimed at preparing future teachers to develop information and communication
culture of elementary school students show that students' systematic mastering of information
technologies in education, their motivation to create an atmosphere of dialogical interaction of
subjects of the educational process and success situations at the lessons on the basis of individual
abilities of every school student in the learning process, and also stimulating of motivational and
emotional sphere. And for more effective implementation of the presented conditions it is
necessary, as we think, to design a certain technological model, the structure, content and
capabilities of which we will consider in the next paragraph of this chapter of the present study.

HISTORY OF DEVELOPMENT OF THE INSTITUTE OF INHERITANCE LAW

This article discusses the fact that inheritance law is one of the oldest and most developed
institutions. The stages of development of Roman inheritance law are considered. The institution
of inheritance occupied a special place in Roman law. The institution of inheritance was developed
by Roman jurists. Roman jurists developed many concepts and rules on inheritance law.

According to Roman law, inheritance is the transfer of the property of a deceased person to
one or more persons. Relations arising from inheritance lasted until Soviet times, retaining the features
of tradition. Subsequently, the right of inheritance in the Soviet years, depending on the direction of
Soviet power, became one of the areas where the possibility of development was difficult.

Also in this article, the features of inheritance relations under the civil legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan are considered and the provisions of laws and by-laws are analyzed,
which contain provisions on inheritance at various times in the development of the state: from
primitive society to modern Kazakhstan.

The works of students and undergraduates are accepted only in co-authorship with
scientific supervisors or if there is a review from their supervisors.

Information for authors

The Editorial Board asks the authors to follow the following rules when preparing
articles for publication in the journal.

Scientific articles submitted to the editorial board of the journal must be designed
according to the basic publishing standards for the design of articles in accordance with GOST
7.5-98 "Journals, collections, information publications. Publishing design of published
materials"”, article-by-article bibliographic lists in accordance with GOST 7.1-2003
«Bibliographic record. Bibliographic description. General requirements and rules of
compilationy.

- No more than 3 articles from the same author or the same author as part of a team of
co-authors are allowed in the issue.

- The number of co-authors in one article is not more than 5.

- The degree of originality of the article should be at least 80%.

- The submitted articles should not be previously published, subsequent publication in
other journals, including translations into other languages, is not allowed.

- If the article did not pass anti-plagiarism or was rejected by the reviewer, the article is
returned to the author for revision. The author can resend the article for anti-plagiarism or review
1 time. The author is responsible for the content of the article.

- The editorial board is not engaged in literary and stylistic processing of the article.

Articles designed in violation of the requirements are not accepted for publication and
are returned to the authors.

The design of the article

Articles can be submitted in Kazakh, Russian or English as a file in MS Word
(.docx). Typeface — Times New Roman, font size — 12 pt. Single-line spacing. Margins left
and top — 2.5 cm, right and bottom — 2 cm, paragraph — 1.25. Article is prepared in
accordance with GOST 7.5-98 ""Journals, collections, information editions. Presentation
of publications.

The volume of the article
The recommended length of the article should be from 3 to 10 pages.

Presentation of article

The structure of the scientific article should include the title, annotations, keywords,
main provisions, introduction, materials and methods, results, discussion, conclusion,
information on funding (if available), references.

The presentation of the material should be clear, logically structured, the parts of the
article are arranged in the following sequence:

A) UDC Index;

B) Title of the article in English;

C) Surnames and initials of all authors;

D) Abstract in English (no more than 300 words) with a list of keywords (no more than
8 words). The abstract should indicate the subject and purpose of the work, the methodology,
the main results of the study, the scope of their application, and conclusions. The discrepancy
between the Kazakh-language, Russian-language and English-language annotation is not
allowed;

E) Keywords in English;

F) Introductory part with justification of the need and statement of the purpose of the
work;

G) The main text that needs to be divided into sections and subsections (relevance of the
study, description of the methodology, results of the study and their discussion, if necessary,
sections can be combined). Graphic material is provided only in black and white. It should be
clear and not require redrawing (the image is made in jpeg formats with a resolution of at least
300 dpi). All data should have footnotes to the source of their receipt, and figures, tables are
numbered and titled;

H) Conclusions, which, as far as possible, should indicate the practical application of the
results;

I) List of literature. The list of references should contain bibliographic information about
all publications mentioned in the article and should not contain references to works that are not
referenced in the text. The output data of monographs, books, textbooks include the ISBN
number. DOI (Digital Object Identifier) should be indicated for all references to articles
published in international peer-reviewed journals. DOI are indicated in the PDF version of the
article and/or on the main web page of the article, you can also use the CrossRef search engine:
http://www.crossref.org/guestquery/. The bibliographic description in the reference
bibliographic lists is made according to GOST 7.1-2003 «Bibliographic record. Bibliographic
description. General requirements and rules of compilationy;

J) Title of the article, Surnames and initials of all authors, Abstract, Keywords in Kazakh;

K) Title of the article, Surnames and initials of all authors, Abstract, Keywords in
Russian.

Information about the authors

A separate file is sent information about the authors in three languages with the
following data: full name, academic title, academic degree, position or profession, place of work
(full name of the organization, city), name of the country (for foreign authors), contact details
(e-mail, phone) of all authors.

The Executive Secretary, within three days after the receipt of the materials, checks for
compliance with the rules of registration of materials. In case of non-compliance with the rules
of registration of materials, the specialist of the department notifies the author of the need to
finalize the materials.

The materials submitted for publication must meet the profile of the journals, meet the
formal requirements, undergo a double review procedure (checking for plagiarism and
reviewing by members of the expert group and the editorial board of the journals) and receive a
recommendation for publication by the editorial board of the journal.

Journals are open — any author, regardless of citizenship, place of work and academic
degree, has the opportunity to publish an article in compliance with the requirements of the
editorial board.
